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Khabarovsk


We, the representatives of the youth public movement, students, members of the youth ecological unions of various educational establishments, Khabarovsk Krai citizens and participants of the Youth Ecological March “We Vote for the Clean Amur” are worried about the situation of the on-going Amur river pollution by the Chinese side.


The most threatened are fresh water supply systems of Khabarovsk krai cities and towns and fish resources, which accumulate trace metals, phenols, oil products and organic compounds in consecrations endangering human health. We witness the decay of the unique Amur ecosystem that is the basis for the Priamurje ecological sustainability. 


Concentrations of poisonous substances in water and fish increase from year to year. Research data proves that most Amur pollution is caused by the industry and population growth in the North-East China, the Sungary spill of highly poisonous pollutants due to Jiling chemical plan accident being just an example. After that accident accidental and regular spills continued.


Assessing the present situation we ascertain the reluctance of the Chinese government to discuss and sign the agreement on the joint Amur River conservation and to implement strict measures for preventing Amur transboundary pollution.


We are confident that Khabarovsk Krai citizens have the right to live in a safe and healthy environment.


We are appealing to the Russian Federation Government Agencies, responsible for the safety of Russian citizens, and to the international ecological the civil rights organizations, asking them for making affords to influence Chinese responsible authorities to stop the Amur river transboundary pollution.
