Civil society is a source of all-encompassing
ideas, promoting everything from transparency
and free expression, reversing inequality, and
rescuing our environment.

Civil society in the United States encompasses
a broad range of organizations that allow
individuals to achieve their social, economic,
and political aspirations by organizing
themselves, unhindered, according to their
own interests, needs, and priorities.

We are committed to the idea that the public
interest is served best when private citizens
and members of civil society are able to
choose freely the aims, organizations, and
causes they support.

Accordingly, U.S. regulations that impact civil
society organizations are designed to facilitate
and support the formation of non-
governmental organizations (NGOs). U.S.
regulations are designed, specifically, to avoid
making judgments about the value or work of
any given NGO. U.S. and international NGOs
represent virtually every conceivable ideology,
political cause, religion, social issue, and
interest group.

Some are deeply engaged in the political
process; others are nonpartisan, operate far
from the political process, and are involved
only in social issues.

The following overview explains how NGOs
operate in the United States, and how they are
regulated.

What is Civil Society?

Civil society is the collection of social
organizations, formed voluntarily by citizens
to advance shared goals or interests.

This includes independent public policy
research organizations, advocacy
organizations, organizations that defend
human rights and promote democracy,
humanitarian organizations, private
foundations and funds, charitable trusts,
societies,  associations and  non-profit

corporations. It does not include political
parties.

Areas of Activity for NGOs in the United
States

Approximately 1.5 million NGOs operate in
the United States. These NGOs undertake a
wide array of activities, including political
advocacy on issues such as foreign policy,
elections, the environment, healthcare,
women’s rights, economic development, and
many other issues. They often develop and
address new approaches to social and
economic problems that governments cannot
address alone.

Many NGOs in the United States operate in
fields that are not related to politics. These
include volunteer organizations rooted in
shared religious faith, labor unions, groups
that help vulnerable people, such as the poor
or disabled, and groups that seek to empower
youth or marginalized populations.

Indeed, NGOs exist to represent virtually
every cause imaginable. Their sources of
finance include donations from private
individuals (American or foreign), private
sector for-profit companies, philanthropic
foundations, or grants from federal, state, or
local government. Sources of finance may also
include foreign governments. There is no
prohibition in U.S. law on foreign funding of
NGOs; whether that foreign funding comes
from governments or non-government
sources.

Legal Framework for NGOs in the United
States

Starting an NGO:

In general, any group of individuals may come
together to form an informal organization in
order to jointly discuss ideas or common
interests, and can do so without any
government involvement or approval.

If a group seeks particular legal benefits, such
as an exemption from federal and state
taxation, it may choose to formally incorporate
and register as an NGO under the laws of any
of the 50 U.S. states. Individuals do not need
to be U.S. citizens to create a new NGO.

Registration requirements, and forms of
organizations, vary from state to state, but are
generally very simple, so that anyone can
incorporate an NGO in just few days at the
state level.

The process typically involves providing a
short description of the organization, its
mission, name, the address of an agent within
the state, and paying a modest fee.

Most states have a general incorporation
statute that makes this process a routing
matter, not subject to approval by the
legislature or any other government official.
This approach removes the risk that a
government official might abuse his or her
power in determining which organizations
should be allowed to exist or not. In several
states, certain NGOs formed for religious,
educational and other charitable purposes must
also register with a state charity official
charged with protecting charitable assets and
regulating the charitable solicitation of funds
from the public.

Tax-exempt Status:

Many NGOs in the United States are qualified
as exempt from state and federal taxes. This
legal status makes it easier for NGOs to
operate as nonprofit organizations, because
they do not have to pay tax on the income
(funding) they receive. If an NGO wants to
receive exemption from income taxation from
the U.S. Federal Government, the NGO
applies to the Internal Revenue Service.

There are many types of NGOs listed in the
Internal Revenue Code that are eligible for
tax-exempt status, and the type of benefits
available depends on the type of NGO and the
type of activities conducted. In general, NGOs
organized exclusively for educational,
religious, charitable, scientific testing for
public safety, literary purposes, and certain
sports, that are non-profit and do not play a
partisan political role (e.g., by supporting
candidates for election or attempting to
influence legislation), can apply to receive
exemption from federal income taxation on all
income related to these purposes.

NGOs organized for political purposes receive
limited tax exemptions only for income
received from contributions solicited from the
general public, membership dues, or
fundraising events.

State governments often use the same
standards for applying state income tax laws.
Organizations seeking exemption from state
taxes generally must file applications for
exemptions with the state tax authorities.

Another feature of tax-exempt status is that
contributions to some of these organizations
may be tax deductible for the donor.

This provides an important incentive for
citizens and corporations to donate funds to
these groups.

The U.S. government, generally, does not seek
to influence an organization’s mission,
determine how an NGO is structured, approve
who runs it or serves on its board, or direct its
financial management.

Instead, U.S. law generally regulates
organizations by requiring regular public
disclosure — through filing of information
returns with the government — of an
organization’s  funding, activities, and
leadership. The regulations do not allow
government officials to revoke permission to
operate or tax-exempt status based on
judgments about the merits of an
organization’s mission, activities, budget, or
leadership.

Freedom of Expression and Association in
the United States

There is generally very little restriction on the
freedoms of expression and association of
NGOs under U.S. law. Although NGOs
engaged in political activities may not qualify
for the most preferential tax- exempt status,
the U.S. government does not prevent NGOs
from undertaking advocacy for political issues
or criticizing the government. The U.S.
constitution provides for robust protections for
freedom of expression and leaves open space
for debate that is necessary in democratic
societies, including protecting ideas that
offend, shock, or disturb.

The United States has many laws and
regulations on issues, including immigration
and visas, campaign finance and lobbying,
terrorism financing, and money-laundering
that may affect NGOs; however, these laws
are applicable to everyone and to all
organizations, not exclusively NGOs.

Foreign NGOs in the United States

The United States hosts many foreign NGOs
that do important and valuable work in our
country. Foreign NGOs can register in the
U.S. by filing a simple form as a non-profit
entity.

Some operate as non- partisan foundations,
while others are affiliated with foreign
political parties and operate as think tanks and
liaisons to U.S. organizations concerned with
foreign policy. These foundations organize
programs for their respective politicians when
they come to the United States, and organize
conferences,  youth  exchanges, and
fellowships/scholarships. They also provide
funding to and conduct joint projects with
American NGOs.

Funded entirely by foreign governments, these
foreign party institutes do not have special
restrictions on their activities in the United
States, can conduct meetings and publish
materials freely, and are not required to
provide reports to other U.S. federal
government agencies, provided they register
and file tax returns according to the
requirements described below.

Regulation of Foreign Funding of NGOs and
Foreign NGOs

Foreign Funding of U.S. NGOs

As a general matter, U.S. law imposes no
limits or restrictions on the receipt of foreign
funding by NGOs operating in the United
States.

Of course, laws that are generally applicable to
all Americans may apply to NGOs, such as
restrictions on receiving contributions from a
terrorist organization.

There are also restrictions on direct financial
support of political candidates by foreign
individuals.

Foreign NGOs Operating in the United States

Before foreign organizations are able to
conduct activities in any particular U.S. state,
they must apply for a license to conduct
business in that state.

This process is similar to theincorporation
process for U.S. NGOs described above. Like
domestic NGOs, foreign organizations can
apply to the Internal Revenue Service for
recognition as charitable or social welfare
organizations under the Internal Revenue
Code. Although such organizations are exempt
from paying taxes on their income,
contributions to foreign organizations are not
tax-deductible (in the absence of a special
treaty providing otherwise with the country of
the NGO’s origin).

The Foreign Agents Registration Act, 22
U.S.C.§ 611 et seq. (FARA)

FARA is a disclosure statute which requires
persons in the United States who are acting as
agents of foreign principals, and engaged in
certain specified activities, to make periodic
public disclosure of their relationship with the
foreign principal, as well as disclosure of
activities, receipts, and disbursements in
support of those activities.

The general purpose of the Act is to ensure
that the American public and its lawmakers
know the source of certain information
intended to sway U.S. public opinion, policy,
and laws, thereby facilitating informed
evaluation of that information by the
government and the American people.

The Act requires any person or organization
(U.S. or foreign), that is an agent of a foreign
principal, to register with the Department of
Justice if engaged in the U.S. in certain
defined activities, and to disclose the foreign
principal for which the agent works, the
activities conducted, as well as receipts and
disbursements in support of those activities.

Foreign principals can include governments,
political parties, a person or organization
outside the United States (except U.S.
citizens), and any entity organized under the
laws of a foreign country or having its
principal place of business in a foreign
country.

An agent of a foreign principal is any person
who acts within the United States “as an agent,
representative, employee, or servant, or any
person who acts in any other capacity at the
order, request, or under the direction or control
of a foreign principal or of a person, any of
whose activities are directly or indirectly
supervised, directed, controlled, financed, or
subsidized in whole or in major part by a
foreign principal,” and who engages in certain
political or quasi-political activities.

FARA covers all “persons,” including
individuals, corporations, and associations, but
provides a number of exemptions from
registration, including for persons whose
activities are in “furtherance of bona fide
religious, scholastic, academic, or scientific
pursuits or of the fine arts.”

FARA also exempts from registration certain
other private and nonpolitical activities, such
as certain solicitations of funds for medical
aid, or for “food and clothing to relieve human
suffering,” and exempts from registration
persons accredited to international
organizations who have notified the
Department of State in accordance with the
provisions of the International Organizations
Immunities Act.

Additional exemptions from registration are
provided for diplomats and officials of foreign
governments and their staffs properly
recognized by the U.S. Department of State,
persons whose activities are of a purely
commercial nature, lawyers engaged in legal
representation of foreign principals in the
courts or similar type proceeding that does not
involve influencing U.S. domestic or foreign
policy, and those registered under the

Lobbying Disclosure Act, 2 U.S.C. § 1601 et
seq.

Some governments have erroneously asserted
that FARA restricts political freedoms in the
United States. On the contrary, FARA does
not inhibit freedom of expression, does not
regulate the content of information
disseminated, does not place any limitations
on the agent’s lobbying or publication of
information or advocacy materials, and is
neutral in its treatment of all countries.

With regard to foreign funding, FARA
imposes no limits or restrictions on the receipt
of foreign funding by non-governmental
organizations operating in the United States,
nor does it impose a tax. The registration
requirements under FARA are not tied to
foreign  government  funding;  rather,
registration is required for those conducting
certain activities at the request of or under the
direction or control of a foreign principal,
solely for the purpose of disclosure.

NGO Relations on the Local and
International Levels

Once an NGO has registered, according to the
requirements summarized earlier, the U.S.
government does not interfere with how the
NGO accomplishes its purposes.

NGOs are free to recruit participants for their
organizations as they wish, and need not
provide notification to any government agency
about its membership, activities, or outreach.
Like other U.S. organizations and companies,
U.S.

NGOs must refrain from working with
governments or individuals under U.S.
Sanctions, as well as with groups designated
as foreign terrorist organizations, but

otherwise, they are free to collaborate with
foreign NGOs or foreign governments to
achieve their purposes. There are no
regulations that restrict U.S. NGOs from
attending conferences abroad, finding donors
overseas, or performing work internationally.

Not all NGOs in the United States are
incorporated. It is remarkably easy to form a
charitable entity in the United States.

A person can create a charitable trust simply
by executing and delivering a deed, contract,
or other instrument conveying the trust
property to another person (or even to herself)
in trust for the charitable purpose.

No government approval is required to form
the trust beyond the standard requirements for
signing a contract or deed conveying property,
however many U.S. states require all NGOs
formed for religious, educational or other
charitable purposes to register with a state
charity official, particularly if it will be
soliciting funds from the public.

Certain NGOs—charitable 501(c)(3)
organizations in particular—may be subject to
some operating restrictions, including IRS
rules prohibiting self-dealing (transactions
with organization insiders). and excessive
compensation, limiting lobbying and political
activities, requiring minimum distributions for
activities, and restricting certain kinds of
commercial or investment activities.

In addition, state laws may impose governance
restrictions, such  as a  minimum
number governing body members or limits on
the number of governing body members that
may be compensated.

Nonprofits, tax-exempt organizations that
further a mission instead of earning profits
fortheir owners, are a big part of the small
business sector and economy in general.

Nonprofits are around 10 percent of
businesses and employment.

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The total business share of nonprofits and
their employment has stayed relatively
constant over the last decade or so.

In 2008, nonprofits represented 7.2 percent
of employers and 124 percent of
employment, which was very similar to the
2016 figures. (Source: U.S. Census Bureau,

Like for-profit businesses, the bulk of
nonprofits are small. And small
nonprofits employ about half of all
nonprofit workers.

Over 99 percent of nonprofits have fewer
than 500 employees, and these firms
represent 45  percent of  nonprofit
employment.

The median employment of a nonprofit
employer business is about 4 employees.

In 2017, employees of 501(c)(3) nonprofit
establishments averaged pay of $53,700 vs.
$55,500 in for-profit business locations, and
the pay was higher for nonprofits in just over
half of the states.

The District of Columbia and Alaska had the
highest share of 501(c)(3) nonprofit
establishments relative to total
establishments. Idaho and South Dakota had
the highest nonprofit pay premiums.

INTRODUCTION: THE
AMERICAN TRADITION
OF ASSOCIATION

In the fall of 1727, a dozen young
men—most of them tradesmen and
artisans— began meeting on Friday
evenings at the Indian Head Tavern
in Philadelphia.

They met to debate philosophy and
current events and to exchange
information and resources in the
name of “mutual improvement.”

They called themselves the “Junto

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Club” and were led by an ambitious,
twenty-year-old printer.
His name wasBenjamin Franklin.

The Junto Club was part of an early
response to the end of conventional,
European systems of patronage and
to the emergence of a dynamic
commercial  order driven by
impersonal markets.

Tradesmen increasingly turned to
private institutions and to each other
for mutual aid and credit.

Under Franklin’s leadership,
however, the Junto Club would not
only support its members. It would
go on to establish many of the
landmark institutions of colonial
Philadelphia: the first subscription-
based lending library in British North
America, Pennsylvania’s first
volunteer fire brigade, the American
Philosophical Society, the Academy
of Philadelphia (later the University
of Pennsylvania), and the nation’s
first charity hospital.

The practices that Franklin
popularized in colonial Philadelphia
not only made the “City of Brotherly
Love” worthy of its name. They have
continued throughout the history of
the United States. For more than two
centuries, Americans have organized
themselves voluntarily to address
their common problems. Many of the
most consequential social
movements in the United States,
from abolition to temperance to civil
rights, have been outgrowths of the
American instinct to associate. It is
one of American society’s most
striking qualities.

During his visit to the United States
in 1831-2, Alexis de Tocqueville
marveled atthe associative patterns of

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American society. In the first volume
of Democracy in America, he
observed that,

Americans of all ages, all
conditions, all minds
constantly unite. Not only do
they have commercial and
industrial  associations  in
which all take part, but they
also have a thousand other
kinds: religious, moral, grave,
futile, very general, and very
particular, immense and very
small; Americans

use associations to give fétes,
to found seminaries, to build
inns, to raise churches, to
distribute books, to send
missionaries to the antipodes;
in this manner they create
hospitals, prisons, schools.
Finally, if it is a question

of bringing to light a truth or
developing a sentiment with
the support of a great
example, they associate.
Everywhere that, at the head
of a new undertaking, you see
the government in France and
a great lord in

England, count on it that you
perceive an association in the
United States.

Instead of patrons, Americans sought
peers. In this bottom-up,
participatory form of civic action,
Tocqueville found that the
institutional form of association
could “fix a common goal to the
efforts of many men.”

American associations acted in lieu of
government and private industry;
they provided a place for the exercise
of freedom, secure against external
intrusion and individuals’ atomizing

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greater than the sum of its parts.

Above all, they instructed citizens in
the art of self-government, instilling
the democratic habits necessary to
maintain the American republic. In
sum, associations provided the space
between government and markets in

which Americans, and the
communities they formed, could
flourish.

Tocqueville, however, saw

associations as not merely useful or
beneficial for democracy, but
essential to it. Association alone was
responsible for the myriad functions
of a democratic society: “[T]he
progress of all the others depends on
theprogress of that one.

Even in our twenty-first-century
American society, associational life
ought to beat the center of thinking
about our social order and public
policy.

What Is Civil Society?

To appreciate fully the scope and
character of these changes requires a
clearer sense of what “civil society”
means.

It can be a difficult concept to
untangle.

Though but a single term, it has been
imbued with several distinct
meanings: some structural, some
functional, and some normative.

Structurally, civil society constitutes
a kind of “third sector” within
society. It exists independently of
both government, or the “public
sector,” and the market, or “private
sector.”

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Non-profit organizations secure
funding from government agencies
and corporations, and they are shaped
by public policy and the business
cycle.

Conceiving of civil society as a
structurally independent third sector,
however, helps to highlight these
interactions with the public and
private sectors and emphasize a
distinct purpose of civil society: to
secure public goods that the market
and the State fail to provide.

Structural independence enables civil
society to serve a distinct functional
role as a set of ‘“mediating
institutions.” In 7o Empower People,
Peter L. Berger and Richard John
Neuhaus described civil society as
comprising “those institutions
standing between the individual in

his private life and the large
institutions of public life.”
Institutions—the  durable  social

arrangements we create together to
achieve common goals in the course
of interacting with one another—are
“instituted” for a variety of reasons.

The mediating institutions
“mediate” by securing for the
individual a space for participation,
membership, and belonging within
the broader society. Where it may
be impossible for an individual to
directly shape, meaningfully
participate in, or fully belong to
mass society and its larger
institutions—say, global
commodities markets or the federal
government— civil society provides
its own institutions—schools,
churches, clubs, and charities— to
which one may belong and be an
active participant. In this way, civil
society is thought to prevent

alienation from mass society.

In addition to this functional role,
civil society also serves a normative
purpose: the  transmission  of
particular habits, values, and norms.

As the bipartisan Council on Civil
Society has reported, the ‘“essential
social task” of the myriad
associations that compose civil
society is to “foster competence and
character in individuals, build social
trust, and help children become good
people and good citizens.”

Thisis most obviously seen in those
institutions with explicitly
pedagogical purposes, such as
schools and churches.

Nearly all associations, however, are
organized around a particular vision
of the good, and their members—be
they volunteers in a charity, elected
leaders in a fraternal organization, or
congregants in a house of worship—
are bound by this shared wvision.
Through participation and leadership,
members of civil society are
habituated in observing their shared
values, cooperating with their fellow
men, and ultimately in practicing
self-government. Each aspect of civil
society is integral to its role in
society and, in particular, its role in
expanding opportunity. Its structural
independence as a “third sector”
helps to highlight how the actions
of government or the market affect
its institutions. Its functional role as
a set of mediating institutions
underscores how it forms
individuals’ relationships with the
rest of society. Its normative
purposes illustrate how it shapes the
habits and character of entire
communities.

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Civil society is both integral for
social health and irreplaceable by the
market or the State.

It comprises institutions that
facilitate what we do together
beyond the home. Though often
formed to provide material support
and  mutual aid, itsprincipal
contributions to society are
immaterial. As articulated in the
Social Capital Project’s inaugural
report, “What We Do Together,” civil
society holds our common life
together by supplying “extended
networks of cooperation and social
support, norms of reciprocity and
mutual obligation, trust, and social
cohesion” and by “forming our
character and capacities, providing us
with meaning and purpose.”

Civil Society and Opportunity

While a vibrant civil society may be
an essential part of a healthy
community, it also has an important
role to play in expanding economic
opportunity for all Americans.
Indeed, civil society has the power to
transform low-income
neighborhoods into opportunity-rich
communities. A burgeoning social
science literature has highlighted
the relationship between civil
society and upward mobility.

For instance, economist Raj Chetty

and his colleagues at Harvard
University’s  Opportunity Insights
have found strong, positive
correlations between local
community  strength and the

outcomes of children, especially
low-income children, in adulthood.
In particular, they found that the

with higher rates of upward mobility.
Even as research reveals its precise
effects on economic opportunity, we
understand intuitively the ways in
which civil society can shape the lives
and outcomes of low-income
Americans.

Every institution is guided by a
statement of purpose: to provide
shelter, afterschool care, cultural
enrichment, or political activism.

This is the means by which the
institutions of civil society promote
opportunity.  Though not all
organizations offer services that
directly boost economic prospects—
such as job training or tutoring—
nearly all of their services are
designed to meet a need. In thatway,
civil society as a whole contributes to
the expansion of opportunity.
Because civil society thrives in places
where it meets a material need, it has
the largest role to play in places where
material needs are greatest.

Beyond the direct provision of
material aid, the institutions of civil
society act both as bridges to
opportunity and as sites of character
formation and instruction.These two-
fold roles reflect the two different
forms of social capital discussed in
the academic literature: bridging and
bonding social capital.

In the first sense of bridging social
capital, institutions help to cultivate
relationships between people who
may not otherwise meet but for their
common  membership in an
organization.

Indeed, civil society—particularly
its most participatory forms—serves
as a locus of community life. It
increases social relationships and
interactions, even across traditional
lines of social segregation.

Members develop relationships with
those alongside whom they worship,
compete, serve, learn, and work. Such
patterns of social interaction are
conduciveto exchanging information
and building trust, the social
ingredients that may open doors to
new opportunities, networks, and
resources.

In the second sense of bonding
social capital, institutions form and
shape theirmembers.

Through formal rules and
expectations or through informal
peer pressure, active membership
cultivates  pro-social and  pro-
opportunity norms— such as honesty
and reliability, perseverance and
prudence, responsibility and
reciprocity—that are difficult to
acquire elsewhere. It also prepares
individuals for more active
participation in other spheres by
socializing them and building non-
cognitive skills. These qualities
redound to a person’s social mobility
because our economy and society
tend to reward such qualities.
Membership in civil society isnot a
quick fix for opportunity, but rather
a future-oriented investment that
paysdividends in the long term.

If “the leading object” of the federal
government, as Abraham Lincoln
maintained, is “to elevate the
condition of men” and “to afford all
an unfettered start and a fair chance
in the race of life,” then the health of
civil society ought to be considered

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a priority of public policy. Civil
society is an expansive concept, and
its benefits extend beyond the
confines of particular institutions,
generating positive externalities for
the wider community. For the
purposes of public policy, however,
civil society’s narrower,
opportunity-building effects should
not be sacrificed for the sake of such
broadly shared benefits—the
alleviation of material want, the
security of membership, the
restoration of local authority and
control. Civil society may exist for
all, but it is especially vital for those
individuals and communities with
the fewest prospects and the greatest
need.

THE STATE OF MEDIATING
INSTITUTIONS

The extent to which civil society
produces pro-social outcomes
depends, of course, on Americans’
relation to it. The Social Capital
Project envisions at least four
mediating institutions that can be
renewed and better used either to
address problems in lieu of
government or to partner with
government—especially local
government—in the pursuit of
common policy goals:
neighborhoods, churches, schools,
and voluntary associations. The
Project also considers philanthropy to
be a critical support reflecting the
health of these institutions.

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Neighborhoods

In To Empower People, Berger and
Neuhaus wrote that “[t]he
neighborhood should be seen as a
key mediating structure in the
reordering of our national life.”

The neighborhood, as a mediating
institution, involves a dimension of
togetherness beyond oneself and
even one’s family. It is where we
associate ~ with those one-time
strangers who become, in their own
way, friends. As the Project has
written elsewhere, “[t]he
communities to which we belong
develop the civic skills and social
norms that reinforce reciprocity,
trust, and cooperation.”

The future of civil society seems all
the more harrowing in light of our
weakened neighborhood ties. The
informal networks of support and
socialization = among  households
were once a mainstay of American

life, their value perhaps only
appreciated now in their virtual
absence in some places. The
proximity of local and state

governments, however, may point to
a promising avenue for reform.
Where trust between individuals is
low, local solutions could build more
cohesiveand vibrant neighborhoods.
In some places, that may mean
lifting or reforming barriers to
development, such as zoning codes,
or private activity, such as licensing
and registration laws. In others, it
may mean directly partnering with
neighborhoods to  address a
common problem as modeled by
community policing policies.
Regardless of the specific solution,
the importance ought to be clear: if
we cannot trust or help our
neighbors, can we reasonably expect
to enjoyfully our associational life?

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Churches

Churches are perhaps America’s
most prominent and active
mediating institutions. Tocqueville
described Americans’ religion as
“the first of their political
institutions.” Compared to the rest of
the Western world, America
continues to be defined and shaped
by a relatively robust religious life.
Americans who frequently attend
religious services tend to be happier,
healthier, and better spouses and
parents and are more likely to engage
in pro-social and community-
building activities. They also exhibit
higher levels of volunteering,
charitable giving, and participation in
voluntary organizations than
Americans who are less religiously
involved.

While much of the research suggests
only correlation between active
religiosity and positive outcomes,
other work has suggested a causal
relationship.

For example, one study using GSS
data finds that living in an area where
more people share a particular faith
leads to higher levels of religious
participation as well as better
economic and family outcomes.

The benefits of church membership
appear to redound not only to
attendees but to the larger
community. For example, one study
found a “halo effect” by which
historic sacred places on average
generate roughly $1.7 million for
their local economies and estimated
that 87 percent of the beneficiaries
of such places’ community programs
were not themselves parishioners.

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over time. From 1972 to 2018, the
share of adults who reported
attending religious services once a
month or more dropped from 57 to
42 percent. Over the same period,
the share of adults who reported
never having attended religious
services tripled. If present trends
continue, the share of never-
attenders will overtake the share of
frequent-attenders by 2032. Still,
certain  groups report greater
attachment to religious institutions.
For example, monthly religious
attendance = among  blacks (59
percent) and Hispanics (50 percent)
has been higher than that of whites
(40 percent) in recent years.
Historically, religious institutions
have played a vital role in the black
community especially. Black
churches served as hubs for
volunteering and fundraising during
the civil rights movement; indeed,
the movement was infused with the
language and traditions of black
Christianity. Black Protestants are
also more likely than evangelicals or
mainline Protestants to be involved
in their churches beyond mere
attendance—whether that be
through participation in small
groups or service in formal
leadership or volunteer roles.

Among white adults, however, there
is substantial variation in religious
attendance by educational
attainment. Differences in the shares
of white adults who say they never
attend religious services demonstrate
this most clearly.

Among whites in 1972, the gap
between the college-educated and
high school dropouts who never
attended religious services was only
three percentage points. By 2018, the
gap was nearly 20 percentage points

—more than a six-fold increase.
Growing religious
deinstitutionalization among less-
educated whites bodes poorly for
their sense of belonging.

There are multiple reasons for
declining trust and participation in
organized religion. For instance,
cultural  changes—including  the
sexual revolution and a greater
emphasis on individualism—may
have placed evolving values at odds
with traditional church teachings.
However, the steady breakdown of

religious institutions could be
attributed to a failure of the
institutions themselves, including

such self-inflicted wounds as abuse
scandals, political polarization, and
enculturation. Along the same lines,
American  churches may  have
accelerated the move  toward
secularization, as columnist Ross
Douthat has argued, by

favoring a more individualist, less
community-oriented approach to
participation. The trend of religious
deinstitutionalization makes it less
likely that individuals and families
receive the benefits of membership.
Given the complex nature of our

society’s religious commitments,
deinstitutionalization might seem
far beyond policymakers’

jurisdiction. Of course, public policy
cannot fix churches’ internal
problems. But policy influences the
landscape within which churches
and faith- based organizations
operate, and it often does so in ways
that prevent them from participating
fully in civil society.

Instead, policy should leverage these
institutions wherever possible to
achieve common goals. If we are
concerned about how best to meet
human needs, we must not ignore or

Schools

For many towns and neighborhoods
in America, schools serve as the loci
of community life. They often
provide the physical places, or
“social infrastructure,” where people
vote, hold community gatherings, or

convene for sporting events.’8 In
particular, schools that provide social
services and other goods beyond the
classroom are rightly thought of as
“community hubs.”

School-related activities facilitate
civic engagement and volunteerism
that benefit an entire community.

Regular school-based community
service can improve students’ civic
skills, and membership in school-
based organizations can increase
political participation in adulthood.

In addition, one study has shown that
higher levels of, or increases in,
“school social capital’—defined as a
sense of belonging, comfort, and
happiness in one’s school—positively
predict civic involvement in
adulthood.

For parents and their children,
schools are increasingly becoming
institutions around which
associational life is based.
Considering the negative trends in
other institutions of civil society, the
positive trends in parental
involvement are cause for at least
some optimism.

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Enabling more parents to be involved
in their children’s schools and
supporting schools in their many
social roles could be ways of
strengthening schools’ place in civil
society. For example, policies giving
parents more workplace flexibility
could allow greater participation in
school functions, while local
programs supporting extracurricular
activities could bolster schools’
function as centers of community
life.

Voluntary Associations

Any portrait of American civil society
would be incomplete without a
diversity of voluntary associations.
These local groups can have wildly
different functions and flavors, ranging
from Rotary Club to Little League to the
Knights of Columbus. A voluntary
association is defined by the activity it
facilitates: individuals freely meeting
and interacting with one another.

‘Americans of all ages, all conditions, and
all dispositions constantly form associations.
They have not only commercial and
manufacturing associations, in which all
partake, but associations of a thousand other
kinds - religious, moral, serious, futile,

general or restricted, enormous or
diminutive.

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Along with  broader communal
benefits, voluntary associations
provide more tangible benefits even to
those not directly involved.

For example, from 2007 to 2011,
fraternal organizations created an
average of over $3.8 billion in benefits
tothe economy through their charitable
and voluntary activities, and provided
an average of roughly $500 million in
charitable and community assistance.

Philanthropy

Charitable giving is generally not
considered to be a mediating institution
likechurches or schools.

Nevertheless, it is closely related to civil
society, as both a diagnostic indicator
and a stimulus, and therefore belongs in
any completeportrait of American civil
society.

Because networks of
interdependence tend to encourage
charitable  giving, philanthropy

provides an additional lens through
which to diagnose the health ofcivil
society.

“Altruism,” Putnam writes, “is an
important diagnostic sign of social
capital>—a thriving philanthropic
sector, in other words, suggests that
civil societyis thriving as well.

Philanthropy also serves as a
stimulus, as it supports the
institutions that create valuable social
capital.

Philanthropy funds civil society,
providing direct financial support to
social-capital-building
organizations.

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important when government is the
only alternative funding source.

When people support philanthropic
causes themselves, government has
less reason to do so, reducing the risk
of crowd-out.

Moreover, a vibrant philanthropic
culture can strengthen norms and
behaviors that tend to promote a
healthier associational life, such as
volunteering and cooperating.

In some respects, philanthropy
appears to be doing relatively well.
Charitable giving has risen over time,
reaching $428 billion in 2018, and the
variety of missionsit supports reflects
the pluralism still present in civil
society.

Spurring Local Innovation

Though federal policymakers may
not be qualified to design programs,
they may be positioned to assist local
efforts addressing social problems. In
too many cases,the challenge is not
to implement a solution, but to find
one.

As part of an effort to encourage
experimentation, the federal
government might consider new
funding mechanisms or tools that
lower the costs of innovation.

Place-based, Tax-advantaged
Investment. Place-based investment
programs seek to revive economically
distressed areas by offering
preferential tax treatment on certain
new investments.

The Tax Cuts and Jobs Act, for
example, created Opportunity Zones,
which use reduced capital gains taxes
to encourage investment in roughly
9,000 low-income Census tracts.
Based on investment totals,
Opportunity Zones constitute the
largest federal community
investment program in the modern
era.

Research on  past  place-based
investment schemes indicates that
such programs have been generally
ineffective in promoting economic
opportunity.

To the extent that Opportunity Zones
and other place- based programs
correct their predecessors’
deficiencies, they might have the
potential to revitalize neighborhoods
and expand opportunity.

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Future programs might consider
incorporating social capital-oriented
metrics into eligibility requirements
or encouraging investments in social
ventures, not merely conventional
development projects.

Social Entrepreneurship.

Policymakers might also encourage
social entrepreneurship by replicating
the funding models of successful
philanthropies.

Private philanthropists and institutional
investors have adopted alternatives to
the traditional grant-making process in
recent years.

One approach, “venture philanthropy,”
builds on a more results-oriented
philosophy, seeking greater upfront
research and partnership.

Compared to conventional philanthropy,
the funding commitments are larger
and longer-term, more oriented toward
organizational growth and capacity, and
conditional on intermediate results.

Theinvestor takes a more active role in
managing the organization and
activities it funds. For example, LIFT
Philanthropy Partners in Vancouver,
Canada, invested in KidSport Canada to
expand its efforts to help poor children
pay for registration fees and equipment
for organized sports.

Another example is the Obama-era
Social Innovation Fund, which gave
money not directly to social-service
organizations, but to venture
philanthropy funds with established
track records, according to specific
performance criteria.

It also included a private matching-
funds requirement, to ensure that it
was supporting what were truly public-
private partnerships.

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Another model, known as “impact
investing,” supports start-up ventures
that include a focus on social impact,

often through a “microfinance”
approach that targets smaller
entrepreneurs  lacking access to

conventional credit channels.

Benefit Chicago, for example, is a
program that combines funds from the
MacArthur Foundation, the Chicago
Community Trust, and individuals and
institutions investing through Calvert
Impact Capital to seed a variety of
commercial  enterprises  addressing
unmet needs and social problems in the

city.

Social Impact Bonds.

Social impact bonds (SIBs) are a pay-
for-success investment tool that
replicates equity investment in the
non-profit sector. Private investors
provide funds to a government
agency or non-profit organization to
fund a capital-intensive project
addressing a social problem.

They receive returnsonly if targeted
outcomes are achieved, in which
case the public agency passeson part
of the savings realized by the
intervention.

An example of such a SIB is the
Utah High Quality Preschool
Program, an intervention that has
successfully reduced the need for
special education among an initial
group of low-income preschoolers.

Policymakers could seek to replace
conventional  grant-writing  with
similar public-private funding
options that reward success and
innovation in the delivery of social
services.

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Information sharing.

States, localities, and private actors
should have access to public
information about the success of
programs and policies that receive
publicfunding.

Policymakers might consider the
creation of a new clearinghouse or
the expansion of an existing one,
such as the Institute of Education
Sciences’ What Works
Clearinghouse, which compiles and
summarizes scientific research on
education and human services
programs, practices, and policies.

Evaluating Success.

Private organizations made eligible to
administer programs should also be
regularly evaluated for success
through rigorous data-collection and
empirical return-on-investment
requirements.

The incorporation of randomized
controlled trials and other forms of
“evidence-based policymaking”
could help policymakers determine
which organizations and practices
deserve continued support and which
do not. Policymakers, however, must
be careful not to use such studies
merely as post facto support of
predetermined policy conclusions.

Empowering Local Decision-

Making

Alongside increased experimentation,
federal policymakers can strengthen
civil society and local initiatives by
maximizing the flexibility of
existing programs. Restoring greater
autonomy to state and local
governments, private organizations,
and citizens ought to be a principal

to subsidiarity.

In an effort to strike the appropriate
balance between self-government,
local accountability, and oversight,
federal policymakers could consider
a number of reforms to the ways
that programs are currently funded
and administered.

Indirect Funding.

Unlike a funding structure in which
government provides funds directly
to an organization, indirect funding
essentially enables governmentfunds
to flow through an individual
beneficiary. Indirect funding
options include, but are not limited
to, vouchers, certificates, tax
credits, and reimbursements for co-
paid services. Vouchers, in particular,

received considerable attention
during the George W. Bush
administration.

The Access to Recovery voucher
program, for example, was one effort
to expand the range of organizations
available to addicts seeking drug
treatment services.

In addition, educational voucher and
tax credit programs are widely used
across all levels of government. Such
programs would be encouraged
under a model of ‘“educational
pluralism.”

Indirect funding helps facilitate
greater participation from faith-
based organizations in the provision
of public services. Because funding
results from the  “genuinely
independent choice” of individual
beneficiaries, the Supreme Court
has ruled that indirect aid programs
do not violate the Establishment

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Clause, even if the organizations
receiving indirect funding offer
services that include religious
content. In this way, the indirect
approach enables faith-based
organizations to retain the very
features that make them effective in
the first place. A renewed emphasis
on indirect funding as a model for
public policy would expand the role
of civil society in providing social
services.

Rebuilding the Mediating
Institutions

In addition to reforms focusing on
specific dimensions of civil society
that cut across institutions,
policymakers could explore measures
aimed at the particular challenges of

neighborhoods, churches, schools,
and voluntary associations.
Successful measures would stem

from a recognition of the strengths,
weaknesses,and functions of each.

Neighborhoods.

Poor zoning and land-use regulations
can create obstacles to a vibrant
neighborhood.

For example, single-use zoning, in
which areas are designated for only
one purpose, obstructs the diversity
of functions that neighborhoods
naturally develop.

They can reduce aggregate economic
output and economic opportunity by
raising housing costs, trapping low-
skill workers in job deserts.

Land-use regulations also create a
legal barrier to population density,
forcing people to live farther from
their neighbors than they otherwise
would.

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Promoting mixed-use zoning, and
eliminating laws or regulations
obstructing it, could improve cities’
walkability and remove artificial
barriers to neighborhood ties.

Moreover, as the Social Capital
Project noted in a recent report,
zoning reform  could expand
educational opportunity.
Policymakers might also consider
creating tax credits or deductions to
support innovative uses of
neighborhood spaces.

For example, former Senator Dan
Coats and former Congressman John
Kasich have proposed a “Compassion
Credit” for people who open their
homes to help those in need,
including battered women, abused
mothers, the homeless, hospice
patients, and unmarried pregnant
women.

To ensure participants’ safety, those
wishing to open their homes would
need referrals from non-profit
organizations working in the same
space.

At the same time, policymakers
could eliminate  existing tax
programs that create perverse
incentives or harmful unintended
consequences for neighborhoods.

For example, the mortgage interest
deduction, instead of encouraging
homeownership, may simply
encourage people to buy more
expensive homes.

As the average new home size has
increased by roughly 1,000 square
feet from 1982 to 2015, neighbors
have effectively been encouraged to
live farther apart thanthey otherwise
would. Ending the deduction would

Churches and
Organizations.
American churches are
constitutionally protected from state
interference, so the range of reforms
available to  policymakers is
appropriately limited.

Faith-Based

However, some might consider
building upon George W. Bush-era
“charitable choice” policies, which
expanded the eligibility of faith-
based organizations for federal
funding. Agencies could be directed
to identify barriers to faith-based
organizations seeking public
funding, including regulatory
burdens and administrative
capabilities, and potentially
establish an explicit goal of funding
parity between faith-based and
secular organizations that achieve
similar results.

Schools.

While  policy debates  around
education rightly focus on curricula,
funding, and the degree of choice,
policymakers concerned with schools
as mediating institutions ought to
direct their focus to ways of
increasing parental investment and
expanding students’ opportunities
beyond the classroom.

For example, school systems might
prioritize  funding  extracurricular
activities—suchas sports, service, and
arts programs—that are expressly pro
-social and involve parents and
community partners, not merely

School officials might explore
models for publicly funded, school-
based  mentorship  programs—

particularly for at-risk youth—that
recruit local volunteers. As a means
of increasing parental investment
and oversight, policymakers might
also consider ways to reform
committee and board structures,
leveraging existing or nascent
parental networks to have greater
influence in locally controlled
schools.

Voluntary Associations.

Some costs associated with
volunteering can be tax deductible,
such as the cost of traveling to a
volunteering site or the cost of a
uniform to volunteer at a particular
charity.

Some states also offer tax credits or
rebates for volunteers to specific
causes.

States could consider expanding the
range of volunteering causes subject
to such credits in order to support
activities that are considered
primarily in the domain of civil
society, rather thangovernment.

Government regulations were the top
challenge for nonprofits in 2018,
accordingto one survey.

In some cases, laws may be
preventing activities that nonprofits
could otherwise perform. For
example, a 2014 report found that 21
cities had restricted food-sharing with
the homeless.

States or localities could create
taskforces to identify laws or
regulations obstructing activity in the
nonprofit sector, akin to the Texas
Sunset Advisory Commission, but

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with a more specific focus. Such
efforts, however, must be careful not
to enable fraudulent organizations or
remove necessary guardrails against
nonprofits’ activities.

Philanthropy.

The federal tax code’s charitable
deduction allows itemizersto deduct
the value of charitable contributions
to qualifying tax-exempt
organizations.

The deduction, however, applies only
to itemizers—as opposed to those
who take the standard deduction—
making it effectively unavailable to
most taxpayers, especially lower-
income taxpayers. As the Project has
written in a previous report, reforms
to make the deduction universally
applicable would ensure that all
taxpayers’ donations are protected
from taxation and reduce therisk of
government crowding out
philanthropy.

CONCLUSION: RESTORING THE BHCHOBOK: BI/IHOBJIEHHA

SPACE BETWEEN

Renewing the American tradition of
civil society will require a change in
both disposition and focus.

Policymakers must approach the task
with a sense of epistemic humility,
recognizing the Ilimits of our
knowledge and the particularity of
each case—namely the place, scale,
purpose, and ability of our mediating
institutions. What succeeds in one
setting may fail in another.

Policymakers must therefore study
the unique challenges and
opportunities of particular
institutions. They must beware the
“pretence of knowledge” by which
one presumes to know more about a
given institution than its own
members. And they must recognize
that no amount of policy
experimentation can replace citizens
dedicated to their own communities.

As a matter of focus, renewing civil
society will also require an expanded
notion of what opportunity means.
As the Project has argued
elsewhere, opportunity encompasses
more than upward mobility.

It also involves the full person’s
participation in community and the
many relationships that make such
participation possible.

Too narrow an understanding of
opportunity has too often led to
policies that, whatever the
intentions, have rendered our
mediating institutions impotent or
redundant.

To rebuild civil society,
policymakers must recognize a
fuller meaning of opportunity, one
that includes the ability to form and
maintain the relationships and

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communities constituting the
American Dream. It is this
opportunity rightly understood, to
modify a Tocquevillian phrase, that
policymakers must seek to expand.

With the right approach and
principles, perhaps we will achieve a
widespread recommitment to our
mediating institutions and a
restoration of the space between
individuals and the institutions of
mass society. It is that space that has
defined and enriched the American
experiment in self-government.

But Americanscannot simply wait for
a new, doubtless very different,
Benjamin Franklin, to renew our
tradition of civil society for us. It is
rather for us to be dedicated to the
work that he and his peers advanced:
the flourishing of our associational life
and theinstitutions that secure it.

American associations acted in lieu of
government and private industry; they
provided a place for the exercise of
freedom, secure against external
intrusion and individuals’ atomizing
tendencies and dedicated to the
proposition that a whole could be
greater than the sum of its parts.
Above all, they instructed citizens in
the art of self-government, instilling
the democratic habits necessary to
maintain the American republic. In
sum, associations provided the space
between government and markets in

which Americans, and the
communities they formed, could
flourish.

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Tocqueville, however, saw
associations as not merely useful or
beneficial for democracy, but
essential to it. Association alone was
responsible for the myriad functions
of a democratic society: “[T]he
progress of all the others depends on
theprogress of that one.”

Even in our twenty-first-century
American society, associational life
ought to beat the center of thinking
about our social order and public
policy. As discussed in “The Wealth
of Relations,” the Social Capital
Project is focused on expanding
opportunity by revitalizing families,
communities, and civil society. This
report is an overview paper for one of
the five policy areas identified as a
priority: rebuilding civil society. It
lays out the nature of our diminished
civil society, documents trends in its
decline, and charts a path to its
renewal.

While nonprofits are all around us, there
are common misconceptions about what
nonprofits are and what they do.

Myth: Nonprofits can’t earn a profit

Reality: The term "nonprofit" is a bit of a
misnomer. Nonprofits can make a profit
(and should try to have some level of
positive revenue to build a reserve fund to
ensure sustainability.) The key difference
between nonprofits and for-profits is
that a nonprofit organization cannot
distribute its profits to any private

This prohibition against “private benefit”
is  because tax-exempt  charitable
nonprofits are formed to benefit the
public, not private interests. For more
information, see this IRS guidance. Learn
about what charitable nonprofits need to
do to maintain their tax-exempt status.

Myth: A well-run nonprofit should
have low "overhead" costs

Reality: Operating costs, such as paying
utility bills, rent, salaries, and investing in
office equipment are referred to by a
variety of names, including "overhead,"
"administrative costs," and "indirect
costs."

While the terminology varies, one thing
does not: these costs are essential to
delivering on a nonprofit's mission, and
have no relation to the level of
effectiveness or the outcomes a charitable
nonprofit may deliver.

If you have two organizations that provide
shelter and their roofs are leaking a bit
(over head in the truest sense), with
organization #1 doing cheap patches to
keep their overhead ratio at 33 percent
(but the leaks keep happening) and
organization #2 has an overhead ratio of
38 percent because they replace the roof,
which one is more effective? Or how
about two organizations that just
implemented new donor databases, one
that has overhead of 31 percent and went
with a cheaper, less secure solution, and
the other has overhead of 37 percent
because they went with one that
emphasizes security. Which one do you
want to donate to?

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Myth: Nonprofits don’t have paid staff;
they only use volunteers

Reality: According to the Johns Hopkins
Center for Civil Society Studies and data
from the Bureau of Labor Statistics, in
2016, nonprofits employed 12.3 million
people - that's 10 percent of private
employment in the United States!

Myth: Nonprofits can’t lobby

Reality: Every charitable nonprofit can
and should make its voice heard on issues
that are important to its mission and to the
people or cause the nonprofit serves. As
advocates, nonprofits are sometimes
required to speak up about policies, laws,
and regulations; lobbying by nonprofits is
permitted by law. However, tax-exempt
charitable nonprofit organizations are
NOT permitted to engage in partisan
political activity, such as supporting or
opposing any candidate for public office.

Myth: Nonprofits get most of their
funding from foundations

Reality: Foundation grants represent only
a small part of the total amount of dollars
contributed each year to the charitable
nonprofit community. Private
philanthropy, = which includes both
donations and bequests from individuals
and grants from private and corporate
foundations, represents only 14% of the
total annual revenue to the charitable
nonprofit community, and of that, the
majority is from contributions from
individuals.

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Myth: Charitable giving incentives only
benefit wealthy individuals and elite
institutions

Reality: All charitable nonprofits benefit
from public support and donations, and
most depend on private donations to serve
their communities. While an individual
taxpayer only receives a partial tax benefit
for charitable donations, the community
served by the charitable nonprofit receives
the full value of every dollar. Any cap
on giving incentives negatively affect the
community. For more information see our
resources on charitable giving incentives.

Myth: Most nonprofits are large and
have many resources

Reality: In fact, most nonprofits are small
in both budget size and numbers of
employees. While large, well known
nonprofits, such as the Red Cross, have
high visibility, those nonprofits are
actually not representative of the
charitable nonprofit community as a
whole. 92 percent of all reporting public
charities had annual revenue of under one
million dollars.

O: How do vou start a nonprofit 3anuTanusi: $K CTBOPUTH HEeKOMepUiWHY
corporation? oprasizamnii?

A: The National Council of
Nonprofits does not offer
technical assistance in starting up
nonprofit ~ organizations.  It's
important to understand the legal
requirements in the state where
the nonprofit will operate before
you begin. Please read
our guidance on starting a
nonprofit _organization. Before
you begin the process, research
your cause to see if there are
nonprofits already established in
your area with the same or a
similar mission. If so, you might
consider collaborating through
a fiscal sponsorship arrangement
instead of establishing a new
organization. It’s also a good idea
to contact the state association of
nonprofits in your state for state-
specific guidance. We also
encourage you to subscribe to
NCN's free newsletters.

O: Where can I find a list of all the

nonprofits in the US?

A: The IRS publishes a
searchable master list of all
nonprofits recognized as tax-
exempt by the IRS that can be
searched by state. Additionally,
Pro Publica offers a database that
can be used to search over 1.8
million tax returns from tax-
exempt organizations. These
databases are of raw IRS data
that show financial details, such
as executive compensation and
revenue/expenses.

A: Nonprofit corporations may
be "registered" in the state where
they were originally
incorporated, and with the IRS, if
they are, or were at one time, tax-
exempt. So, to learn whether a
nonprofit is in "good standing" as
a nonprofit corporation in its
state of incorporation, you'll need
to check with the applicable state
agency. To learn whether the
nonprofit is '"registered" for
fundraising solicitation purposes
in the state where it operates or
other states, you'll have to check
with the applicable state agency
that regulates fundraising. To
learn whether any particular
nonprofit organization is
registered as a tax-exempt
nonprofit, use EO  Select
Check. You can also look up
nonprofits by name from these
websites: GuideStar or Citizen
Audit.

O: What is a public charity?

A: Public charities are those tax-
exempt nonprofits recognized
under IRS Code section 501(c)(3)
that receive funding from the
public at large (as opposed to
private foundations that receive
their funding from a limited
number of sources, typically from
interest earned on the corpus of
an endowment). Financial
support for public charities can
come in the form of donations
from individuals as well as
earned income, and from
contracts/grants from the

“nonprofit” and an “NGO”?

A: The term "non-governmental
organization" was first coined in
the Charter of the United Nations
in 1945. “NGO” is most often
used to refer to a charitable
nonprofit that is operating outside
the US. An NGO can be any kind
of organization, provided that it
is independent from government
influence and is not organized for
personal profit. In contrast, the
term “nonprofit” is the term used
in the US to refer to
organizations that are structured
as nonprofit corporations,
whether or not they are also
designated as tax-exempt by the
IRS. Read more about the origin
of the term NGO.

QUESTIONS ABOUT DONATIONS

0O: What are the requirements for
acknowledging charitable
contributions?

A: It’s good practice to thank
your donors for any size gift, but
surprisingly, a formal,
written gift acknowledgement is
only required by law for
contributions over $250 and quid
pro quo contributions. The IRS
rules are explained in IRS
Publication 1771. Donors,
however, expect a receipt for
donations of any size so they can
claim a tax deduction for
charitable contributions. We have
posted a resource page that
explains the rules that apply
to acknowledging donations.

Better yet, go see the
organization in action. A review
of financial information alone
will not tell you the impact that
the organization is having in the
community. Volunteering for the
organization is a wonderful way
to determine if the nonprofit is
one you want to support.

O: How do I ensure my donation is
spent on the nonprofit’s mission, not

overhead?

A: Understandably donors want
to support a nonprofit’s mission,
but many don’t understand that
incurring administrative costs is
not bad — instead, those costs are
essential for mission
advancement. Nonetheless, when
you make a donation to a
nonprofit, you can signal intent
for that donation to be spent in a
particular way. However,
the most useful donation is often
an unrestricted donation. This
will allow the nonprofit to
allocate your donation to the area
of greatest need. Sometimes
applying that donation to an
overhead expense (such as a new
roof or new computers) can make
program delivery more efficient.
Don't hesitate to reach out to a
nonprofit before making a
donation to ask how you can
direct your donation to make the
most impact.

Donors may want to ask the
nonprofit whether it has a "gift
acceptance" or "gift agreement"
policy or template donor letter it
would like the donor to use - if
not, any written letter expressing
the donor’s intent will do.
However, it is always prudent for
donors to discuss their intent for
restricting a gift with the
nonprofit first, just to make sure
the nonprofit is able to honor the
donor’s intent.

The IRS generally takes
a few months to respond. You
should include the EIN number
and name of the organization
exactly as originally filed.
Explain that you are writing to
request a copy of the
organization’s Determination
Letter.  Assuming that the
organization 1is indeed tax-
exempt and has filed annual
reports with the IRS (Form 990)
you should be able to pull all the
information needed for the letter
from copy of the IRS Form 990
posted on Citizen
Audit or  Guidestar. We
recommend that if your nonprofit
has a website, it post a copy of
the IRS Determination Letter on
its website as a demonstration of
the nonprofit's commitment to
transparency.

determination of tax-exemption
from the IRS. So that
contributions can be deductible to
donors, some nonprofits that are
not-yet tax exempt (and some
that are) seek a fiscal sponsor.
Fiscal sponsorship is ideal for
projects or organizations that
have begun the filing process to
become a 501(c)(3) charitable
nonprofit organization but have
yet to receive official exempt
status from the IRS. Establishing
a fiscal sponsorship allows those
not-yet-exempt organizations to
accept tax deductible donations
and begin to raise funds through
their fiscal sponsor

While philanthropists in the US and
Europe that fund policy and advocacy
are being subjected to growing criticism
and in some cases vilification abroad,
philanthropists in India and China are
comparatively less scrutinized.

However, foundations in both countries
have global ambitions, and there might
be shifts in public perceptions as cross-
border giving increases. Anecdotal
evidence suggests that many of these
new foundations are adopting a US-
style focus on effectiveness; such an
approach may eventually bring them into

The Hudson Institute
documented significant
private philanthropy from  non-
Development  Assistance Committee
(DAC) member countries to developing
countries. Institutional and individual
philanthropists in Brazil gave $34
million to developing countries in 2014.
In India, the figure was $249 million, in
Indonesia $129 million, and in Turkey
$267 million. Taken together, in places
where giving has traditionally been more
local, these findings suggest that private
givers of all kinds are beginning to have
wider horizons.

Finally, the burgeoning middle class in the
global south has the potential to be a
major new driver of philanthropy.
Research by the Charities Aid
Foundation shows that if this emerging
group gave at the same levels as their
counterparts in the UK, it would result in
$345 billion in donations per year.

However, 2019 reports from the
Charities Aid Foundation and Stanford
Digital Society ILab, respectively,

indicate an overall decline in giving
globally and within the US.

One explanation is that people are
responding to political wvolatility and
polarization by shifting their time and
giving to political activities rather than
philanthropic activities.

While wealth is still predominantly
controlled by men, the number of high
net worth philanthropists who are
women is increasing.

According to The Economist, between
2010 and 2015, private wealth held by
women increased by 50% in merely five

years and anecdotal evidence indicates
they are more likely to give than men.

Trends to look out for will be an
increase in collaborative giving, increased
giving to issues affecting women and
girls, and a preference for social impact
investment rather than grants.

Furthermore, threats to sexual and
reproductive rights from governments,
and greater awareness of violence and
through the

emergence of the now global #Me- Too

harassment of women
and Time’s Up movements, have led to
increased funding from women across
the board. Although individual giving
has largely been mobilized in the US
funding to compensate for US cuts to
sexual and  reproductive  rights
programming, globally it has been led
by European governments and private

While the former
share a commitment to promoting

philanthropists — led by Zuckerberg
and Musk — are more likely to adopt
approaches which reflect a belief that
how they made their money contains the

seeds of solutions to social problems.

Hence the link between private equity

and venture philanthropy, the
enthusiasm of tech billionaires for
philanthropic  approaches such as
Effective Altruism (a philosophy and
social movement that uses evidence and
reasoning to determine the most
effective ways to benefit others) and the
preference  of  crypto-donors  for
libertarian or technological approaches

to solving social problems.

Implications of this trend include: (1)

When looked at holistically, these
trends indicate that while much greater
flows of private funding will be available
to tackle global challenges, little of this
is likely to be directed to traditional
organizations and civil society groups
that engage in policy, advocacy, or
rights-based approaches to development
or whose goals, such as strengthening
values, shifting norms, are difficult to

measure.

Climate And Investment

Climate change is one of the global
challenges where business approaches
of

environmentally responsible investment

in the form socially, and
and impact investing could help direct
much-needed funding away from the
fossil fuels industry and into renewable

energy.

Socially Responsible Investment

Impact Investor Survey from the Global
Impact Investing Network found that
75% of respondents said they were
seeking to address climate change
through their investments, and many had
launched dedicated vehicles within the
past couple of years.

However, while the trend might be
significant within philanthropic circles,
it is unlikely to address the massive scale
of investment required in renewable
energies to meet international goals to
cut carbon emissions.

Style Over Substance?

Two other business approaches to
philanthropy that are gaining traction
are venture philanthropy and the rise of
social enterprises. However, evidence

of their impact is mixed.

Venture Philanthropy

Venture philanthropy is a type of impact
investment that takes concepts and
techniques from venture capital finance
and business management and applies

them to achieving philanthropic goals.

Social Enterprises

Social enterprises are organizations that
have both business and social goals.

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Corporate Giving

Corporate giving is also on track to
increase and even dominate in certain
contexts, such as Russia and Brazil.

However, in most cases, corporate
giving is likely to limit its support to
local causes or well-established national
with

in more

charities to avoid conflict

governments, particularly

restrictive con- texts.

One exception to this is the growth of B
Corps. Certified B Corps are a new
kind of business that balance purpose
and profit.

They are legally required to consider the
impact of their decisions on their
workers, customers, suppliers,
community, and the environment and
are also engaged in giving through
matched funding and community events.
The B Corps website notes that almost
3,000 companies have signed up across
64 countries and 150 sectors, including
leading multinationals, Unilever and

Danone.

However, it is becoming harder for
philanthropists to separate their giving
from how they made their money. The
scandal linking the members of the
Sackler family foundations to their
alleged profiting from the opioid crisis
in the US through their ownership of
Purdue Pharma is a recent example of
this.

Overall, corporate foundations engaged
in giving are likely to face greater
scrutiny as media and public interest

Foundations

Shifting power within foundations will
require greater accountability not only to
direct beneficiaries but to communities
more widely.

The first step towards  greater
transparency is the trend towards open
data. Organizations like 360Giving in
the UK and Glass Pockets in the US are
already making great strides in opening

up data on philanthropy.

The question of who should decide
where philanthropic funds are directed
goes to the heart of a fundamental
tension in philanthropy: is it primarily
about the act of giving and donor

Human rights funders are increasingly
developing models of participatory
grantmaking, in which the beneficiaries
of philanthropy are given a genuine say

over how re- sources are used.

Since 2015, CIVICUS and the Global
Fund for Community Foundations have
led the Shift the Power campaign calling

for government and private funders to
reduce funding to INGOs and redirect
funds to local civil society in the global
south.

Another way for donors to shift power
would be by supporting movements.

The question of how foundations and
governments can support movements
has been a perennial conversation.

Translating that interest into action has
been challenging, given the mismatch
between the modalities of funding and
the fluidity and informality of many
movements.

The partnership between the Black
Lives Matter movement and the Ford
Foundation, the collaboration of several
private foundations, including Ford and
Novo, with the #MeToo movement, and
the surge of interest from philanthropists
in climate activism may indicate the
beginning of a trend.

Another modest but growing trend is
the rise of local philanthropy. Much of

Their impact is an issue, with the

majority having fewer than five
employees.

However, supporters of community

and trust. They could also serve as a
possible antidote to the growth of the

approaches to giving.

Direct Giving

Technology and digital platforms will
continue to transform the ability of
individuals to raise and direct funds to
chosen projects and causes globally.

In the short term, we expect to see the
rise of social fundraising platforms such
as Just Giving, which has raised more

extension of data-driven philanthropy,
while new encryption technologies will
also transform how we give.

Even champions of artificial
intelligence for social good have raised
concerns that an increasing number of
platforms and conversational interfaces,
for example, Alexa and Cortana, might
design algorithms that direct users to a
limited selection of charities and issues
rather than a broad diversity of causes

and groups.

Concerns have also been raised about
the proposed evolution of algorithms
that aim to rationally allocate re-

sources according to need and
effectiveness in the absence of an agreed

set of goals for these “philgorithms.”

Concerning how we give, philanthropic
experts believe that digital currencies
could fundamentally change the way
philanthropy works in the future.

With the proliferation of Bitcoin and
other forms of cryptocurrencies this
decade, a growing number of charities
are beginning to receive donations via
these transaction vehicles. In the short
term, blockchain will diversify the
sources of funding available to civil
society and offers a secure and
transparent way for humanitarian and
development funders to transfer funds to
conflict-affected contexts. In the long
term, the development of quantum

existential risk to the future of this form
of giving, and to those philanthropic
organizations or charities that become
dependent on cryptocurrencies.

THE RISE OF REGRESSIVE
PHILANTHROPY

While philanthropic and public support
for causes and organizations whose
work op- poses progressive issues is not
new; civil society experts have noted a
significant growth of conservative, and
in some case regressive, civil society
actors over the last decade.

Less well documented is how these
organizations and movements are
funded outside of the US, and how
regressive philanthropy will undermine
the goals of progressive philanthropy.

CONCLUSION
Changes in technology, the
demographics, and  priorities  of

philanthropy over the coming decades
will have far-reaching implications for
civil society organizations.

Technology is set to transform how the
public gives, and all civic actors will
need to operate effectively in a digital
world. It is also not a given that the next
generation of philanthropists  will
recognize the value of civic freedoms

and civil society rooted in plural- ism.

WHAT IS FARA? Q&A

FARA is an acronym for the Foreign
Agents Registration Act of 1938, as
amended, 22 U.S.C. § 611 et seq. (“FARA”
or “the Act”). FARA requires the
registration of, and disclosures by, an
“agent of a foreign principal” who, either
directly or through another person, within
the United States (1) engages in “political
activities” on behalf of a foreign principal;
(2) acts as a foreign principal’s public

relations counsel, publicity
agent, information-service
employee, or political consultant; (3)

solicits, collects, disburses, or dispenses
contributions, loans, money, or other things

principal. There are some exemptions to
FARA’s  registration and  labeling

requirements for specified categories of
agents and activities.

What is the purpose of FARA?

FARA is an important tool to identify
foreign influence in the United States and
address threats to national security. The
central purpose of FARA is to promote
transparency with respect to foreign
influence within the United States by
ensuring that the United States government
and the public know the source of certain
information from foreign agents intended
to influence American public opinion,

policy, and laws, thereby facilitating
informed evaluation of that
information. FARA fosters transparency

by requiring that persons who engage in
specified activities within the United States
on behalf of a foreign principal register
with and disclose those activities to the
Department of Justice. The Department of
Justice is required to make such
information publicly available.

The FARA Unit is part of the National
Security Division of the Department of
Justice, and is responsible for administering
and enforcing FARA. The FARA Unit
provides support, guidance, and assistance
to registrants and potential registrants and
processes  registration  filings  and
informational materials to make those
materials available to the public.

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FARA Unit also identifies FARA
violations, reviews filings for deficiencies,
and inspects registrants’ books and
records. The FARA Unit makes
registration information and disclosures
available to the public to inform the public
about the activities of foreign agents within
the United States.

What are the penalties for violating
FARA?

The penalty for a willful violation of
FARA is imprisonment for not more than
five years, a fine of up to $250,000, or
both. Certain violations are considered
misdemeanors, with  penalties of
imprisonment of not more than six months,
a fine of not more than $5,000, or
both. There are also civil enforcement
provisions that empower the Attorney
General to seek an injunction requiring
registration under FARA (for applicable
activities) or correcting a deficient
registration statement.

DEFINITIONS

What is an “agent of a foreign
principal”?

An “agent of a foreign principal” is any
person who acts as an agent, representative,
employee, or servant, or otherwise acts at
the order, request, or under the direction or
control of a “foreign principal” and does
any of the following:

What is a “foreign principal”?

A “foreign principal” can be a foreign
government, a foreign political party, any
person outside the United States (except
U.S. citizens who are domiciled within the
United States), and any entity organized
under the laws of a foreign country or
having its principal place of business in a
foreign country. It can also include a
foreign faction or body of insurgents whose
legitimacy the United States government
has yet to recognize.

A request for an Advisory Opinion must be
made in writing to the FARA Unit. The
subject of the request must be an actual
event, not a hypothetical situation, and may
not involve only past conduct. Any request
must be specific and contain in detail all
relevant and material  information,
including the names of the potential agents
and principals, the nature of their activities,
and a copy of any existing or proposed
contract. Advisory Opinion requests may
only be submitted by an actual party to the
proposed activities, or the party’s attorney;
a fee of $96.00 is required. If the requester
is an individual, the request must be signed
by the prospective or current agent. If the
requester is not an individual, the request
must be signed on behalf of each
requesting party by an officer, a director, a
person performing the functions of an
officer or a director of, or an attorney for,
the requesting party.

Each person signing the request must
certify that it contains a true, correct and
complete disclosure with respect to the
proposed conduct.

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What is the diplomatic exemption?

A party may qualify for the diplomatic
exemption if the party is a duly accredited
diplomatic or consular officer of a foreign
government that is recognized by the U.S.
Department of State, while the officer is
engaged exclusively in activities that are
recognized by the U.S. Department of State
as being within the scope of the functions
of such officer.

What is the commercial exemption?

The “commercial” exemption addresses
activities undertaken on behalf of foreign
principals that are private and nonpolitical
activities in furtherance of the bona fide
trade or commerce of such foreign
principal or not serving predominantly a
foreign interest. Such activities on behalf
of a state-owned enterprise may qualify for
this  exemption. However,  the
exemption will not apply if such activities
are directed by a foreign government or
political party, or they directly promote the
public or political interests of the foreign
government or political party.

What is the religious, scholastic,
academic, scientific or fine arts

exemption?

The exemption for activities in furtherance
of “bona fide religious, scholastic,
academic, or scientific pursuits, or of the
fine arts” is not available where the person
or entity engages in political activities for
or in the interests of his foreign
principal.

The
exemption does not apply where a foreign
government or a foreign political party is
the principal beneficiary of the activities.

REGISTRATION

When is registration due?

FARA mandates that you must register
before acting as an agent of a foreign
principal. Under Section 612(a) of FARA,
parties must file a registration statement
within 10 days of having agreed to act as
an agent of a foreign principal. A party
may not begin to act as an agent of a
foreign principal before registering. See 22
U.S.C. § 612(a).

A registration statement will not be deemed
to have been filed unless it is accompanied
by the applicable fee.

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How do I terminate a registration?

If a registered agent wants to terminate a
registration, the agent must file with the
FARA Unit, within 30 days after the end of
the agency relationship, a final statement
on the supplemental statement form for the
final period of the agency relationship. The
registrant should submit the statement
through the FARA eFile portal located on
the FARA
website,  https://www.fara.gov. The
registration will be terminated when the
agent has fully discharged its obligations
under FARA.

It is the responsibility of the registrant to
notify the FARA Unit when it wants to
terminate its registration. Failure to do so
could result in the registration becoming
delinquent.

The
Department of Justice must still review the
filing to ensure that it is not
deficient. Filing will also not preclude
prosecution for an earlier willful failure to
file or for a false statement or omission of a
material fact.

Inspections are a
tool used by the FARA Unit to assist in
determining compliance under
FARA. Officials of the National Security
Division and the Federal Bureau of
Investigation may inspect the books and
records of registered agents.

A registrant must also keep and preserve
copies of all records related to its FARA
registration for three (3) years following
termination of registration, in accordance
with 22 U.S.C. § 615.

INFORMATIONAL MATERIALS

What are informational materials?

Informational materials are items, in both
physical and electronic form, that an agent
disseminates in interstate commerce on
behalf of the foreign
principal.  Informational materials must
contain the sort of labeling that Section
614(b) of FARA requires. The appropriate
labeling is known as the “conspicuous
statement.”

Section 614(a) of FARA requires agents to
file all informational materials with the
FARA Unit regardless of means of
dissemination.

Informational materials in the form of
television, film, video, or web-based
broadcasts, shall be filed on a DVD and
delivered to the FARA Unit on a monthly
basis.

Unless specifically directed to do so by the
Assistant Attorney General, a registrant is
not required to file a copy of a motion
picture, so long as he files monthly reports
on its dissemination. In each case the
registrant shall submit to the FARA Unit
evidence showing the required label or
submit an affidavit certifying that the
required label has been made a part of the
film.

Upon registration,
the foreign source and the agent may
continue producing, broadcasting and
otherwise disseminating the content of their
choosing, provided that the material
disseminated, including any broadcast, is
accompanied by a requisite disclosure
statement.
