Most Americans have more frequent contact
with their State and local governments than
with the Federal Government. Police
departments, libraries, and schools—not to
mention driver’s licenses and parking
tickets—usually fall under the oversight of
State and local governments.

Each state has its own written constitution,
and these documents are often far more
elaborate than their Federal counterpart. The
Alabama Constitution, for example, contains
310,296 words—more than 40 times as
many as the U.S. Constitution.

All State governments are modeled after the
Federal Government and consist of three
branches: executive, legislative, and judicial.
The U.S. Constitution mandates that all
States uphold a “republican form” of
government, although the three-branch
structure is not required.

Executive Branch

In every state, the Executive Branch is
headed by a governor who is directly elected
by the people.

In most states, other leaders in the executive
branch are also directly elected, including
the lieutenant governor, the attorney general,
the secretary of state, and auditors and
commissioners.

States reserve the right to organize in any
way, so they often vary greatly with regard
to executive structure.

Legislative Branch

All 50 States have legislatures made up of
elected representatives, who consider
matters brought forth by the governor or
introduced by its members to create
legislation that becomes law.

The legislature also approves a State’s
budget and initiates tax legislation and
articles of impeachment.

The latter is part of a system of checks and
balances among the three branches of
government that mirrors the Federal system
and prevents any branch from abusing its
power.

Except for one State, Nebraska, all States
have a bicameral legislature made up of two
chambers: a smaller upper house and a
larger lower house.

Together the two chambers make State laws
and fulfill other governing responsibilities.
(Nebraska is the lone state that has just one
chamber in its legislature.)
The smaller upper chamber is always called
the Senate, and its members generally serve
longer terms, wusually four years.
The larger lower chamber is most often
called the House of Representatives, but
some states call it the Assembly or the
House of Delegates. Its members usually
serve shorter terms, often two years.

Judicial Branch

State judicial branches are usually led by the
State supreme court, which hears appeals
from lower-level State courts. Court
structures and judicial
appointments/elections are determined either
by legislation or the State constitution. The
supreme court focuses on correcting errors
made in lower courts and therefore holds no
trials. Rulings made in State supreme courts
are normally binding; however, when
questions are raised regarding consistency
with the U.S. Constitution, matters may be
appealed directly to the United States
Supreme Court.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT

Local governments generally include two
tiers: counties, also known as boroughs in
Alaska and parishes in Louisiana, and
municipalities, or cities/towns.
In some States, counties are divided into
townships.

Municipalities can be structured in many
ways, as defined by State constitutions, and
are called, variously, townships, villages,
boroughs, cities, or towns. Various kinds of
districts also provide functions in local
government outside county or municipal
boundaries, such as school districts or fire
protection districts

Municipal governments—those defined as
cities, towns, boroughs (except in Alaska),
villages, and townships—are generally
organized around a population center and in
most cases correspond to the geographical
designations used by the United States
Census Bureau for reporting of housing and

Municipalities vary greatly in size, from the
millions of residents of New York City and
Los Angeles to the few hundred people who
live in Jenkins, Minnesota.
Municipalities generally take responsibility
for parks and recreation services, police and
fire  departments, housing  services,
emergency medical services, municipal
courts, transportation services (including
public transportation), and public works
(streets, sewers, snow removal, signage, and
so forth).

Whereas the Federal Government and State
governments share power in countless ways,
a local government must be granted power
by the State. In general, mayors, city
councils, and other governing bodies are
directly elected by the people.

The federal entity created by the
Constitution is the dominant feature of the
American governmental system. But the
system itself is in reality a mosaic,

building blocks that together make up the
whole. There are 50 state governments plus
the government of the District of Columbia,
and further down the ladder are still smaller
units that govern counties, cities, towns, and
villages.

This multiplicity of governmental units is
best understood in terms of the evolution
of the United States.

The federal system, it has been seen, was the
last step in an evolutionary process. Prior to
the Constitution, there were the governments
of the separate colonies (later states) and,
prior to those, the governments of counties
and smaller units.

One of the first tasks accomplished by the
early English settlers was the creation of
governmental units for the tiny settlements
they established along the Atlantic coast.
Even before the Pilgrims disembarked from
their ship in 1620, they formulated the
Mayflower Compact, the first written
American constitution. And as the new
nation pushed westward, each frontier
outpost created its own government to
manage its affairs.

The drafters of the U.S. Constitution left this
multilayered governmental system
untouched. While they made the national
structure supreme, they wisely recognized
the need for a series of governments more
directly in contact with the people and more
keenly attuned to their needs. Thus, certain
functions — such as defense, currency
regulation, and foreign relations — could
only be managed by a strong centralized
government. But others — such as
sanitation, education, and local
transportation — could be better served by
local jurisdictions.

STATE GOVERNMENT

Before their independence, colonies were
governed separately by the British Crown.
In the early years of the republic, prior to the
adoption of the Constitution, each state was
virtually an autonomous unit. The delegates
to the Constitutional Convention sought a
stronger, more viable federal union, but they
were also intent on safeguarding the rights
of the states.

In general, matters that lie entirely within
state borders are the exclusive concern of
state governments.

These include internal communications;
regulations relating to property, industry,
business, and public utilities; the state
criminal code; and working conditions
within the state. Within this context, the
federal government requires that state
governments must be democratic in form
and that they adopt no laws that contradict
or violate the federal Constitution or the
laws and treaties of the United States.

There are, of course, many areas of overlap
between state and federal jurisdictions.
Particularly in recent years, the federal
government has assumed ever broadening
responsibility in such matters as health,
education, welfare, transportation, and
housing and urban development.

But where the federal government exercises
such responsibility in the states, programs
are usually adopted on the basis of
cooperation between the two levels of
government, rather than as an imposition
from above.

Like the national government, state
governments have three branches: executive,
legislative, and judicial; these are roughly
equivalent in function and scope to their

The chief executive of a state is the
governor, elected by popular vote, typically
for a four-year term (although in a few states
the term is two years).
Except for Nebraska, which has a single
legislative body, all states have a bicameral
legislature, with the upper house usually
called the Senate and the lower house called
the House of Representatives, the House of
Delegates, or the General Assembly.
In most states, senators serve four-year
terms, and members of the lower house
serve two-year terms.

The constitutions of the various states differ
in some details but generally follow a
pattern similar to that of the federal
Constitution, including a statement of the
rights of the people and a plan for
organizing the government. On such matters
as the operation of businesses, banks, public
utilities, and charitable institutions, state
constitutions are often more detailed and
explicit than the federal one. Each state
constitution, however, provides that the final
authority belongs to the people, and sets
certain standards and principles as the
foundation of government

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CITY GOVERNMENT

Once predominantly rural, the United States
is today a highly urbanized country, and
about 80 percent of its citizens now live in
towns, large cities, or suburbs of cities.

This statistic makes city governments
critically important in the overall pattern of
American government.

To a greater extent than on the federal or
state level, the city directly serves the needs
of the people, providing everything from
police and fire protection to sanitary codes,
health  regulations, education, public
transportation, and housing.
The business of running America's major
cities is enormously complex. In terms of
population alone, New York City is larger
than 41 of the 50 states. It is often said that,
next to the presidency, the most difficult
executive position in the country is that of
mayor of New York.

City governments are chartered by states,
and their charters detail the objectives and
powers of the municipal government. But in
many respects the cities function
independently of the states. For most big
cities, however, cooperation with both state
and federal organizations is essential to
meeting the needs of their residents.

Types of city governments vary widely
across the nation. However, almost
all have some kind of central council,
elected by the voters, and an executive
officer, assisted by various department
heads, to manage the city's affairs.

There are three general types of city governm
the city manager.

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Mavor-Council.

This is the oldest form of city government in
the United States and, until the beginning of
the 20th century, was used by nearly all
American cities. Its structure is similar to
that of the state and national governments,
with an elected mayor as chief of the
executive branch and an elected council that
represents the various neighborhoods
forming the legislative branch.

The mayor appoints heads of city
departments and other officials, sometimes
with the approval of the council. He or she
has the power of veto over ordinances — the
laws of the city — and frequently is
responsible for preparing the city's budget.
The council passes city ordinances, sets the
tax rate on property, and apportions money
among the various city departments.

The Commission.

This combines both the legislative and
executive functions in one group of officials,
usually three or more in number, elected
city-wide.

Each commissioner supervises the work of
one or more city departments. One is named
chairperson of the body and is often called
the mayor, although his or her power is
equivalent to that of the other commission

a small, elected council makes the city
ordinances and sets policy, but hires a paid
administrator, also called a city manager, to
carry out its decisions.

The manager draws up the city budget and
supervises most of the departments.

Usually, there is no set term; the manager

serves as long as the council is satisfied with
his or her work.

COUNTY GOVERNMENT

The county is a subdivision of the state,
usually — but not always — containing two
or more townships and several villages. New
York City is so large that it is divided into
five separate boroughs, each a county in its
own right: the Bronx, Manhattan, Brooklyn,
Queens, and Staten Island. On the other
hand, Arlington County, Virginia, just
across the Potomac River from Washington,
D.C., is both an urbanized and suburban
area, governed by a unitary county
administration.

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TOWN AND VILLAGE GOVERNMENT

YPAAN MAJIUX MICT I TOCEJIEHb

Thousands of municipal jurisdictions are too
small to qualify as city governments.
These are chartered as towns and villages
and deal with such strictly local needs as
paving and lighting the streets; ensuring a
water supply; providing police and fire
protection;  establishing local  health
regulations; arranging for garbage, sewage,
and other waste disposal; collecting local
taxes to support governmental operations;
and, in cooperation with the state and
county, directly administering the local
school system.

The government is usually entrusted to an
elected board or council, which may be
known by a variety of names: town or
village council, board of selectmen, board of
supervisors, board of commissioners.
The board may have a chairperson or
president who functions as chief executive
officer, or there may be an elected mayor.
Governmental employees may include a
clerk, treasurer, police and fire officers, and
health and welfare officers.

One unique aspect of local government,
found mostly in the New England region of
the United States, is the "town meeting."
Once a year — sometimes more often if
needed — the registered voters of the town
meet in open session to elect officers, debate
local issues, and pass laws for operating the
government.As a body, they decide on road
construction and repair, construction of
public buildings and facilities, tax rates, and
the town budget. The town meeting, which
has existed for more than two centuries, is
often cited as the purest form of direct
democracy, in which the governmental
power is not delegated, but is exercised
directly and regularly by all the people.

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OTHER LOCAL GOVERNMENTS

The federal, state, and local governments
covered here by no means include the whole
spectrum of American governmental units.
The U.S. Bureau of the Census (part of the
Commerce Department) has identified no
less than 84,955 local governmental units in
the United States, including counties,
municipalities, townships, school districts,
and special districts.

Americans have come to rely on their
governments to perform a wide variety of
tasks which, in the early days of the
republic, people did for themselves. In
colonial days, there were few police officers
or firefighters, even in the large cities;
governments provided neither street lights
nor street cleaners. To a large extent, people
protected their own property and saw to
their families' needs.

Now, meeting these needs is seen as the
responsibility of the whole community,
acting through government. Even in small
towns, the police, fire, welfare, and health
department functions are exercised by
governments. Hence, the bewildering array
of jurisdictions.

All power and authority to set policy rests
with an elected governing body, which
includes a mayor or -chairperson and
members of the council, commission, or
board.

The governing body in turn hires a
nonpartisan manager who has very broad
authority to run the organization.

Born out of the U.S. progressive reform
movement at the turn of the 20th century,
the council-manager system was designed to
combat corruption and unethical activity in
local government by promoting effective
management  within a  transparent,
responsive, and accountable structure. Since
its establishment, the council-manager form
has become the most popular structure of
local government in the United States.

The form is also widely used throughout the

world in countries such as Canada,
Australia, the Netherlands, New Zealand,
and the United Kingdom.

How does council-manager government
work?

The elected council or board represents their
community and develops a long-range
vision for its future. They establish policies
that affect the overall operation of the
community and are responsive to residents’

To ensure that these policies are carried out
and that the entire community is equitably
served, the governing body appoints a
highly trained professional manager on the
basis of his/her education, experience, skills,
and abilities (and not their political
allegiances).

If the manager is not responsive to the
governing body, it has the authority to
terminate the manager at any time.

What is the role of the manager under
council-manager government?

The manager is hired to serve the council
and the community and brings to the local
government the benefits of his/her training
and experience in administering municipal
or county projects and programs.

The manager prepares a budget for the
council’s consideration; recruits, hires,
terminates, and supervises government staff;
serves as the council’s chief adviser; and
carries out the council’s policies.

Council members and residents count on the
manager to provide complete and objective
information about local operations, discuss
the pros and cons of alternatives, and offer
an assessment of  the long-term
consequences of their decisions. Appointed
managers serve at the pleasure of the
governing body.

They can be fired by a majority of the
council, consistent with local laws, or any
employment agreements they may enter into
with the council.

The manager makes policy
recommendations to the council for
consideration and final decision.

The manager is bound by whatever action
the council takes, and control is always in
the hands of the elected representatives of
the people.

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What is the role of the council?

The council is the community’s legislative
and policy-making body. Power is
centralized in the elected council, which, for
example, approves the budget and
determines the tax rate. The council also
focuses on the community’s goals, major
projects, and such long-term considerations

as community  growth, land use
development, capital improvement and
financing, and strategic planning. The

council hires a professional manager to
implement the administrative
responsibilities related to these goals and
supervises the manager’s performance.

What is the role of the mayor or
chairperson?

Mayors or chairpersons in council-manager
communities are key political and policy
leaders, and their specific  duties,
responsibilities, and authorities depend on
the organization’s charter.

In council-manager communities, typically
the mayor or chairperson is a voting member
of the city council who presides at council
meetings,  represents the city in
intergovernmental relationships, appoints
members of citizen advisory boards and
commissions (with the advice and consent of
council), assigns agenda items to
committees, facilitates communication and
understanding  between  elected  and
appointed officials, and assists the council in
setting goals and advocating policy
decisions.

Is it a responsive form of government?

In council-manager government, council
members are the leaders and policy makers
elected to represent various segments of the
community and to concentrate on policy
issues that are responsive to citizens' needs
and wishes. The manager is appointed by the
Mayor and Council to carry out policy and
ensure that the entire community is being
served.

Are all council-manager governments
structured the same way?

While the Winchester Mayor is elected at
large and the Common Council is elected by
ward, some local governments have mayors
who are elected by their colleagues on the
council (appointed).

How much citizen participation is possible
under council-manager government?

The City of Winchester welcomes citizen
participation in the decision-making process.

Examples range from visioning, in which
citizens play a major role in determining the
future of their community to community-
service activities.

Citizens also have the opportunity to present
issues to the Mayor and Council at
committee meetings; talk one-on-one with
council members; or express their concerns
at a Public Hearing or Council Meeting.

In addition, citizens are encouraged to
become members of  boards and
commissions.

How is the city manager selected?

The vacancy usually is announced in the
ICMA Newsletter, and city managers,
assistants, and others who are interested
apply directly to the Mayor and Council.
The Mayor and Council conducts a search
for candidates, often by inviting managers in
other communities to apply if they are
interested. ICMA makes no
recommendations regarding candidates.

The Constitution not only defines the
structure and powers of the federal
government, but also contains general
provisions regarding state government.
Each state, in turn, has its own
constitution which contains provisions for
local governments within the state.

Local governments may include cities,
counties, towns, school districts, and
special-purpose districts, which govern
such matters as local natural resources or
transportation networks.

The federal government is limited to the
powers and responsibilities specifically
granted to it by the U.S. Constitution.

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Some of the powers listed in the
Constitution include regulating commerce
between the states, providing for national
defense, creating money, regulating
immigration and naturalization, and
entering into treaties with foreign
countries. Over time, however, the
Constitution has been interpreted and
amended to adapt to changing
circumstances, and the powers exercised
by the federal government have changed
with it. Working with the states, the
federal government creates certain laws
and programs that are funded federally,
but administered by the states.

Education, social welfare, assisted
housing and nutrition, homeland security,
transportation, and emergency response
are key areas where states deliver
services using federal funds and subject
to federal guidelines. This gives the
federal government the power to
influence the states.

For example, in the 1970s, the federal
government wanted to lower highway
speed limits to reduce energy
consumption. Rather than simply legislate
a lower speed limit, the federal
government threatened to withhold
money for road projects from states that
did not themselves lower the speed limit
in their states. In many cases, the states
must also partially fund the programs to
qualify for federal funds. A local
government is chartered according to its
state’s constitution. Just as the policies
enacted by the state government must not

conflict with federal law, a local
government is subject to the legal
environment created by the state’s

constitution and statutes.

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STATE GOVERNMENTS

As a federal system of government, the
United States has several layers of
government ranging from the federal
government at the national level, to state
and local governments.

Two of these layers—the national and
state—are addressed in the U.S.
Constitution.

The U.S. Constitution gives Congress the
authority to admit new states to the union.
Since the ratification of the Constitution
by the original 13 states, the United
States has grown to encompass 50 states,
varying widely in population and
geographic size. In addition to the 50
states, there is a federal district—the
District of Columbia—which is the
national capital and not part of any state.
The District of Columbia is governed by
the city government, with budgetary
control and administrative oversight by
the U.S. Congress.

State governments are not subunits of the
federal government; each state is
sovereign and does not report in any
constitutional way to the federal
government. The U.S. Constitution and
federal law, however, supersede state
constitutions and state laws in areas
where they are in disagreement.

STRUCTURE OF STATE
GOVERNMENTS

The U.S. Constitution guarantees each
state a republican form of government—
that is, a government run by popularly
elected representatives of the people.
State governments generally mirror the
federal government: In each state there is
an elected head of the executive branch
(the governor), an independent judiciary,
and a popularly elected legislative
branch.

Executive

The executive branch of each state is
responsible for administering the day-
today  operations of  government,
providing services and enforcing the law.
It is led by a governor, elected by
statewide ballot for a two- or four-year
term, depending on the state. Other top
executive officials who may be elected
rather than appointed are the lieutenant
governor, secretary of state, attorney
general, comptroller, and members of
various boards and commissions.
Positions not filled by election are usually
filled by appointment by the governor.

Legislative

All states have a popularly elected
legislature consisting of two chambers,
except Nebraska, which has a single-
chamber legislature. Legislators are
elected from single-member districts and
typically serve a two-year or four-year
term. The names of the chambers vary by
state. In most states the upper chamber is
called the senate, while the lower
chamber may be called the house of
representatives, house of delegates, or
state assembly.

Primary duties of the legislature state’s
budget, confirming appointments to the
executive or judicial branches, and
conducting oversight of executive branch
operations. In many smaller states,
legislators serve part-time and receive
only nominal compensation. They may
meet just a few weeks or months of the
year before returning to their full-time
occupations.

In larger states, legislators serve year-
round and receive the compensation and
benefits of a full-time job.

State court systems have jurisdiction over
matters not covered by federal courts,
including most civil cases between parties
in the same state, criminal cases where
violations involve state or local laws,
family law, and issues relating to the state
constitution.

The highest court in each state is the state
supreme court or court of appeals.
Justices are typically elected to lengthy
terms, but do not serve for life. The high
court usually has only appellate
jurisdiction—reviewing  decisions by
lower courts—and its decisions in turn
may be appealed to the U.S. Supreme
Court.

The structure of lower state courts varies
widely by state. Some states have
separate courts for civil and criminal
matters, and all states have some form of
local municipal or county courts to
handle minor offenses and small claims.

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POWERS AND RESPONSIBILITIES
OF STATE GOVERNMENTS

As sovereign entities within the
framework of the U.S. federal system,
each state has its own constitution,
elected officials, and governmental
organization. States have the power to
make and enforce laws, levy taxes, and
conduct their affairs largely free from
intervention from the federal government
or other states.

State  governments  have  primary
responsibility  for  providing many
important  services that affect the

everyday lives of their residents.

* Setting educational standards and
establishing methods for funding public
education;

* Building and maintaining transportation
networks;

 Establishing state-sponsored colleges
and universities;

* Licensing and regulating businesses and
professions;

* Creating and overseeing non-federal
courts and the criminal justice system;

* Generally providing for the public
safety;

* Issuing marriage licenses and driver’s
licenses;

* Issuing and recording birth and death
certificates;

* Administering publicly funded health,
housing, and nutrition programs for low-
income and disabled residents;

* Managing state parks and other lands
for recreation and environmental
conservation purposes;

* Administering and certifying elections,
including elections for federal officials;

* Commanding the state National Guard,
except when called to national service.

Some of these responsibilities are
delegated to or shared with local
governments in many states. For

example, in most states, marriage licenses
are issued by city or county governments.

The role of state constitutions

In contrast to the U.S. Constitution,
which is  broadly  written, state
constitutions can be very detailed and
specific.

Many state constitutions go on for pages
describing, for example, the rules for
issuing bonds or defining the jurisdiction

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of various state courts. Why so much
detail in state constitutions? One reason is
that they are more readily amended than
the U.S. Constitution. In most states,
approval by a majority of voters in a
statewide election is all that is required.
Another reason is that states, in contrast
to the federal government, are largely free
to exercise any power not prohibited to
them. In order to effectively restrict state
government powers, the restrictions must
be spelled out in the state’s constitution.
Finally, most states are required by their
constitutions to have a balanced budget.
Exceptions, such as borrowing to finance
transportation or other construction
projects, must be provided for in the
constitution.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT

STRUCTURE OF LOCAL
GOVERNMENTS

Each state constitution provides for the
establishment of local governmental
entities. In all states, these local entities
include counties and cities, but most
states also provide for other types of local
government, including wards, school
districts, conservation districts,
townships, and transportation authorities.
These special types of local government
have regulatory, administrative, or taxing
authority as defined in the state
constitution or in state law.

There are over 500,000 elected officials
in the United States. Of these, fewer than
8,500 are at the national and state level.
The rest are local government officials —
city council members, school board
members, mayors, sheriffs, and an array
of other individuals who serve in various
capacities.

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County government

Counties are the basic territorial division
within a state and range in size from
under 100 square kilometers to
over200,000 square kilometers. In 48
states, counties are also the primary
governing entity below the state
government (counties in Connecticut and
Rhode Island do not have governmental
functions).

Major functions of county governments
include recordkeeping (births, deaths,
land transfers, etc.), administration of
elections (including voter registration),
construction and maintenance of local
and rural roads, zoning, building code
enforcement, and law enforcement
(especially in rural areas). Some counties
also share responsibility with the state for
providing social benefits for low-income
residents, monitoring and enforcing
environmental regulations and building
codes, overseeing child welfare, and
performing judicial functions. In some
states, counties are the geographic units
for public school districts, but schools
usually have a separate administrative
structure.

Counties are run by popularly elected
officials. There is typically a board of
supervisors or a county commission
which sets policy and often exercises
executive functions as well. Other elected
county positions may include sheriff,
judge, justice of the peace, medical
examiner, comptroller, assessor, or
prosecutor, among others. In addition to
these elected officials, many counties
have a professional administrator, who is
hired to manage the county government’s
overall operations.

Municipal government

Municipalities are incorporated cities,
towns, or villages within or independent
of a county having their own governing
and taxing authority. They range in size
from small towns with fewer than 100
residents to large metropolises spanning
several counties (such as New York
City).

Municipal government responsibilities
include public safety, maintenance of city
streets, parks and recreation, wastewater
treatment, trash removal, zoning and
building code enforcement, fire and
rescue services, animal control, public
transportation, and other essential
services.

Larger cities may also provide assisted
housing, operate public hospitals, and
administer social welfare programs
funded by the city, the state, or the
federal government.

Many cities also own or regulate public
utilities such as water, electric power,
natural gas, and telecommunications.
Cities and towns are governed by elected
officials. These officials usually include a
mayor and a city council who make
decisions and set policy. The mayor who
may or may not have a seat on the
council, is the head of the municipal
government and is responsible for
overseeing day-to-day administrative
functions. Some cities have adopted the
city manager form of government, where
the city council hires a professional
manager to run the operations of the city.
A city manager is the chief administrative
officer of the city and, though not elected,
reports directly to the elected city council
Or mayor.

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Special district governments

According to the U.S. Census Bureau,
over one-third of all governmental
entities in the United States are so-called
special district governments. Special
district governments operate
independently of other local governments
and are usually established to serve a
specific purpose within a specific
geographic region. Examples include:

« Water and natural
conservation;

* Fire prevention;

» Water supply;

* Emergency services;

* Transportation.

Leaders of these governmental entities
may be elected or appointed. Powers of
special district governments vary widely,
but many have significant regulatory and
taxing authority.

Their activities are commonly funded by
a special sales tax or property tax
collected within their area of jurisdiction,
or by fees charged to users of their
services.

Public education

Public education through grade 12 is
available at no charge to virtually every
school-age  resident. = Each  state’s
constitution or public laws provide for the
manner by which public education is to
be administered and funded.

In most cases, school districts are
established with a popularly elected
school board or board of trustees.

These boards create budgets, set policy,

and hire the administrators who run the
schools.

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School districts do not necessarily
coincide with other political boundaries,
though often they serve a specific city or
county. In most states, public education is
funded by taxes assessed on personal and
business property, and state governments
may provide additional funding from
general state revenues or dedicated
revenues from state lotteries. State
governments are responsible for setting
education standards and general policies
within the state, but implementation is
left to the local school boards.

It seems like an easy question: Which
legislatures are full-time and which ones are
part-time? But with 50 different formulas
for designing a state legislature, it's difficult
to paint this issue in black and white.So
we've done it in green, gray and gold.

Being a legislator doesn't just mean
attending legislative sessions and voting on
proposed laws. State legislators also spend
large amounts of time assisting constituents,
studying state issues during the interim and
campaigning for election. These activities
go on throughout the year. Any assessment
of the time requirements of the job should
include all of these elements of legislative
life.

Beyond that point, NCSL prefers to look
more broadly at the capacity of legislatures
to function as independent branches of
government, capable of balancing the power
of the executive branch and having the
information necessary to make independent,
informed policy decisions.

To measure the capacity of legislatures, it's
important to consider the amount of time
legislators spend on the job, the amount
they are compensated and the size of the
legislature's staff.

NCSL has grouped the 50 state legislatures
into three major categories: Green, Gray
and Gold-and for those who want to know
more, NCSL has provided some shading
within those categories.

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Green Legislatures (Full-time, well-paid,
large staff)

Green legislatures require the most time of
legislators, usually 80 percent or more of a
full-time job. They have large staffs. In
most Green states, legislators are paid
enough to make a living without requiring
outside income. These legislatures are more
similar to Congress than are the other state
legislatures.

Most of the nation's largest population
states fall in this category.

Because there are marked differences
within the category, we have subdivided the
Green states.

Those in Green generally spend more time
on the job because their sessions are longer
and their districts larger than those in Green
Lite. As a result, they tend to have more
staff and are compensated at a higher rate.

Within subcategories, states are listed

alphabetically.

Gray Legislatures (Hybrid)

Legislatures in the Gray -category are
hybrids. Legislatures in these states
typically say that they spend more than two-
thirds of a full time job being legislators.

Although their income from legislative
work is greater than that in the Gold states,
it's usually not enough to allow them to
make a living without having other sources
of income. Legislatures in the Gray
category have intermediate sized staff.
States in the middle of the population range
tend to have Gray legislatures.

Gold Legislatures (Part-time, low pay,
small staff)

In the Gold states, on average lawmakers
spend the equivalent of half of a full-time
job doing legislative work.

The compensation they receive for this
work is quite low and requires them to have
other sources of income in order to make a
living. The Gold states have relatively small
staffs. They are often called traditional or
citizen legislatures and they are most often
found in the smallest population, more rural
states.

Again, NCSL has divided these states into
two groups. The legislatures in Gold are the
most traditional or citizen legislatures. The
legislatures in Gold Lite are slightly less
traditional. States are listed alphabetically
within subcategories.

Table 1 shows the breakdown of states by
category. Table 2 shows the average scores
for the Green, Gray and Gold states for time
on the job, compensation and staff size.

The Development of the Unicameral

Most state or national legislatures in the
United States are bicameral legislatures.
That is, each legislature is made up of two
separate bodies.

These two bodies are two independent
groups of representatives who meet in
separate chambers, and who often serve for
different lengths of time.

They may even work on very different bills,
which is another name for the solutions they
suggest to public problems. However, even
though they may work on different bills at
any one time, the approval of both houses is
usually necessary in order for a bill to
become law.

The state of Nebraska is the only state in the
country that does not have a bicameral
legislature.  Instead,  the  Nebraska
Legislature has only one house - called the
Unicameral - that serves the citizens of the
state. Representatives from the Unicameral
are called senators.

The Nebraska Legislature has not always
been a unicameral. Until 1935, Nebraska
had a bicameral legislature like many other
states in the nation. However, with the help
of U.S. Sen. George W. Norris the state of
Nebraska made an historical change.

Norris argued that a unicameral legislature
would use a more fair and efficient system
of lawmaking than the bicameral legislature
currently in existence. Additionally, he
argued that a small, unicameral legislature
would be less expensive and would do a
better job at representing the citizens of
Nebraska than the larger two-house body.

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The citizens of Nebraska agreed with Norris
and voted to change the structure of the
Legislature in 1934.

Since 1937, Nebraska's unicameral
legislature - the smallest state legislature in
the country - has consisted of 49 senators
from across the state who each serve for
four years. Each of the 49 senators comes
from a legislative district, which is the small
area of the state that the senator represents
and serves in the unicameral. Each district
contains about 35,000 citizens. Legislators
receive $12,000 per year for serving in the
Legislature, which meets for 90 days in
odd-numbered years and 60 days in even-
numbered years. In order to be a state
senator, a Nebraskan must be at least 21
years old, be a registered voter, and live in
their district for at least one year before
running for election.

Nonpartisanship and Leadership

Because of the sheer number of
representatives in  most  legislatures,
representatives must figure out ways to
make things run smoothly inside the
chamber. The two most common ways to
organize a legislature are through the use of
political parties and leadership positions. A
political party is not the type of 'party’ you
might be thinking of. Rather, it is a group of
individuals who hold similar political
opinions and work to turn these opinions
into public policy. Members of the same
political party tend to vote the same way
and even elect their own leaders, who often
serve as leaders within a legislative body. In
addition to these party leaders, a legislative
body may elect some of its own
representatives to a set of leadership
positions. These leaders may decide which

Additionally, they may suggest to other
representatives whether or not to support a
particular bill.

However, just as the Nebraska Unicameral
is unique in having only one house, it is
unique in another respect as well.

The Unicameral is a nonpartisan legislature.
There are no official political parties within
the Nebraska Legislature, and there is no
indication of a candidate's political party on
the election ballot.

However, the Nebraska Unicameral does
have a leadership structure, although this
structure is much smaller than those found
in other state legislatures. First, the
Unicameral has a Speaker.

The Speaker of the Unicameral is actually a
senator who is elected to take care of the
Legislature's  procedural tasks. These
involve setting the daily agenda and
scheduling the 90 or 60 workdays for the
legislative session. Second, the Unicameral
has an Executive Board, whose chairperson
is elected by the senators, that oversees the
Legislature's personnel and services.

Finally, senators are divided into
committees - small groups of legislators
who meet together to make decisions about
legislation, decisions about legislative
processes, or administrative decisions. The
type of committee you are probably most

familiar with is called a standing
committee. There are 14 standing
committees in the Unicameral, which

review and hold public hearings on specific
types of legislation. There is a standing
Committee on Agriculture, for example,
that deals with legislation designed to help
farmers. Having committees helps to keep
the work of the Unicameral organized. Each

sure that debate and testimony on pieces of
legislation runs smoothly.

THE NEW HAMPSHIRE
LEGISLATURE

The Legislative Branch is also known as
the General Court of New Hampshire. It
consists of two chambers, the House of
Representatives and the Senate. There are
400 Representatives and 24 Senators,
making the General Court the second
largest legislature in the United States
following the U.S. Congress. It is said that
only the U.S. congress and the English and
Indian Parliaments are larger.

Representatives and Senators write and pass
the laws of the state. In New Hampshire,
members of the General Court are elected
every two years, meeting in annual sessions
beginning in January of each year. New
Hampshire takes pride in its Citizen
Legislature, so called because members to
the General Court are not professional
politicians, but come from a variety of
occupations. Professions of members
include  the  self-employed, retired,
homemakers, students, and lawyers. For
their time and effort they are paid $200 per
term plus milage costs. Because of their
added duties, the Speaker of the House and
the Senate President receive $250 per term.

AUTHORITY
Overview
Governors, all of whom are popularly

elected, serve as the chief executive officers
of the fifty states and five commonwealths
and territories.

As state managers, governors are responsible
for implementing state laws and overseeing
the operation of the state executive branch.
As state leaders, governors advance and
pursue new and revised policies and
programs using a variety of tools, among
them executive orders, executive budgets,
and legislative proposals and vetoes.

Governors carry out their management and
leadership responsibilities and objectives
with the support and assistance of department
and agency heads, many of whom they are
empowered to appoint.

A majority of governors have the authority to
appoint state court judges as well, in most
cases from a list of names submitted by a
nominations committee.

Although governors have many roles and
responsibilities in common, the scope of
gubernatorial power varies from state to state
in accordance with state constitutions,
legislation, and tradition, and governors often
are ranked by political historians and other
observers of state politics according to the
number and extent of their powers.

Although not necessarily a ranking factor, the
power to issue executive orders and take
emergency actions is a  significant
gubernatorial responsibility that varies from
state to state.

QUALIFICATIONS AND TENURE

Qualifications

States, commonwealths, and territories vary
with respect to minimum age, U.S.
citizenship, and state residency requirements
for gubernatorial candidates and office
holders.

The minimum age requirement for governors
ranges from no formal provision to age 35.
The requirement of U.S. citizenship for
gubernatorial candidates ranges from no
formal provision to 20 years.

State residency requirements range from no
formal provision to 7 years.

Term Limits

Gubernatorial terms are four years in every
state, commonwealth, and territory but New
Hampshire and Vermont, which have two
year terms.

All governors with the exception of
Virginia’s may succeed themselves, although
they may be limited to a specific number of
consecutive or total terms.

Vacancies/Succession

In the event of a vacancy in office, the
lieutenant governor is the designated official
who succeeds the governor in 49 states and
territories (in two of which—Tennessee and
West Virginia—the president/speaker of the
Senate and lieutenant governor are one and
the same).

In the remaining 5 states and the
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, officials
designated to succeed the governor include
the secretary of state and leader of the senate.

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Impeachment
All states except Oregon provide for the
impeachment of governors.

As in the case of the federal government, the
impeachment process starts with the lower
body of the legislature and the trial is
conducted by the upper body in every state
but Alaska—where the process is reversed,
and Nebraska, which has a wunicameral
legislature charged with the full impeachment
process. In most cases, impeachment requires
a majority of members, while conviction
generally requires a two-thirds or other
special majority.

Should a governor be impeached, the
lieutenant governor serves as acting governor
in the vast majority of states. For state by

Legislative Role
Governors play two broad roles in relation to
state legislatures.

First, they may be empowered to call special
legislative sessions, provided in most cases
that the purpose and agenda for the sessions
are set in advance.

Second, and more familiarly, governors
coordinate and work with state legislatures
in:

Approval Of  State And
Appropriations
Governors develop and submit annual or
biennial budgets for review and approval by
the legislature. In a number of states,
commonwealths, and territories, governors
also have “reduction”—most often referred to
as “line-item”—veto power that can be used
for the removal of appropriations to which
they object. These tools allow governors and
their budget staff to play a strong role in
establishing priorities for the use of state
resources.

Budgets

Enactment Of Legislation

Governors often use State of the State
messages to outline their legislative
platforms, and many governors prepare
specific legislative proposals to be introduced
on their behalf. In addition, state departments
and agencies may pursue legislative
initiatives with gubernatorial approval.

Executive branch officials often are called to
testify on legislative proposals, and governors
and other executive branch leaders will seek
to mobilize public opinion and interest
groups in favor of or opposition to specific
legislative proposals.

of legislation through regular meetings with
legislators and legislative officials.

Veto Power

All 50 state governors have the power to veto
whole legislative measures. In a large
majority of states a bill will become law
unless it is vetoed by the governor within a
specified number of days, which vary among
states. In a smaller number of states, bills will
die (pocket veto) unless they are formally
signed by the governor, also within a
specified number of days.

Other types of vetoes available to the
governors of some states include “line-item”
(by which a governor can strike a general
item from a piece of legislation), “reduction”
(by which a governor can delete a budget
item), and “amendatory” (by which a
governor can revise legislation).

Legislatures may override vetoes, usually by
a supermajority vote.

Legislative Oversight

Governors interact with their legislatures to
help ensure that their priorities, goals, and
accomplishments are accurately presented
and positively received during oversight
hearings and other legislative activities that
address and evaluate executive branch
implementation of legislatively mandated
programs and services.

Appointment Power

Gubernatorial Appointments — Overview

Most governors have broad authority to
nominate officials to serve in state executive
branch positions—many of whom will be
included in the governor’s advisory
committee, known as the “cabinet.”
Governors may be empowered as well to
make appointments to state judgeships.
Frequently, these appointments are subject to
confirmation by one or both houses of the
state legislature.

While often pro forma in nature, the
confirmation process with respect to
executive branch appointments can be used
by legislatures to expand their influence on
governors and their policies.

Accordingly, many governors consult with
key legislators before making formal
nominations.

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Boards And Commissions

The roles played by boards and commissions
vary considerably by state and by program. In
some states appointed boards have the
primary  responsibility  for  individual
programs and agencies and are responsible
for the selection of department and agency
heads.

This is particularly true in the field of
education, but  boards still  retain
responsibility for a broad range of other
programs in fields such as labor,
transportation and health and human services.

In many states the members of these boards
are named or nominated by the governor.
And in many of these cases, board members
are subject to confirmation by one or both
houses of the legislature.

Other boards play more limited regulatory or
advisory roles. In most states boards oversee
the licensing and regulation of numerous
professions and business areas.

In other states they advise the governor on
areas of importance such as the environment
and economic development.

While the elimination and/or consolidation of
boards and commissions is a common focus
of government efficiency and government
reorganization initiatives, they still play a
prominent role in state government,
providing opportunities to address the
concerns of special interests and to reward
political supporters.

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Executive Branch Positions Independently
Selected

A large number of states provide for the
independent selection of certain executive
branch positions.

Most noteworthy among these positions are
lieutenant governor, secretary of state,
attorney general, and treasurer.

The position of lieutenant governor exists in
the overwhelming majority of states, where
the position is most often filled by popular
statewide election and jointly with the
governor, although in a small number of
cases the role of lieutenant governor is
assigned by state law to another position in
either the executive or legislative branch
(e.g., secretary of state or leader of the
senate).

The positions of secretary of state, attorney
general, and treasurer are all subject to
statewide popular election in the majority of
states, and at least one of the three is elected
in most of the remaining states.

Governors generally have limited authority in
the appointment of state comptrollers and pre
and post audit department heads. Governors’
appointment powers are also limited with
regard to the heads of state education and
higher education agencies. The education
department head is independently elected
statewide in 14 states and is appointed—
independent of gubernatorial approval—by a
board or agency head in 20 states and two
territories.

In most states and territories, the higher
education head is appointed by a board
independent of gubernatorial approval.

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In most states the cabinet fulfills two
functions:

e advises the governor on the
development of policy; and

e serves as a vehicle for the
governor or senior staff to
convey priorities to gubernatorial
appointees and address cross-
agency issues or concerns.

In a number of states, governors have created
sub-cabinets to bring together agencies to
address issues such as the needs of children.

Forty-four  states and all of the
commonwealths and territories have cabinets
and/or sub-cabinets. Cabinets themselves
may have their origin in law, tradition, and/or
the governor’s discretion.

Cabinet membership may be a product of
appointment to a specific office or be subject
to selection by the governor. Cabinet size,
and the frequency of cabinet meetings and
formality and extent to which a governor uses
his or her cabinet for advice and assistance,
varies among the states, commonwealths, and
territories.

Executive Orders

The authority for governors to issue
executive orders is found in state
constitutions and statutes as well as case law,
or is implied by the powers assigned to state
chief executives.

Emergency Powers

As chief executive, governors are responsible
for ensuring their state is adequately prepared
for emergencies and disasters of all types and
sizes.

Most emergencies and disasters are handled
at the local level, and few require a
presidential disaster declaration or attract
worldwide media attention.

Yet governors must be as prepared for day-
to-day events—tornadoes, floods, power
outages, industrial fires, and hazardous
materials spills—as for catastrophes on the
scale of Hurricane Katrina or the September
11 terrorist attacks. States focus on four

These components afford a useful rubric for
thinking about the cycle of disasters and
emergencies and for organizing
recommendations for state action.

During an emergency, the governor also
plays a key role in communicating with the
public during an emergency, providing
advice and instructions and maintaining calm
and public order.

State emergency management laws usually
define how a governor may declare and end a
state of emergency.

In some cases, the necessary response to a
disaster is beyond the capacity of state and
local governments. A state may petition the
President to declare a major disaster.

The declaration of a major disaster triggers a
variety of federal programs depending on the
scope of the disaster and the type of losses

experienced.
The Council of Governors (Council) was
created by the National Defense

Authorization Act for FY 2008 and formally
established by Executive Order 13528,
issued on January 11, 2010. The Council is
intended to serve as a mechanism for
governors and key federal officials to address
matters pertaining to the National Guard,
homeland defense and defense support to
civil authorities.

Guard Bureau, among others.

To ensure that the Council appropriately
represents all governors, the Council co-
chairs, through the National Governors
Association, share documents for review and
discussion with all governors’ offices prior to
their approval by the Council.

Federal Advocacy Committees

NLC’s seven Federal Advocacy
Committees, with NLC’s leadership and the
Federal Advocacy team, play a key role in
all NLC advocacy efforts.

These Committees are comprised of local
officials from NLC member cities, towns
and villages across the country.

The Committees play a central role in
developing the organization’s federal policy
positions, which are the foundation of our
advocacy efforts and leading our advocacy
on the Hill and within the Administration.
These federal policy positions make
up the National Municipal Policy, which is a
statement of goals, policies, and program
objectives that are reviewed annually by the
NLC membership.

NLC finalized its 2021 National Municipal
Policy during City Summit 2020. During
that virtual conference, the entirce NLC
membership, including the State Municipal
Leagues, considered changes to the National
Municipal Policy (NMP).

The NMP is NLC’s comprehensive policy
platform on federal issues directly affecting
or of concern to cities and towns. It serves as
the foundation for NLC’s federal advocacy
efforts on behalf of the nation’s cities,
towns, and villages and is subject to an
annual review by the NLC membership
during the City Summit. A relevant and
robust NMP is essential to elevating the
voices of cities, towns and villages on
Capitol Hill.

Every year, members may submit
amendments to standing policy and propose
resolutions addressing timely issues or
specific pieces of legislation.

Submissions are then forwarded to
the advocacy committees of jurisdiction
for review and consideration; from there,
they are adopted by the full membership
at the Annual Business Meeting at the
NLC City Summit.

Once adopted, standing policy language
remains in effect permanently until it is
amended by the NLC membership.
Resolutions sunset after one year unless
action is taken to renew them for another
year or incorporate them into permanent
policy language.

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COVID Relief for Towns and Townships

There are approximately 39,000 units of
local government in the United States. Of
that number, 85 percent serve communities
with less than 10,000 people, and nearly half
have fewer than 1,000 residents. State and
local funding must be provided directly to all
units of local government — regardless of
population.  Otherwise, our nation’s
struggling towns and townships will not
recover from this devastating pandemic.

In addition to direct local aid, NATaT
supports the flexible use of federal
assistance to allow towns and townships
to use that federal aid however they need to
help our communities recover.

FAST Act Reauthorization

The  current  surface  transportation
authorization law (FAST Act, P.L. No. 114-
94) runs through September 30, 2021). As
Congress  works on FAST  Act
reauthorization, NATaT has four priorities:

1. Enact a six-year surface
transportation bill that directs more funds to
local decision-making authorities.

2. Increase federal assistance for off-
system bridges.

3. Ensure that any move to a vehicle
miles traveled (VMT) fee to help fund
transportation  infrastructure takes into
account the lack of transportation
alternatives for rural communities.

4. Restrict the flow of larger, heavier
trucks on our roads and bridges.

Towns and townships only receive federal
surface transportation funding if they are
recipients of a competitive grant award.
However, in many states, towns and
townships manage more miles of road than
any other government entity. NATaT wants
to ensure that our nation’s smallest
communities (less than 5,000 population)
can access Surface Transportation Block
Grant (STBG) funds and use them on local
roads. Currently, STBG funds are available
to communities with less than 5,000
population, but only for use on roads that are

functionally classified as “rural minor
collectors.”
Broadband Deployment

There are households and communities in
the U.S. today that lack access to adequate
broadband service, and a majority are
located in rural America.

We can all agree that this is unacceptable. In
the Federal Communication Commission’s
(FCC) 2018 Broadband Deployment Report,
the Commission states that “the report finds
that too many Americans lack access to
high-speed Internet service, and the FCC
must continue its work to encourage
deployment of broadband to all Americans,
including those in rural areas, on Tribal
lands, and in the nation’s schools and
libraries.” According to the Report, the
broadband access gap in rural America
remains notable: 30.7 percent of Americans
in rural areas lack access to fixed terrestrial
25 Mbps/3 Mbps broadband, as compared to
only 2.1 percent of Americans in urban

The Commission is circulating a draft 2019
Report that finds “the number of Americans
lacking Internet access that meets the
benchmark dropped from 26.1 million at the
end of 2016 to 19.4 million at the end of
2017.”

While we are encouraged by this progress,
we hope policymakers will continue to focus
on closing the rural broadband gap. To that
end, any infrastructure package, or
legislation that is part of an infrastructure
package, that moves through Congress
should address this critical shortfall in our
nation’s infrastructure.

Municipal Bonds
Tax-Exempt Municipal Bonds

NATaT supports maintaining and preserving
tax-exempt municipal bonds. Tax-exempt
municipal bonds are how our towns and
townships — and other local governments
across the country — can fund critical
infrastructure projects in our communities.

Advance Refunding Bonds

While Members of Congress preserved tax-
exempt municipal bonds in 2017’s Tax Cut
and Jobs Act, they eliminated a tool that
towns and townships use in conjunction with
municipal bonds to save money for our
constituents. Advanced refunding bonds
enable local governments to refinance bond
issues and take advantage of more favorable
interest rates. This saves our constituents
money because it reduces the long-term
costs of infrastructure projects like roads,
bridges and fire stations, and allows us to

Support for our Volunteer First
Responders
Volunteer firefighters alone save

communities of all sizes $129 billion a year,
and represent 71% of all firefighters in the
U.S. Of the total number of volunteer
firefighters, 95% service communities with a
population of 25,000 or less.

Volunteer first responders provide the first
line of defense for many types of
emergencies, including fires, emergency
medical incidents like the increasing number
of opioid overdoses, natural disasters,
terrorist events, and other public service
calls.

Recent reports, however, demonstrate that
the number of volunteer firefighters has
declined drastically due to difficulties in
recruiting and retaining these essential
volunteers.

Reasonable  financial  incentives  for
volunteer firefighters and EMS personnel
serve as important recruitment and retention
tools for local emergency response
departments who are struggling to meet the
increased demand for their services.

NATaT has partnered with the National
Volunteer Fire Council, Congressional Fire
Services Institute, and the International
Association of Fire Chiefs to advocate for
federal incentives for volunteer firefighters
and EMA personnel. These incentives are
essential recruitment and retention tools for
local emergency response departments who
are struggling to meet the increased demand
for their services.

Terms: Senator: two or four years;
Representative: two years. Senators are
elected in years ending in 0, 2, and 6.

The two-year term at the beginning of
each decade is due to redistricting.
Legislative district boundaries change as a
result of the census.

Compensation: $31,140 annually; round
trips between home and state capitol; per
diem allowance for living expenses while
conducting legislative business outside of
their district.

Membership: The state of Minnesota is
divided into 67 senate districts, each of
which is divided into two, creating the 134
house districts. Each senate district elects
one senator and each house district elects
one representative.

Functions and powers: The principal legal
task of the Legislature is to pass laws and to
adopt a state budget, both of which affect a
wide range of state programs and resources.

The Legislature also proposes amendments
to the state constitution to be placed on the
ballot for approval by the voters, elects
regents of the University of Minnesota, and
performs legislative oversight or review.

The Senate has additional authority to
confirm certain gubernatorial appointments.

The Legislature possesses a judicial
function. It judges the election and
qualifications of its members, may punish or
expel members for contempt or disorderly
behavior, and may impeach or remove

Each legislative body has a rules committee
that directs the operating procedures of that
body.

The Legislature conducts business under the
guidelines provided by the rules of that
house, rules adopted jointly, state statutes,
the state constitution, and Mason’s Manual
of Legislative Procedure.

Organization: Members of the Minnesota
Legislature are nominated and elected in
affiliation with political parties. Currently
all Minnesota legislators are affiliated with
either the Democratic- Farmer-Labor (DFL)
or Republican (R) parties.

The legislators affiliated with each party in
each body make up a “caucus,” e.g., House
DFL caucus or House Republican caucus.
The Republican caucus currently holds a
majority in the House and the DFL caucus
currently holds a majority in the Senate.

Convening the Legislature: On the first
day of a regular session both houses of the
Legislature convene at noon.

The lieutenant governor, having already
taken the oath of office, calls the Senate to
order and presides until a president is
elected and has taken the oath of office.

The House is called to order by the secretary
of state, who presides over that body until a
speaker is elected and has taken the oath of
office.

After convening, the oath of office is
administered to all members of
each house.

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Presiding officers and leadership:

Senate members elect the president of the
senate from among their members, and the
House members elect the speaker of the
house from among their members.

The president presides over the Senate and
the speaker of the house presides over the
House. The speaker also presides over joint
sessions of the House and Senate.

Each body elects the top staff members.

Each caucus elects a leader, who serves as a
leading spokesperson for caucus policies.

Committees: The House and Senate have
many committees that hold hearings on bills
related to the topics assigned to them. The
number of committees in each house and the
number of members serving on each
committee varies from session to session.

In addition to the work they do during each
legislative session, committees may hold
informational hearings between
legislative sessions.

In the House, the speaker appoints members
for each committee, including a member to
chair the committee, a Vice Chair, and a
lead representative from the minority
caucus. In the Senate, a committee names
the chairs of each committee.

The majority and minority caucuses decide
among themselves which of their members
will serve on each committee.

Regular  sessions: The  Minnesota
Legislature convenes in regular session each
odd-numbered year on the first Tuesday
after the first Monday in January.

the Legislature also meets in even-numbered
years, starting on a date agreed to by both
bodies, usually in January or February.

In total, between the two years, the
Legislature may not meet for more than 120
legislative days and may not meet in regular
session after the first Monday following the
third Saturday in May of any year.

Each two-year term of the House is
considered one legislative session, also
known as one “biennium.”

For this reason, the Legislature may take
action in the second year on bills that
were not passed in the first year, without
having to reintroduce them. Bills are
numbered consecutively in order of
introduction through both years.

Special sessions: The governor may call the
Legislature into a special session at any
time. Special sessions become necessary
when legislative action is needed to meet
emergencies or when legislative work is
unfinished at the end of a regular session.
The governor does not have the power to
limit the length of a special session.

Deadlines: Bills may be introduced at any
time, but must meet certain benchmarks in
the process in order to remain viable. There
are usually three deadlines. By the “first
deadline,” a bill must have passed through
all of the required policy committees in one
of the bodies. By the “second deadline,” its
companion must have passed through all of
the policy committees in the other body.

By the “third deadline,” an omnibus
appropriations bill and its companion must

PASSING LAWS IN MINNESOTA

Almost any idea may be turned into a bill —
it may be an entirely new law, amend a

current law, or repeal a law.

A bill follows eight steps on its way to

becoming Minnesota law.

1. Legislative proposal: Anyone can
come up with an idea for a bill—an

individual, consumer

corporation, governmental unit, or
governor. Before a bill can be
considered, it must be put into
proper legal form by the revisor of
legislator,
constitutional officer, or state agency
can ask the revisor to prepare a bill.

2. Authors: Each bill must have one
legislator in each body to serve as
the chief author of the bill.

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3. Introduction:

When a bill is
introduced, it is assigned a file
number by which it is known. In
the House, it is a house file number,
e.g., H.F. 1531; in the Senate, a
senate file number, e.g., S.F.
1331. Numbers are assigned to bills
in chronological order as they are
introduced. @ The House and
Senate versions of the bills are
known as companions.

At the time a bill is introduced, it is
given its “first reading” and is
referred to the
appropriate committee. A bill must
receive three readings on the floor of
each body before it can be passed.

Committee consideration: The
chair of the committee to which the
bill was referred will decide when
and if to give the bill a hearing. All
committee meetings are open to the
public. Committees often hear
testimony from those in favor or
opposed to a bill before taking
action. Committees often amend the
language of the bills.

Committees may vote on whether a
bill should pass or may delay
consideration of it by “laying it on
the table.” A bill must receive the
votes of a majority of the members
present and voting in order to pass.
Bills that are passed may be sent to
another committee or to the floor for
consideration by the entire House or
Senate.

and General Orders: Once a bill
has passed through all of the
required committees, it is sent to the
full House or Senate and given its
second reading and placed on the list
of bills that the body may consider.
In the House this list is called the
General Register; in the Senate it is
called General Orders.

Debate, Third Reading and
Passage: At this point, House and
Senate procedures differ slightly.

In the House, the Committee on

Rules and Legislative
Administration chooses bills from
the General Register for

consideration by the full House by
placing them on the Calendar for the
Day or the Fiscal Calendar. The
chief author presents the bill.
Members may debate the merits of
the bill and offer amendments. When
there are no more amendments, the
bill is given its third reading. After
any additional debate, the House
takes a roll call vote on the bill,
meaning that each member’s vote for
or against the bill is recorded.

The Senate wuses a different
procedure. The chair of the
committee on Rules and

Administration designates the bills
from General Orders that the Senate
will consider each day. The Senate
then meets as the “committee of the
whole,” and debates the issue and
offers amendments to the bill.

The Senate then votes the bill up or
down.

At this point, the bill has
its third reading and a roll call vote
is taken on the bill.

To pass, a bill needs the votes of a
majority of the members in each
body. The one exception are bonding
bills, which require a vote of three-
fifths of the members to pass. A
bonding bill authorizes the sale of
bonds to raise money for the state.

Conference committee: When the
House and the Senate pass
companion bills with language that
i1s not identical, a conference
committee is formed. Conference
committees are made up of either
three or five members from each
body. Their goal is to find a
compromise between the

language passed by the House and
the Senate. If they reach a
compromise, their agreement must
be passed by both bodies before it
can be sent to the governor.

The governor: Once the House and
Senate have agreed on and passed
the identical bill—either when it was
first passed or as a result of a
conference committee—it is sent to
the governor for his consideration.
The governor has several options.
He may sign it, in which case the bill
becomes a law. The governor may
veto it as a whole and provide an
explanation for his decision. For
bills that spend money, the governor
may choose to “line item” certain
expenditures, and sign the rest of
the bill into law.

The governor has up to 14 days to
take action on bills passed during the
last three days of a legislative
session in the second year of the
biennium. If the governor does not
take action on a bill

passed during this time frame, it
does not become law.

The Legislature may override a
governor’s veto if two-thirds of the
members of both bodies vote to do
SO.

STATE JUDICIARY
Minnesota Constitution provides:

The judicial power of the state is vested in a
Supreme Court, a Court of Appeals, if
established by the Legislature, a District
Court and such other courts,
judicial officers, and commissioners with
jurisdiction inferior to the District Court as
the Legislature may establish (Article VI,
Section 1).

The Minnesota Supreme Court

Jurisdiction: The Minnesota Constitution
provides that the Supreme Court shall have
original jurisdiction in such remedial cases
as are prescribed by law, and appellate
jurisdiction in all cases, but there shall be no
trial by jury in the Supreme Court.

Justices: Minnesota Statutes provide for
one chief justice and six associate justices
(Minnesota Statutes, 480.01). Justices are
elected by the people of the state to six-year
terms; vacancies are filled by governor’s
appointment.

Functions: The chief justice of the Supreme
Court is the administrative head of the
judicial branch, supervises the work of all
courts, and chairs the Minnesota Judicial
Council, which is the single administrative
policy-making body for the judicial branch.

A state court administrator is appointed by
the chief justice and the Judicial Council.

The Supreme Court commissioner, Supreme
Court administrator, clerk of the appellate
courts and state law librarian are appointed
by the court.

The court is responsible for the regulation of
the practice of law, including the
promulgation of rules of procedure and
practice before all courts within the state.

COUNTY GOVERNMENT

When Minnesota officially became a
territory in 1849, it followed the lead of
other territories to the east and adopted
county and township forms of government.
This system of local governance
was originally derived from England. In
October of 1849 the first five counties of the
state were established: Benton, Itasca,
Ramsey, Wabasha, and Washington.

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The State of Minnesota has grown from five
counties in 1849 to 87 counties today.
Ramsey County is the smallest in land area,
encompassing less than 170 square miles.
St. Louis County has the largest land area
with over 6,000 square miles. County
populations vary from over 1,150,000 in
Hennepin County to 3,500 in Traverse
County.

Law provides: Counties are governed by an
elected board of commissioners and
administrative officers who serve four-year
terms.

Alternate forms of government may be
adopted, chiefly to allow for an elected
executive, a manager or administrator, or

appointed
administrative officers. (Minnesota
Statutes Chapter 375A)

Functions: Counties are responsible for
property tax assessment, tax administration,
elections, record keeping, transportation,
planning and zoning, solid waste
management, environment, parks and
water management, law enforcement, courts
and health and human services.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT

Law provides: Minnesota’s two basic types
of cities are home-rule charter cities, which
operate under a local charter, and statutory
cities, which operate under the statutory city
code (Minnesota Statutes Chapter 412).

Form of government: Home-rule charter
cities may establish any form of government
they choose in their charters.

Typical forms include: council-manager,
strong mayor, and mayor-council.

Statutory cities may choose a form of
government from three alternatives: the
mayor-council plan with either an elected
clerk (standard plan), or an appointed clerk
(Plan A), or the council-manager plan (Plan
B).

Functions: Police and fire protection, street
maintenance, sewer and water, parks and
recreation are traditional city services.

Cities may choose to provide utilities, sell
liquor, operate a hospital, maintain an
airport, and provide ambulance service,
among other options.

There are three different types of
statutory cities: Standard Plan, Plan A,
and Plan B.

Standard Plan statutory cities have a weak
mayor council and consist of an elected
mayor, city clerk, treasurer and three-five
elected council members.

A weak-mayor council organization
allocates administrative and legislative
duties to council members. A mayor has no
greater authority than any other council
member, with the exceptions of being the
presiding officer at meetings and other
minor functions of the office.

Plan A statutory cities are the most
common type of city government in
Minnesota.

These cities also operate with a weak
mayor-council structure, but have larger
councils, between four to six elected
members, and the city clerk and treasurer
are appointed. Neither the clerk or treasurer
positions are members of the council.

Plan B statutory cities are council-manager
plan for municipalities with populations of
over 1,000 residents. These cities have an
elected mayor and four or six council
members with an appointed city manager.
The city manager oversees administrative
duties for the city while the mayor and
council maintain traditional policy making
roles.

Home-rule charter cities derive their
powers from a charter. This process allows
cities to form their own government and
decide which officials should be elected or
appointed. Charter adoption, amendment
and abandonment procedures are found in
state statutes.

TRIBAL GOVERNMENT

Tribal Recognition

“Recognition” is a legal term meaning that
the United States recognizes a government-
to-government relationship with a tribe and
that a tribe exists politically in a “domestic
dependent nation status.”

A federally recognized tribe is one that was

Federally recognized tribesposses certain
inherent rights of self-government and
entitlement to certain federal benefits,
services, and protections because of the
special trust relationship.

Tribal Rights
Tribes have the inherent right to operate
under their own governmental systems.

Many have adopted constitutions, while
others operate under Articles of Association
or other bodies of law, and some still have
traditional systems of government.

The chief executive of a tribe is generally
called the tribal chairperson, but may also
be called principal chief, governor, or
president. The chief executive usually
presides over what is typically called the
tribal council.

The tribal council performs the legislative
function for the tribe, although some tribes
require a referendum of the membership to
enact laws.

Recognized Tribes in Minnesota

There are 11 federally recognized American
Indian tribes with reservations throughout
Minnesota. Seven of these are Anishinaabe
(Chippewa, Ojibwe) and four are Dakota
(Sioux).

The seven communities of Grand Portage,
Bois Forte, Red Lake, White Earth, Leech
Lake, Fond du Lac and Mille Lacs comprise
the  Anishinaabe reservations. These
reservations are located throughout northern
Minnesota from the central lakes region of
the state to the northeastern tip.

In the southern region of the state there are
four Dakota  reservations:  Shakopee
Mdewakanton, Prairie Island, Lower Sioux
and Upper Sioux. Like the reservations in

Ohio Sunshine Laws

Ohio’s Public Records and Open Meetings
laws, collectively known as the “Sunshine
Laws,” give Ohioans access to government
meetings and records.

The Ohio Attorney General’s Office helps
public officials and citizens understand their
rights and responsibilities under these laws.

The Public Records Unit (PRU) is housed in
the Constitutional Offices Section and
consists of attorneys and administrative staff.

The PRU receives inquiries from fellow
AGO employees, clients, constituents, public
offices, and the media, and provides guidance
and non-legal advice to these individuals and
offices regarding the Ohio's Sunshine Laws.
The Unit assists with the processing of public
records requests received by the Attorney
General’s Office.

The Attorney General’s Office
provides Sunshine Laws Training, which is a
free training for public officials and others
interested in open government. This training
is also available online. The office also
created a model public records policy that
local governments and institutes can adopt or
use as a guide to create their own public
records policies.

Additionally, the office annually publishes
the Sunshine Laws Manual, which can help
answer questions about Ohio's open
government laws. This booklet is intended as
a guide, but because much of open
government laws come from case law or the
interpretation of statutes by the courts, we
encourage local governments to seek
guidance from their legal counsel when

I am a newly-elected public official. What
are my obligations under the Public
Records Act?

All elected officials in the state of Ohio, or
their appropriate designees, are required to
attend training approved by the Attorney
General once per elected term. Ohio Revised
Code (ORC) Section 109.43. The purpose of
this training is to ensure that all employees of
public offices are appropriately educated
about their obligations under the Public
Records Act. The training is intended to
enhance officials’ knowledge of their duty to
provide access to public records, and to
provide guidance in updating their offices’
public records policies.

How can I meet this requirement?

As required by the Ohio Revised Code, the
Attorney General develops, provides and
certifies Public Records training programs
and seminars for all elected officials or their
designees.

Currently, only the Attorney General’s Office
and the Auditor of State offer the approved
training program for elected officials. The
Attorney General’s Office may not charge a
fee to attend the training programs it
conducts, and all of the three-hour elected

Note: Attendance at any public records
program offered by an entity other than the
Attorney General or Auditor of State will not
satisfy this requirement, and a public official
would still be required to attend an approved
training.

If 1 have been appointed to complete a
prior elected official’s term, and that
official was already certified, do I still have
to attend the training?

Per statute, training shall be three hours for
every term of office for which the elected
official was appointed or elected to the public
office. Therefore, an official who is appointed
to fill an elected official's place is still subject
to the requirements of the act, even if the
predecessor had already satisfied this
requirement.

How can I prove that I have satisfied this
requirement? Who should I report to?

Compliance with this training program will
be audited by the Auditor of State in the
course of a regular financial audit. After
attending a certified public records training
program, offered by either the Attorney
General or the Auditor of State, a public
official or their designee will be mailed a
certificate (or, if the course is completed
online, the user will be able to save and/or

This certificate
offers proof that the public official or their
designee attended an approved training
program and should be saved with that
office's appropriate records.

Who is considered an “elected official”
that is subject to this requirement under
the Public Records Act?

The Ohio Revised Code broadly defines an
“elected official” as “an official elected to
local or statewide office.” Note, though, that
the act explicitly states that an “elected
official” does not include the chief justice or
a justice of the supreme court, a judge of a
court of appeals, court of common pleas,
municipal court, county court or a clerk of
any of those courts.

Who is considered an appropriate
“designee” under the Public Records Act?

The act states that a “[d]esignee” may be a
designee of one elected public official or of
all the elected officials of a public office if
that public office includes more than one
elected official. The statute does not provide
a definition of an “appropriate” designee, but
the term implies an official or employee of
the same public office with an appropriate
connection to the training requirement.

What is the Ohio Public Records Act?

The Ohio Public Records Act is built on the
United States’ historical principle that the
records of government are “the people’s
records.” Patterson v. Ayers, 171 Ohio St.
369 (1960).

It also establishes a legal process to enforce
compliance when a requester feels that a
public office has failed to satisfy its public
records obligations.

Who can make a request for public
records?

Any person can request public records by
simply asking for them. Usually, the request
can be made in any manner the requester
chooses: by phone, in person, or in an e-mail
or letter. The requester cannot be required to
identify him- or herself, or to explain why the
records are being requested, unless a specific
law requires it. Often, however, a voluntary
discussion about the requester’s purposes or
interest in seeking certain information can aid
the public office in locating and producing
the desired records.

What does a public office have to do when
it receives a public records request?

A public office must organize and maintain
its records so that it can meet its duty to
respond to public records requests. A public
office also must keep a copy of its records
retention schedule(s) at a location readily
available to the public.

When it receives a public records request for
specific existing records, the public office
must provide inspection of the requested
records during regular business hours or
provide copies within a reasonable period of
time. A requester is entitled to delivery of
copies at the actual cost of packaging and
delivery by any available means of delivery
or transmission that he or she requests.

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The public office may withhold specific
records or specific portions of records that are
covered by an exception to the Public
Records Act, but is required to give the
requester an explanation for any part of a
record withheld, including the supporting
legal authority. In addition to denials based
on an exception, a public office may deny a
request in the extreme circumstance where
compliance would unreasonably interfere
with the discharge of the office’s duties.

A request can also be refused if the office no
longer keeps the records, if the request is for
items that are not records of the office, if the
requester does not revise an ambiguous or
overly broad request, or if the requester
refuses to pay the cost of copies.

To whom does the Public Records Act
apply?

The rights and duties set out in the Act apply
only to a “public office or person responsible
for public records,” which includes
governmental subdivisions, private entities
that are the “substantial equivalent” of public
institutions, and other “persons responsible
for public records.”

The act does not apply to private
organizations, including corporations, and is
also different from the federal Freedom of
Information Act (FOIA), which applies only
to federal agencies.

If someone is not given public records,
what legal options does that person have?

People who believe they have been wrongly
denied a public record that they requested
may choose from one of two options, but not
both: 1) they can file a lawsuit, called a

or 2) they can file a complaint with the Ohio
Court of Claims.

The burden will be on the public office to
show the court that any record that it
withheld was clearly protected by one or
more valid exceptions under the law. If not,
the public office will be ordered to provide
the record, and may be subject to a civil
penalty and payment of attorney fees.

The Public Records Act is a “self-help”
statute, which requires citizens who believe
that the act has been violated to
independently pursue a remedy (like a
lawsuit), rather than asking a public official
such as the Ohio Attorney General to initiate
legal action on their behalf.

Does a public office have to work with the
requester to find public records?

If a requester makes an ambiguous or overly
broad request that the public office denies,
the Public Records Act provides for
negotiation between the parties to help
identify, locate, and deliver the requested
records.

Unless a specific law says otherwise, a
requester does not have to give the reason for
wanting the records, give his or her name, or
make the request in writing, but the request
does have to be clear and specific enough for
the public office to reasonably identify what
public records are being requested.

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kept by an Ohio public office, the terms
“records” and “public records” do not include
every document or item found in a public
office. Only those records that document the
policies, operations, and other activities of
the public office are “public records” under
the Public Records Act.

Can some public records be withheld from
a requester?

The General Assembly has passed a number
of laws that protect certain records by either
requiring or allowing a public office to
withhold them from public release.

Where a public office uses one of these
“exceptions,” the office may only withhold a
record or part of a record clearly covered by
the exception, and must tell the requester
what legal authority it is relying on to
withhold the record.

If only part of a record is protected by an
exception, then the public office must redact
(obscure or delete) only that part of the record
and provide the unprotected remainder to the
requester.

How long should email records be kept?

It depends on the content of the email
message. In terms of records retention, email
records are no different than any other record
that is kept by a public office. For example,
most public offices will have a different
records retention schedule for a memo about
handling customer complaints than for a daily
news clipping file, even though both are
records. These records should be kept
according to their respective retention
schedules, regardless of whether they exist on
paper or as an email. The most important

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thing to remember is that each record should
be evaluated for and identified by
its content and not by the medium in which it
exists. It may help this evaluation process to
picture each email message as a paper record.

Should all emails be kept for the same
amount of time?

No. Just like messages written on paper, all
email messages will not be kept for the same
amount of time because they will differ
greatly in terms of subject matter. Each email
should be identified and managed based on
its content.

For example, if an employee of a public
office received a piece of paper on their desk
noting that a meeting will be held at 3 p.m.,
the employee could probably discard that
paper after the meeting has passed (this
would likely be considered a “transient”
record, or one that has a limited ministerial
use). On the other hand, if the employee
received a paper report updating all of the
public office’s current projects, it would
probably have to be retained for a much
longer period of time because of its content.
The duly enacted record retention schedules
of the public office will determine how long
these respective records would have to be
kept.

The same is true for email messages. If the
employee receives a simple email reminder of
a meeting, it can probably be quickly
discarded as “transient.” If an email is a
notice to staff of a new policy, or serves as
the record copy of an order to promote or
dismiss an employee, or gives directions
regarding an office project or legal case, it
would be kept for the period applicable to
each type of record.

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record that determines which retention
schedule applies to that record, and
determines how long it is to be kept. This is
true regardless of whether the record is on
paper or an email.

What if a public office gets a request for all
emails sent and received by an employee?

A request for “all e-mail” is generally overly
broad under the Public Records Act. A 2008
decision by the Ohio Supreme Court
reemphasized that the Public Records Act
“does not contemplate that an individual has
the right to a complete duplication of
voluminous files kept by government
agencies.”

Rather, the requester must identify the
records sought with sufficient clarity.

If a request for “all emails” includes
sufficient additional information about the
content of those emails to allow the public
office to identify responsive records based on
the manner in which its records are
organized, the request is not overly broad.
However, if the request is ambiguous or lacks
enough detail for the office to identify which
records are being sought, it may well be
overly broad.

In that instance, the public office is obligated
by law to give the requester an opportunity to
revise the request by explaining how the
various records of the office are ordinarily
maintained and accessed. A set of well-
crafted records retention schedules (classified
by type of record rather than medium of
record) can help put the office and the
requester on the same page.

What is the Ohio Open Meetings Act?

The Open Meetings Act requires public
bodies in Ohio to conduct all public business
in open meetings that the public may attend
and observe. This means that if a public body
is meeting to discuss and vote on or
otherwise decide public business, the meeting
must be open to the public.

What is a public body, as defined in the
Ohio Open Meetings Act?

Public bodies are decision-making groups of
state or local government agencies or
institutions. Examples of these bodies include
school boards, city councils, and boards of
trustees.

However, the Open Meetings Act does not
apply to some public bodies, such as the Ohio
General Assembly and grand juries.

What is a meeting, as defined in the Ohio
Open Meetings Act?

In order for the Open Meetings Act to apply,
the members of a public body must be
meeting to discuss the public’s business.

A meeting is a prearranged gathering of a
majority of the members of a public body for
the purpose of discussing public business.
For example, if there are five members of a
school board, and only two get together to
discuss public business, this is not a meeting

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and the Open Meetings Act would not require
it to be open to the public.

However, if three members gather to discuss
public business, this is a meeting and the
Open Meetings Act would require it to be
open to the public.

Also, if there is a meeting as defined by the
Open Meetings Act, the public body must
give notice to the public.

What kind of notice should be given to the
public when a meeting is planned?

Public bodies must notify the public when
and where each meeting will take place and
must sometimes give notice of what matters
will be discussed. Also, every public body
must establish, by rule, a reasonable method
for notifying the public in advance of
meetings.

There are three types of meetings, each
requiring different types of notice. “Regular
meetings” are held at predictable intervals,
such as once a month. Public bodies must
establish a reasonable method for alerting the
public to the time and place of regular
meetings. A “special meeting” is any other
kind of meeting.

Again, public bodies must establish a
reasonable method for alerting the public to
the time and place of special meetings, as
well as the purpose of the meeting. At least
24 hours’ notice must be given to media
outlets that have requested such notice, and
only topics related to the stated purpose of
the special meeting can be discussed.
“Emergency meetings” are special meetings
that are needed because a situation requires
immediate action.

As with
special meetings, only topics related to the
stated purpose of the meeting can be
discussed.

Are detaied minutes required to be taken
at a public meeting?

A public body must keep full and accurate
minutes of its meetings, but those minutes do
not have to be an exact transcript of every
word said. Minutes must be promptly
prepared, filed, and made available for public
inspection.

What are executive sessions, as defined in
the Open Meetings Act, and when can they
be used?

Closed-door sessions, or executive sessions,
are initiated when a member makes a motion
for a closed-door session and the public body
votes on it. These sessions are attended by
only members of the public body and persons
they invite. Executive sessions may be held
for only a few specific purposes. No votes
may be taken or decisions made during the
executive session on the matter(s) discussed.
Members would have to reconvene their
public meeting and then openly conduct a
vote.

What can be done if a public body violates
the Open Meetings Act?

If any citizen believes that a public body has
violated the Open Meetings Act, that citizen
may file an injunctive action in common
pleas court to compel the public body to obey
the Act.

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court costs, and must pay a fine of $500.
Whichever party loses the lawsuit pays the
reasonable attorney fees of the other party as
ordered by the court.

If someone is seeking access to a public
body’s minutes, and the body is not turning
them over, that person can file a mandamus
action under the Public Records Act to force
the creation of, or access to, meeting minutes.
Mandamus can also be used to order a public
body to give notice of meetings to the person
filing the action.

Any action taken by a public body while that
body is in violation of the Open Meetings Act
is invalid. A member of the public body who
violates an injunction imposed for a violation
of the Open Meetings Act may be subject to a
court action removing that official from
office.

MISSION STATEMENT

Openness leads to a better informed
citizenry, which leads to better government
and better public policy. It is the mission
and intent of [public office] to at all times
fully comply with and abide by both the
spirit and the letter of Ohio’s Public
Records Act.

DEFINING PUBLIC RECORDS

A “record” is defined to include the
following: A document in any format —
paper, electronic (including, but not
limited to, business e-mail) — that is
created, received by, or comes under the
jurisdiction of [public office] that
documents the organization, functions,
policies, decisions, procedures, operations,
or other activities of the office.

A “public record” is a “record” that is being
kept by this office at the time a public
recordsrequest is made, subject to applicable
exemptions from disclosure under Ohio or
federal law. All public records must be
organized and maintained in such a way that
they can be made available for inspection
and copying.

RESPONSE TIMEFRAME

Public records are to be available for
inspection during regular business hours.
Public records must be made available for
inspection promptly. Copies of public
records must be made available within a
reasonable period of time. “Prompt” and
“reasonable” take into account the volume

HANDLING REQUESTS

No specific language is required to make a
request for public records. However, the
requester must at least identify the records
requested with sufficient clarity to allow
the office to identify, retrieve, and review
the records.

The requester does not have to put a
records request in writing, and does not
have to provide his or her identity or the
intended use of the requested public
record(s). It is this office’s general policy
that this information is not to be requested.
However, the law does permit the office
to ask for a written request, the
requester’s identity, and/or the intended
use of the information requested, but only
if (1) a written request or disclosure of
identity or intended use would benefit the
requester by enhancing the office’s ability
to identify, locate, or deliver the public
records that have been requested; and (2)
the requester is first told that a written
request is not required and that the
requester may decline to reveal the
requester’s identity or intended use.

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In processing the request, the office does
not have an obligation to create new
records or perform a search or research for
information in the office’s records. An
electronic record is deemed to exist so long
as a computer is already programmed to
produce the record through the office’s
standard use of sorting, filtering, or
querying features. Although not required
by law, the office should consider
generating new records when it makes
sense and is practical under the
circumstances.

In processing a request for inspection of a
public record, an office employee may
accompany the requester during inspection
to make certain original records are not
taken or altered

of the office and the public educated as to
the office’s obligations under Ohio’s
Public Records Act, Ohio’s Open Meetings
Act, records retention laws, and the
Personal Information Systems Act.

ELECTRONIC RECORDS

Records in the form of e-mail, text
messaging, and instant messaging,
including those sent and received via a
hand-held communications device, are to
be treated in the same fashion as records in
other formats, such as paper or audiotape.

Public record content transmitted to or
from private accounts or personal devices
is subject to disclosure. All employees or

DENIAL AND REDACTION OF
RECORDS

If the requester makes an ambiguous or
overly broad request or has difficulty in
making a request such that the office
cannot reasonably identify what public
records are being requested, the request
may be denied, but the office must then
provide the requester an opportunity to
revise the request by informing the
requester of the manner in which records
are maintained and accessed by the office.

If the office withholds, redacts, or
otherwise denies requested records, it
must provide an explanation, including
legal authority, for the denial(s). If the
initial request was made in writing, the
explanation must also be in writing. If
portions of a record are

public and portions are exempt, the exempt
portions may be redacted and the rest must
be released.

When making public records available for
public inspection or copying, the office
shall notify the requester of any redaction
or make the redaction plainly visible.

COPYING AND MAILING COSTS

Those seeking public records may be
charged only the actual cost of making
copies, not labor. The charge for paper
copies is [X] cents per page.

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The Office of Open Records (OOR)
does not enforce the Sunshine Act, but
it does provide training on the law.
Following are answers to the most
frequently asked questions the OOR
receives regarding the Sunshine Act.

1. Which agencies are subject to the
Sunshine Act?

Any state or local government body and
all sub-units appointed by that body
that perform an essential government
function and exercises authority to take
official action or render advice. It can
include boards, councils, authorities,
commissions, and committees.

The Sunshine Act defines an "agency"
as the "body and all committees thereof
that are authorized to render advice or
take official action" on behalf of the
governing body.

2. What's considered a meeting?

The law defines a meeting as "any
prearranged gathering of an agency
which is attended or participated in by a
quorum of the members of an agency
held for the purpose of deliberating
agency business or taking official
action."

Note that the Sunshine Act applies any
time a quorum deliberates agency
business or takes official action, no
matter the physical location of those
deliberations or actions.

The use of the term "prearranged" does
not allow agencies to thwart the intent
of the Sunshine Act simply by holding
an unscheduled discussion about
agency business.

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3. What's considered official action?

The definition of "official action"
includes four categories:
1. Recommendations made by an

agency pursuant to statute, ordinance or
executive order.

2. The establishment of policy by an
agency.

3. The decisions on agency business
made by an agency.

4. The vote taken by any agency on any
motion, proposal, resolution, rule,
regulation, ordinance, report or order.

4. What's considered agency
business?

The law defines agency business as "the
framing, preparation, making or
enactment of laws, policy or
regulations, the creation of liability by

contract or otherwise or the
adjudication of rights, duties and
responsibilities."  Agency  business
specifically does not  include

administrative action (i.e., the execution
or carrying out of previously approved
official action or policies).

5. What's considered deliberation?

Deliberation is defined as the
"discussion of agency business held for
the purpose of making a decision."

6. What notice must an agency
provide prior to public meetings?

For regular public meetings, agencies
(including committees) must provide at
least three days advance notice prior to
the first regularly scheduled meeting of
the calendar or fiscal year, along with
all further scheduled meetings for the
remainder of the calendar or fiscal year.

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The notice — which must include the
date, time, and location of the meetings
— must be printed in a paid newspaper
of general circulation. A notice must
also be posted at the location(s) where
the meetings are to take place.

For a special or rescheduled public
meeting, agencies must provide at least
24 hours advance notice, with the
notice bring printed in a paid
newspaper of general circulation and
posted at the location where the
meeting is to take place.

Although not required by the Sunshine
Act, including the purpose of a
meeting, particularly a special meeting,
is a good practice followed by many
agencies. Some local government
statutes, such as the Borough Code,
require the subject to be included in
special meeting notices. (See 8 Pa.C.S.
§1006.)

7. Can the public comment during
public meetings?

Yes. The Sunshine Act gives the public
the right to comment on issues "that are
or may be before the board." Agencies
must provide a reasonable opportunity
for residents and/or taxpayers to
comment on an issue before a decision
takes place.

Agencies are permitted to establish
rules to oversee public comment by, for
example, limiting the time for each
commenter. The OOR encourages
agencies to take care when imposing
time limits on public comment. Three
minutes is a common limit and may be
more than enough at most public
meetings. However, it may not be
adequate at certain meetings, such as
when a complex draft budget is being
discussed. It can be a good practice to

commenters over others.

Agencies are also permitted to limit
comment to residents and taxpayers of
the area served by the agency.

8. Can the public ask questions
during the comment period?

Yes. Although members of the agency
are not required to provide an answer, it
is a good practice to do so whenever
possible. Answering questions can
demonstrate a commitment to helping
constituents and, in many cases,
answering questions informally at a
public meeting can reduce future
requests under the Right-to-Know Law,
which saves time and money for both
the agency and the commenter /
requester.

9. Can public meetings be recorded?

Yes. The Sunshine Act allows meetings
to be recorded with an audio recorder or
a video recorder. It also allows agencies
to issue reasonable rules concerning the
use of recording devices in order to
avoid any disruptions. However, such
rules cannot be an attempt to prevent a
member of the public from recording a
meeting.

The law does not require the recording
of a public meeting to be announced in
advance; however, it may be helpful for
the chairperson in the opening
statements to alert the public that the
meeting might be recorded.

10. Must agencies keep minutes of
their public meetings?

Yes. Agencies are required to record
the time, date, and place of their
meetings; the names of the members
present, the substance of all official
action taken during the meetings, and a
record of how each individual voted.
The minutes must also include the
names of all citizens who appeared
officially and the subject of their
testimony.

11. What if a quorum is not present
at the public meeting?

An agency cannot legally take official
action if a quorum is not present. A
quorum is the minimum number or
majority of voting members of an
agency that must be present in order for
the agency to conduct business. The
number of members needed to form a
quorum varies by the type of agency
involved.

12. Can agency members participate
in a meeting via telephone or video
conference?

Yes. Agency members may participate
in meetings by telephone or video
conference. In addition, members
participating in this manner count for
purposes of determining whether a
quorum 1is present. See Babac v. Penn.
Milk Marketing Bd., 613 A.2d 551 (Pa.
1992). ("[A] quorum of members can
consist of members not physically
present at the meeting but who
nonetheless participate in the meeting
and ... such quorum can take official
action, provided that, the absent

13. Can an agency have a closed
meeting?

An agency may discuss certain matters
in Executive Session, which is not held
in public. Section 708 of the Sunshine
Act enumerates seven reasons an
agency may hold an Executive Session:
1. Discussing personnel matters;

2. Holding an information, strategy and
negotiation session related to the
negotiation of a collective bargaining
agreement;

3. Considering the purchase or lease of
real property;

4. Consulting with an attorney about
active or pending litigation;

5. Discussing agency business which, if
conducted in public, would violate a
lawful privilege or lead to the
disclosure of  information or
confidentiality protected by law;

6. Discussing certain academic matters
(this reason is specifically limited to
certain institutions of higher education);

14. Can official action be taken at a
closed meeting?

No. Official action cannot be taken
during Executive Session or a closed
gathering. All official actions must be
taken during the public portion of a
meeting.

15. Can agency members discuss
agency business via email and/or
social media?

An agency member is permitted to
discuss agency business with members
of the public, whether by email or
social media (or in person, on the
telephone, via postal mail, etc.). In
many cases, such communications are
public records available under the
Right-to-Know Law.

However, voting members of an agency
are not permitted to deliberate except at
a public meeting. In other words,
agency members exchanging opinions
about an upcoming vote or encouraging
other agency members to vote a
particular way in an email discussion or
a discussion held via social media
would violate the Sunshine Act.

16. What legal remedies are available
for violations of the Sunshine Act?

Section 710.1(c) of the Sunshine Act
permits anyone attending a public
meeting to object to a perceived
violation at any time during the
meeting.  Additionally, for state
agencies, a member of the public can
file a legal challenge with the
Commonwealth  Court. For local
agencies, a member of the public can
file a legal challenge with the local
Court of Common Pleas.

Any legal challenge must be filed with
the appropriate court within 30 days of
the public meeting in which the alleged
infraction occurred. If the alleged
infraction occurred during a closed
meeting, the legal challenge must be
filed within 30 days of the discovery of
the infraction, as long as it is no longer
than one year from when the meeting
was held.

In December 2020, a Judge in

Westmoreland County found that
agency officials violated the Sunshine
Act and ordered them to take a training
course from the OOR.

17. Are there penalties for violating
the Sunshine Act?

Yes. In addition to being assessed
attorneys' fees, any member of an
agency who is found to have willfully
violated the Act can face criminal
charges and subject to fines of $100 to
$1,000 for the first offense, and $500 to
$2,000 for the second offense. Any fine
must be paid personally; an agency
cannot pay the fine.

A court can also award attorney fees to
the prevailing party if the court
determines that either (1) an agency
willfully or with wanton disregard
violated the Sunshine Act or (2) the
legal challenge was of a frivolous
nature or was brought with no
substantial justification.

To the extent anyone knows or suspects
that a criminal violation of the Sunshine
Act occurred, the County District
Attorney in which the agency is located
has jurisdiction to decide whether
prosecution of such complaints is
appropriate.

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18. What are the agenda
requirements for the Sunshine Act?

Senate Bill 554 amended the
Pennsylvania Sunshine Act to include
the requirement that agencies post the
agenda for all public meetings at least
24 hours in advance. This change took
effect August 29, 2021 and applies to
all agencies covered by the Act.

The agenda requirement applies to all
regular and Special public meetings,
but does not include work sessions,
conferences and Executive sessions
where official action is not permitted.
The agenda should include all issues to
be deliberated on and any planned
official action, such as votes.

If the agency has a website or other
social media platform that is publicly
accessible, the agenda must be posted
there. Postings are also required at the
agency’s offices, at the meeting site;
and copies of the agenda must be
available for the public at the meeting
itself.

An agency can change the agenda
within the 24-hour threshold provided
the changes are de minimus, involve no
expenditure of funds, and don’t entail
entering into a contract.

The reason for the change must be
announced prior to any official action,
including a vote, the amended agenda
must be posted within 24 hours after the
meeting, and the meeting minutes must
reflect that the change was made. For
recent changes to the law surrounding
agendas, see Coleman v Parkland
School District.

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19. How specific should agenda items
be to conform with the new Sunshine
Act Requirements?

Until the courts weigh in further, Senate
Bill 554 combined with existing
Sunshine Act-related case law provides
some initial perspective and
guidance. What is often referred to as
the “Reading Eagle Case”, cited below,
addresses the specificity of an agenda
used by the agency when announcing
the reasons for entering into Executive
Sessions. Perhaps the best reference is
the words of the Commonwealth Court,
which, in its ruling, cited language from
a similar decision from the Supreme
Court of Mississippi (highlighting
added):

“The reason given, of course, must be
meaningful. It must be more than some
generalized term which in reality tells
the public nothing. To simply say
"personnel matters" or "litigation" tells
nothing. The reason stated must be of
sufficient specificity to inform those
present that there is, in reality, a
specific, discrete matter or area which
the board had determined should be
discussed in executive
session. . . . When a board chairman
tells a citizen he may not hear the board
discuss certain business, he is taking
liberties with the rights of that citizen,
and the reason given for this
interference must be genuine and
meaningful, and one the citizen can
understand. To permit generalized fluff
would frustrate the very purpose of the
Act.”

Most people have heard the word
“gerrymandering” once or twice probably
during a presidential election.

What exactly is gerrymandering? Essentially,
it’s the process of giving one political party
advantage over another political party by
redrawing district lines. It’s like Democrats
trying to gain advantage of a Republicans or
Republicans trying to gain an advantage over
Democrats.

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There are two successful practices, packing a
district and cracking a district.

Packing is the process of drawing district
lines and packing your opponents like cattle,
into as few districts as possible. If more
districts equals more votes, the fewer the
districts there are, the fewer votes the
opposition party will get. Packing, then,
decreases the opponent’s voter strength and
influence.

Cracking is the opposite: taking one district
and cracking it into several pieces. This is
usually done in districts where your opponent
has many supporters. Cracking spreads these
supporters out among many districts, denying
your opponent a lot of votes. When. You have
a large number of people who would
generally vote for one type of party, those
folks are known as a voting bloc. Cracking is
the way to break this all up.

So, when would a party choose to pack their
opponent’s districts rather than crack them?

Well, that really depends on what the party
needs. To dilute your opponent’s voters, you
could pack them into one district and leave
the surrounding districts filled with voters of
your own party. Or, if you and your party are
in power when it’s time to redraw district
lines, you could redraw districts and crack up
a powerful district and spread your
opponent’s voters out across several
neighboring districts.

So, Governor Gerry in 1812 wanted to gain an
advantage for his part, and redrew district
lines in his state in such a crazy way we have
a whole new word and way of thinking about
how political parties can gain advantages over
their opponents. Politicians think of creative
ways to draw districts every few years. So the
next time an election comes around, and
politicians ask people to vote, be sure to look
up the shape of your district and the districts

So, a lesser
known a 1962 redistricting case known as
Baker v. Carr was a surprising answer.

In Baker v. Carr, Chief Justice Warren joined
the majority in ruling that federal courts could
force Tennessee lawmakers to refresh
political maps that had not been updated for
six decades, concentrating power in mostly
rural white communities.

It was the first step in a series of cases in
1960s establishing that every American
deserves equal representation in government
but in the years since a new form of political
disenfranchisement has taken hold, one that
courts have been less willing to challenge.

‘Gerrymandering is a historical problem the
United States has had almost as long as we
have been a Republic.’

‘We are the only Western democracy that
allows legislators to draw their own lines.’

‘You win the elections, you get the power, and
redistricting helps determine who wins those
elections.’

As states across the country gear up for the
once a decade process of redistricting
following the release of the new census data,
it is time to ask, how did we get here.

Did the founders really intend to design a
system where politicians choose their voters?

What, if any, laws, regulations or rules are the
people designing our political maps bound
by?

And can anything be done to make democracy
more ... democratic?

‘Every time we conduct the decennial census,
one of the things that follows is adjusting
political boundaries so that we have about the
same number of people in the same types of
districts’

This is Justin Levit. He is a Constitutional
Law Professor at Loyola Law School and runs
a website called, appropriately enough, ‘All
About Redistricting.” Levit says that, when
building a new democracy, the framers
thought deeply about how they could ensure
each citizen in the sprawling new nation
would have roughly the same amount of
political power... with one appalling
exception.

‘Equal representation is a really important
fundamental constitutional principle.’

Answer the Census, you know, that form you
fill out every ten years that asks about your
age, race and family.

The census exists in part because the framers
needed a way to count population changes
over time so that states could add new
representatives to the areas that had grown in
size.

‘When you have one person representing
hundreds of thousands of people, and one
person representing a couple of thousand
people, the population gets pretty upset about
this disparity. Some  people are
overrepresented, some people are
underrepresented, they do not have enough
voice in the legislature communicating their
wishes for policy.’

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Ultimately, the framers left states and the
politicians that run these states in charge of
refreshing new political boundaries. Almost
immediately those politicians figured out that
they could manipulate the process for political
gain.

‘Many people associate redistricting with
gerrymandering, many people associate
gerrymandering with the early nineteenth
century, 1814 map drawn by Elbridge Gerry.
People perceived that this one district was
drawn purely for political advantage.’

Another way of getting political advantage:
do nothing. This was the approach that the
Tennessee legislature took when it refused to
update its map for sixty years, ultimately
leading to the Baker v. Carr decision.

This 1959 photo shows the mayor of
Nashville humorously pointing out that, as a
result of the stale maps, rural counties with
more pigs than people had greater
representation than big urban centers.

‘It was a little bit of naivete and a little bit of
blind spot for the founders not to have
anticipated the legislative instinct to preserve
their own self-interest, and the partisan self-
interest when deciding on representations.’

Until Baker v. Carr federal courts largely
refused in intervene, unwilling to get involved
in what one Justice called ‘the political
thicket” bit the ‘one person one vote’ cases
that arose out of the civil rights movement
finally required states to ensure that all
citizens have equal representation.

Problem solved? — Not exactly! After Baker

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option but the politicians in charge of
redistricting still had one powerful tool at
their disposal.

‘So if you have the State House, the State
Senate and the Governor all controlled by the
same political party, then in most states that
political party would be able to parle those
legislative and executive advantages into
drawing congressional and state legislative
districts that would advantage their party.

Over the years both parties have practiced the
dark art of gerrymandering. Democrats have
molded maps in their favor in states like
Maryland and Illinois but after racking up
government trifactas in states across the
country in 2010 elections, Republicans used
their power to take gerrymandering to the
next level.

‘Partisan bias, largely from gerrymandering,
currently gives the Republican Party a net
benefit of 16 or 17 seats in the US House of
Representatives.

‘What we are trying to make sure happens is
that we get a truer system, where we draw
lines that do not favor one party over the
other, and, most fundamentally, doesn’t allow
politicians to pick their voters.’

Eric Holder, served as President Obama
Attorney General. He has re-teamed with his
former boss to try to end extreme partisan
redistricting.

Holder says all Americans, no matter their
party, should care about how and why
politicians are grouping them together.

‘Gerrymandering is the prime reason why we
are so polarized as the nation. When you have
these ‘safe seats’ and the person in one of
those safe seats is more concerned about a
primary election than about the general
election, which means that that this person
caters to the extremes in his party’

So how is this even legal? While law varies
by state, lawmakers have very few restraints.

‘Generally, you want maps to respect county
and city boundaries wherever possible, and
you also have to be mindful about protecting
the voting rights of racial and ethnic
minorities.’

And thanks to ‘one person one vote’, there is
that whole equal representation mandate.

But one thing seems to be fine and totally
legal, at least for now, crafting maps purely to
give your party an unfair advantage

‘The US Supreme Court has said that
partisan  gerrymandering claims can be
adjudicated in the federal courts but that
there is still the possibility that state political
parties can sue against the districting maps in
State courts.’

‘The use of these commissions means that you
are taking politicians, interested politicians,
out of the equation and letting a disinterested
body, these non-partisan commissions, draw
the lines. That’s the way to finally irradicate
the gerrymandering problem.’

Of course, not everyone agrees. Former
Wisconsin governor Scott Walker, who chairs
a Republican redistricting group, thinks
politicians should ultimately be left in charge
of this process.

‘There is a lot of folks out there, unelected
bureaucrats, these commissions they create,
which are clearly partisan... they put power
in the hands of people who are aren’t elected

Whatever the solution, polls show that both
the majority of Democrats and the majority of
Republicans dislike partisan gerrymandering
but until states or Congress change how we
do redistricting, politicians will continue to
rig the game in their favor.

‘What is at stake is our democracy. If we want
to unravel this problem, we have to pull the
cord of gerrymandering and get it out of the
system, and [ think then a lot of positive
things, which we all want in our system, will
begin to flow’

Why redistrict?

As states and communities grow and change,
peoples’ representation in government begins
to get out of balance.

Redistricting brings everything back into
balance to make sure that every
Washingtonian is represented fairly in the
state Legislature and the U.S. Congress.

The U.S. and state constitutions require that
each congressional and legislative district
represent roughly equal numbers of people
and keep groups who have common minority
interests together to make sure political power
is fairly distributed.

Has Washington always had a

Redistricting Commission?

No. Until 1983, the state Legislature was in
charge of redrawing the boundaries of
Washington’s legislative and Congressional
voting districts.

But it was not a fair process, so the voters of
the state approved a constitutional amendment
to give redistricting authority to an
independent Redistricting Commission. The
first time the Redistricting Commission
redrew voting district boundaries was in 1991

How are the commissioners appointed and
who may serve?

Every 10 years, following completion of the
U.S. Census, the Redistricting Commission is
formed.

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The commission has five members: two from
each of the majority party caucuses (this year,
two Democrats and two Republicans), and a
non-partisan, non-voting Chair.

A commissioner may be any registered state
voter who meets the following requirements:

e Is not a current registered lobbyist,
or former lobbyist within one year
before appointment

e Is not a current elected official or
an elected state, district, or county
party official

e Has not held such a position for
two years prior to appointment

e Will not campaign for elective
office or actively participate in or
contribute to a state or federal
candidate running for office

e Will not campaign for a state
legislative office or for Congress
for two years after the new
redistricting plan takes effect.

The 2021 redistricting project will be the
fourth time the Commission has formed for
this task. The Commission is dissolved when
the redistricting is done.

What criteria have to be considered in
redrawing voting district boundaries?

State and federal law tells us how the
redrawing of voting district boundaries must
happen. Legislative and Congressional voting
district boundaries must be drawn to:

e Encompass, as nearly as can be
done (or is “practicable”) equal
numbers of people.

possible, boundaries of cities,
counties,  neighborhoods  and
communities that have common
interests are respected, and their
division minimized.

e Make sure they do not favor or

discriminate against any
incumbent, candidate, or political
party.

What preparations are being made for the
2021 Redistricting Commission?

The Secretary of State’s office is preparing
for the 2021 Redistricting Commission by
ensuring all of our state and local partners
have the highest quality data. We are also
partnered with the Office of Financial
Management to suggest Census block
boundaries based on voting precincts and city
boundaries. We have prepared a timeline of
our redistricting process.

Additionally, we have prepared a list of
archived hearings and presentations related
to redistricting.

What changes are expected for the 2021
Redistricting project?

While the Census has not happened, the
Elections department has prepared maps for
both Congressional Districts and Legislative
Districts.

Attending one of these meetings and
leaving a comment will make sure your
suggestions will be considered. If you can’t
make one of these events, your views can be
left by email or phone.

Additionally, during the Redistricting project,
the commission will be accepting map
proposals from the Public.

While the exact method of submitting a
proposal has yet to be determined, you can
begin planning now.

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Upon the adoption of the Constitution of the
United States of America in 1789, the United
States was established as a democratic
republic with the role of government clearly
articulated in its preamble

“We the People of the United States, in Order
to form a more perfect Union, establish
Justice, insure domestic Tranquility, provide
for the common defense, promote the general
Welfare, and secure the Blessings of Liberty
to ourselves and our Posterity, do ordain and
establish this Constitution for the United
States of America.”

Through the Constitution, “the People” are
viewed as the source of government
legitimacy, and government exists to secure
their rights and freedoms.

And so, in the United States, the federal
government affords the people significant
authority to determine how their communities
are governed locally.

To this end, the United States is divided into
50 states, which adopt their own constitutions
and are extended substantial autonomy in how
they manage their affairs—provided they
preserve the rights of the people as
enumerated in the U.S. Constitution.
Likewise, each state (through their own
constitutions, laws, and policies) further
recognizes the authority of the people to
establish laws and ordinances within localized
geographic areas. Consequently, the United
States has one of the most complex and
diverse local governance structures in the
world with vast differences in form and
function not only from state-to-state, but
within states as well.

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Counties

Each state has established geographic areas
most commonly referred to as a “county.” In
Louisiana, they are called a “parish,” and in
Alaska they are referred to as a “borough.”
These geographic regions have specific
boundaries and were originally formed as
administrative arms of the state government
to provide  greater  oversight and
implementation of state laws and mandates.
However, as populations grew and demands
for services increased beyond the capacity of
the state, most states granted greater authority
to counties to meet those demands.

Today, nearly every state has organized
county governments that operate
independently from each other with powers
expressly granted through the state.

Rhode Island and Connecticut have
geographic areas called counties, but they do
not have county government organizations.
States maintain a high level of authority and
mandate counties to meet state-adopted levels
of service and to deliver state services and
programs within their jurisdictions. States
also have the authority to stipulate how
counties can levy taxes upon their residents
and enumerate the powers counties actually
possess.

Municipalities

In the late 19th century, the industrialization
of American society sparked a population
boom in cities and towns.

This accelerated the demand for commercial
enterprise and ultimately increased service
levels that counties were largely unable to

manage.
States granted authorities for municipalities to
become incorporated and establish

government structures to address the needs of
the people—primarily including sanitation,
utilities, infrastructure, public safety, and

activities.

The lack of consistency from state to state in
classification of municipalities, along with
differences in power and authority granted to
municipalities, creates significant complexity
and ambiguity in how government operates at
the local level.

In most states, municipalities are referred to
as cities, towns (with the exception of the six
New England states, New York, and
Wisconsin), villages, and boroughs (with the
exception of New York and Alaska). States
establish criteria (population, land area,
infrastructure, etc.) and legal processes
required to incorporate municipalities.

In most states, counties still have obligations
to deliver certain programs and services to
residents inside their borders with the
exception of cities in Virginia, which are
independent and function primarily in the
same capacity as counties.

There are independent cities in other states,
but they are limited.

Special Districts

States often establish special districts to fulfill
specific government functions with relative
autonomy from any other government entity.
Special districts may operate under a variety
of names, most commonly as a “bureau,”
“commission,” “‘authority,” or “district.”
Special districts have specific authorities
granted by the state and often include the
capacity to receive revenue through taxes,
levies or fees, and may have the authority to
receive grants or incur debt to finance
projects. Boards may be elected or appointed
by the appropriate governing body.

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FORMS OF GOVERNMENT

Just as the types of localities vary from state
to state and even within state borders, so too
are the forms of government rather disparate
at the local level.

Since the governance structure of special
districts are largely determined by statute with
little opportunity for public input on the form
or function of the special district, our
emphasis here is on the forms of government
chosen by the people in counties and
municipalities.

Additionally, this article articulates the broad
principles underlying the primary forms of
governance to offer insight into the benefits
and challenges of each form. Yet, it is
important to note that there are modified
versions and different names for these forms
of government found throughout the country.

Mayor-Council

The mayor-council form of government is the
original model of municipal government in
the United States.

Under the mayor-council form  of
government, the mayor serves as the
executive overseeing the daily operations and
administration of government.

While a candidate’s professional experience
may be a factor for voters in the election
process, the only requirement to run for office
is that the candidate reside within the
jurisdiction and be eligible to run for public
office under state laws.

The mayor in a mayor-council system is
generally elected at-large and serves as the
executive of the government operations. The
powers granted to the mayor vary in different
municipalities and exist along a continuum
from stronger to weaker, but generally the
mayor has the autonomy in hiring and firing
department heads, developing the budget, and
administering the operations of government.

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The council is elected by the people to
represent their interests and serves as the
policy-making body. The mayor is separate
from the council and has no voting rights on
policy decisions.

Council members may be elected at-large or
by district/ward or a combination thereof.
Council has the authority to pass ordinances
and establish policies to which the residents
must abide.

However, the mayor’s power to veto such
actions and the inability of council to direct
government to accomplish goals and
outcomes limits the ability of council to
achieve the outcomes they desire if the mayor
disagrees with the council position.

Counties operating under an “elected
executive” form of government are very
similar to the municipal mayor-council form.
In this form of government, an executive is
elected at-large by residents with powers
similar to that of a municipal mayor and a
legislative body is elected (typically by
district) with powers similar to that of the
council.

Some larger cities operating under the mayor-
council form of government include Houston,
Texas; Boston, Massachusetts; Denver,
Colorado; Los Angeles, California; Chicago,
[linois; and Detroit, Michigan.

Commission

Under a commission form of government,
members of the commission are elected at-
large. As a representative body, the
commission makes policy decisions, passes
local ordinances, and adopts the budget. The
commission also manages the daily
operations of government with each
commissioner given oversight of specific
departments and functions of government. As
the administrator over specific departments,
each  commissioner  presents  budget
recommendations for the departments under

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their purview and hires/fires staff within those
departments and agencies.

Because each commissioner separately
oversees particular divisions of government,
commission forms of government have less
consistency in leadership or operations across
the organization. And so, very few cities
operate under the commission form of
government any longer. Portland, Oregon,
remains the only large city operating under
the commission form. However, several
counties across the country operate under a
commission form.

Council-Manager

In the early 20th century, municipalities
sought ways to reduce the political corruption
prevalent in strong mayor cities. At the time,
“political machines” were headed by a “boss”
who determined which candidates could run
for political office within a particular party.

In many major U.S. cities, bosses wielded
significant influence though rarely held any
political office themselves or had any check
upon their power by the people.

In cities where corruption was rampant,
mayors and their appointed government staff
were able to leverage their positions to solicit
bribes and punish political adversaries.

The council-manager system was established
as a way to reduce the likelihood of public
corruption in government. Under the council-
manager form of government, the mayor,
along with each council member, collectively
comprise the council as a singular policy-
making body. Thus, the mayor and the
councilmembers each have an equal voice and
all vote on the policy decisions. The mayor
has the additional authority to set the agenda,
run the council meetings, and serves as the
figurehead for the city. However, because the
mayor is an equal member of the council, he
or she has no authority to veto or otherwise

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alter the majority decision of the council of
which the mayor is a member.

The council (inclusive of the mayor) hires a
manager/administrator to manage the day-to-
day operations of the government. City
managers/administrators are responsible for
hiring government employees based on
professional qualifications and competitive
service.

City managers remain accountable to the
people through the people’s elected
representatives on the council. If the city
manager fails to meet the council’s
expectations, they may be fired at any time
and replaced through a simple majority vote
of the council.

City managers are ethically prohibited from
participating in political activities. As
articulated in the ICMA Code of Ethics, city
managers must “Refrain from all political
activities which undermine public confidence
in  professional  administrators.”  City
managers may not donate money to
campaigns, advocate for political candidates,
run for elected office, or otherwise position
themselves as political actors.

This assures that the confidence of the public
that the city manager serves all people equally
regardless of political interests.

Some larger cities operating under the
council-manager form of government include
Austin, Texas; Olympia, Washington;
Phoenix, Arizona; Sacramento, California;
and Charlotte, North Carolina. Many counties
operate under a county manager or
commission-administrator form of
government, which are generally similar to
the municipal council-manager form of
government.

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Town Meeting/Representative Town
Meeting

Town meeting is a form of direct democracy
whereby every eligible voter comes together
during a public town meeting to vote on
policy issues and adopt the municipal budget.

Representative town meeting has an elected
representative board to represent the interests
of the people and are the only ones permitted
to vote on policy issues and budget adoption.
Decisions on how to manage daily operations
is determined through policy as adopted
during town meetings.

Town meeting and representative town

meeting are practiced almost exclusively in
New England towns and townships.

CONCLUSION

Ultimately, residents look to their local
government to provide programs and services
that enhance the quality of life of the people
in the community.

The one constant across all forms of
government is a fundamental belief in a
democratic system whereby policies are voted
on to guide government action.

Where the distinction between the forms of
government emerges is the degree to which
professionals are relied upon to deliver
programs and services approved through that
deliberative process and the level of authority
the people have to directly put in place
individuals to lead local government.

In the United States, there is an expectation
that the local government respond to the will
of the people. The extent to which the
majority of voters believe that is best
accomplished through direct democracy

As demands for efficient, effective, and
equitable government increase, so too does
the need for individuals with specific training
and experience to manage government
operations.

Likewise, as partisan politics influence local
government decision-making, expectations
for elected representatives solidify around
party platform positions.

Regardless of the form of government, the
trend for greater professionalism and reduced
political influence in the administration of
government has increased over the years as
professional administration has proven to be a
critical component to effective local
government.

What Does The State/Local Government Do?

The Tenth Amendment declares, "The powers
not delegated to the United States by the
Constitution, nor prohibited by it to the states,
are reserved to the states respectively, or to the
people."

In other words, states have all powers not
granted to the federal government by the
Constitution.

These powers have taken many different forms.

States must take responsibility for areas such as:
ownership of property:

- education of inhabitants

- implementation of welfare and other benefits

- programs and distribution of aid

- protecting people from local threats

- maintaining a justice system

- setting up local governments such as counties
and municipalities

The term county is often used to describe two
different meanings:

a substate unit of general purpose government,
or

a substate census geography of a state.

The term county includes parishes in
Louisiana, boroughs in Alaska and city-county
consolidations.

Counties are so present in our everyday lives
that we sometimes overlook the many ways
counties help our communities thrive. Often
behind the scenes, nearly 38,000 county elected
officials and a workforce of 3.6 million public
servants, counties are responsible for
maintaining roads and bridges, caring for our
physical and mental health, administering our
elections, ensuring public safety, strengthening
environmental stewardship and so much more.

INTRODUCTION

Counties are one of America's oldest forms of
government, dating back to 1634 when the first
county governments (shires) were established
along the eastern shores of Virginia. The
organization and structure of today's 3,069
county governments are chartered under state
constitutions or laws and are tailored to fit the
needs and characteristics of states and local
areas..

County governments and our elected and
appointed county leaders are instrumental
partners in our nation's intergovernmental
system of federal, state, local and tribal
officials. This system includes sub-state local
compliance, delivery, management and
implementation of federal laws, regulations,
mandates and services.

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Counties are diverse in structure and how we
deliver services to our communities. In general,
states authorize and set the roles and
responsibilities of county  governments.
Counties are governed by locally elected
officials and, in some instances, operate under
home rule authority, which allows for more
local flexibility and control with structural,
functional and fiscal powers. Though the
governance and organizational structures vary
nationally and even within a state, all county,
parish and borough governments are on the
front lines of delivering vital services to
residents. Counties invest more than $600
billion, collectively, each year.

Nationally, county governments are governed
by 19,355 elected county policy board
members (serving as the county legislative
branch and/or executive branch) and elected
executives (executive branch). These elected
officials are primarily responsible for the
budgets and fiscal oversight of the county, as
well as setting the general policies of the

county.
In addition, 18,629 independently elected
county officials, often referred to as

"constitutional officers" or "row officers",
provide important leadership and management
of specific county functions, such as sheriffs,
district attorneys, county attorneys, clerks of
the court, assessors, auditors, clerks, recorders,
coroners, election administrators and treasurers.

In some cases, these positions may be political

or career officials appointed by the county
board or another governing body.

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WHAT IS A COUNTY?

A county is the primary legal division of most
states for which the U.S. Census Bureau
releases data -- i.e., the geography of an area
with county boundaries. In Louisiana, a
county is known as a parish. In Alaska, a
county is known as a borough.

A county, as defined by the U.S. Census
Bureau, may have a county government or may
be considered a county equivalent for statistical
purposes.

Three thousand and sixty-nine (3,069)
counties have county governments, which
include 42 city-county consolidations, the
District of Columbia and two independent
cities (Baltimore City, Md. and St. Louis City,
Mo.) considered county governments under
their state constitution or city charter.

For example, in Alaska some boroughs have
city-borough consolidations or municipality-
borough consolidations.

The U.S. Census Bureau considers a county
equivalent to be an unorganized area bearing
county designations, an independent city or the
District of Columbia. According to the U.S.
Office of Management (OMB), there are 3,143
counties and county equivalents, for geographic
reference and statistical purposes, in the United
States.

Some examples of county equivalents are as
follows:

The state of Alaska and the U.S. Census
Bureau created the Alaska census areas, which
are unorganized areas and considered as
counties for statistical purposes.

The U.S. Census Bureau considers each of the
five boroughs of New York City as counties for
statistical purposes, but the boroughs no longer
have their own county governments.

New York City serves as a consolidated city-

maintaining its own municipality with limited
government functions.

The U.S. Census Bureau counts Kalawao
County, Hawaii, as a county equivalent for
statistical purposes, but the county does not
have its own county government. Rather,
Kalawao County is a judicial district of Maui
County's government and is administered by
the Hawaii Department of Health. The
government of Maui County serves the islands
of Maui, Moloka'i, Lana'i and Kaho'olawe.

All the counties in Connecticut and Rhode
Island and seven county areas in Massachusetts
no longer have county governments, so they are
considered counties for statistical purposes
only. Connecticut abolished all county
governments in 1960 but still retained the
former eight counties for elections and other
administrative purposes, though the state
transitioned to nine planning regions in 2024.
Similarly, Rhode Island has counties that exist
only for judicial administration purposes.
Massachusetts, too, abolished 8 of its 14 county
governments between 1997 and 2000, retaining

county governments only in  eastern
Massachusetts with limited governmental
functions.

Four states (Maryland, Missouri, Nevada and
Virginia) have independent cities. The U.S.
Census Bureau treats all independent cities as
county equivalents for statistical purposes, but
some have both municipality status and county
government authority. For example, Baltimore
City (Md.) and St. Louis City (Mo.) are
considered county governments under their
respective state constitutions and Carson City
(Nev.) under its city charter. In contrast, the 38
independent cities in Virginia are designated
only as incorporated areas under Virginia state
law, meaning the cities are NOT within a
county boundary

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WHAT IS A COUNTY GOVERNMENT?

A county government is an organized entity
with governmental character which covers the
area of a county or county equivalent.

County governments have sufficient
discretion in the management of their own
affairs to be independent general purpose
units of government. Depending on the state,
county governments are also known as parish
governments (in Louisiana) or borough
governments (in Alaska).

Most often, a county government provides
services to residents in both unincorporated and
incorporated areas of the county.

Incorporated areas of a county are governed by
municipalities with their own government,
having been established and organized as a
municipal corporation as permitted under state
law.

Thus, residents in incorporated areas of a
county receive municipal and county services.

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In contrast, unincorporated areas of a county do
not have a municipal government and are not
organized to provide any municipal services to
residents in these areas.

NACo considers an entity to be a county
government if it is recognized as a county
government under the state constitution,
state law or by charter.

There are 42 counties that are city-county
consolidations, the District of Columbia,
incorporated counties (Los Alamos, N.M.) and
independent cities that are considered county
governments under their state constitution
(Baltimore City, Md.; St. Louis City, Mo.) or
city charter (Carson City, Nev.).

NACo refers to these 42 counties as "city-
county consolidations" because they have both
county and municipality authorities. Most
often, a city-county consolidation has a jail (not
a temporary holding facility) and/or provides
health care services for residents. Justice and
public safety and health and hospitals are often
top county investments.

Several of the nation's largest U.S. cities are
city-county consolidations, and many acquired
this status more than a century ago. For
example, the county governments of the NYC
boroughs consolidated with the New York City
government in 1898. As a result, New York
City is a city-county consolidation which
counts as one county government, but five

county geographies for census statistical
purposes.

Alaska has the largest share of city-county
consolidations (eight of the 19 boroughs). The
latest city-county consolidation took place in
2014 in Georgia, between the city of Macon
and Bibb County.

The number of county governments and
county equivalents is not static; counties can
change to meet the needs of local residents.

The latest county established in the U.S. was
the City and County of Broomfield, Colo.,
which formed in 2001, while Petersburg
Borough, Alaska, was the latest county
geography to incorporate and form a county
government in 2013. County equivalents have
seen even more recent changes: the Chugach
and Copper River Census Areas in Alaska
formed in 2019 (as statistical areas), and
beginning in 2024, the Census formally
recognized  Connecticut's nine planning
regions, each with a council of governments, as
county equivalents, in place of its eight
historical county geographies

Like the federal government, county
governments have executive, legislative and
judicial powers.

These powers are exercised only within the
framework of state and federal constitutional
and statutory law.

These powers are distributed across the county
board, county agencies and county offices,
including independently elected officials.

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County Board and "Traditional"
Government Form

Under the most common "traditional" form of
local government structure, the county boards
generally exercise executive and legislative
powers.

Depending on the state, county boards are often
known as: commissions, councils, assemblies,
fiscal courts, levy court commissions, county
legislatures and commissioners' courts.

The board is typically responsible for adopting
the county budget, overseeing county finances,
shaping local public policy, approving the
hiring of county employees and, in some cases,
economic development and planning activities.

The members of county boards have a variety
of titles, depending on the state, such as
commissioners, supervisors, council members,
assembly members, board members, justices of
the peace (Arkansas) and police jurors
(Louisiana).

In most New Jersey counties, the county
governing body was known previously as the
board of chosen frecholders, until recent state
law changed to board of commissioners.

County board members are elected by district,
at- large (by the entire county) or a
combination. There are nearly 19,000 elected
county board members, plus about 700 elected
county executives.

Constitutional "Row'" Officers

Outside of the legislative and executive
branches of county government, there are more
than 18,600 other independently elected county
officers responsible for specific county
functions.

Certain counties, especially some under Home
Rule, are granted flexibility in adjusting
separately-elected positions to meet local
needs, whether by adding or removing
positions, or by converting positions from
elected to appointed.

GLOSSARY OF MOST COMMON
COUNTY ELECTED OFFICIALS

Like the federal government, America's
3,069 county governments are designed with
"checks and balances" of authorities,
mandates and functions across executive,
legislative and judicial duties.

These responsibilities are exercised within the
framework of state and federal constitutional
and statutory law.

County boards, led by nearly 19,500 elected
officials nationally, generally exercise
executive and legislative powers, including
oversight of the county budget, policies and
general operations. In more than 700 counties,
the executive function is led or shared by a
chief executive who is elected countywide.

Nationwide, more than 18,600 independently
elected officials, often referred to as
"constitutional" or '"row" officers, are also
elected for specific county functions.

Appointed County Administrator

Some county positions with the title county
executive/ county executive officer are not
elected county executives, but appointed (for
example, in a number of California, New
Mexico and Virginia counties). They fulfill the
function of appointed county administrators
and/or managers.

The majority of county administrators are
appointed by the county board, but a minority
of county administrators are appointed by the
elected county executive or by both the elected
executive and the county board.

Eighty-three (83) counties have both an

appointed administrator and an elected
executive. In 36 of these counties, the
executive appoints the administrator. All

Maryland counties, for example, have an
administrator. The administrator is appointed
the elected executive in the nine Maryland
counties which have an executive, plus
Baltimore City, and by the county council in
the remaining 14 counties.

The county administrator is typically the top
appointed career official of the county.
Administrators serve the county's legislative
body by carrying out the policies and
procedures established by its members.
Generally, the administrator oversees the daily
operations of the county government, including
the formation of the county budget and
management of programs and services.
Administrators may also partner with the
private sector, nonprofits, academia and others
for the benefit of the community.

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JUDICIAL BRANCH

Depending on the state, county attorneys
(such as district attorneys or prosecutors)
and magistrates may carry out the judicial
power of counties in accordance with state
law.

Variations exist from state to state with respect
to whether these positions are considered part
of the judicial branch or executive branch of
local government. Often, the classification
depends on the nature of the position. In
Indiana and New Mexico, for example, the
district attorney is considered part of the
judicial branch.

In California, the county attorney is a distinct
position from the district attorney which is
appointed by the board and part of the
executive branch.

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Typically, a district attorney will serve the
same function as a prosecutor in bringing
criminal cases to court.

A county attorney generally handles civil legal
issues, though will sometimes also function as
a district attorney in handling criminal cases,
especially in more rural, unincorporated areas.

The judicial branch is particularly complex at
the county level.

Overall, judicial organization can be grouped
into single county or multi-county. In a single
county system, courts are organized along
county lines; in a multi-county system, courts
are shared among counties or organized along
district lines.

Just under half (46 percent) of states have
single county local judicial systems, while the
remainder (54 percent) have multi-county
judicial organization.

Even though judicial organization may be
organized along county lines, local
administration may differ.

The judicial system can be run by the county,
state or mixture of the two.

Most court administration is run by the state,
except in a handful of states like Maryland,
Minnesota, Ohio and Texas where the counties
play a larger role.

COUNTY FINANCES

County boards approve the final budget, similar
to how Congress adopts the federal budget. In
most counties with an elected county executive
or appointed county administrator, these
officials are often responsible for developing
the initial budget preparation. In total, county
governments invest more than $600 billion
annually, based on U.S. Census of
Governments data.

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The large majority of the funding that counties
use to provide services is generated by the
county government itself, sourcing taxes and
fees from residents and businesses. County
governments generate 71 percent of all our own
county revenue. Less than one third (29
percent) come from other governmental
entities, namely federal (4 percent) and state
(24 percent) governments, with variations by
state and county.

Overall, the top source of revenue for county
governments is property taxes, which provides
counties with $158 billion of revenue each
year, or one third (34 percent) of all county-
generated revenue. Tax revenue as a whole
provides over half (54 percent) of all county-
generated revenue. Sales taxes are the second
largest tax category, providing $53 billion (11
percent of county-generated revenue). Tax
revenue is especially important to county
governments because it mostly goes into
county general funds, thus allowing for the
most flexibility in investing the funding back
into the community.

Charges and fees comprise the overall second
largest category of county revenues, providing
$110 billion, or one quarter (23 percent) of
county-generated revenue. These revenues,
however, generally do not provide any
flexibility to the local government, but are
rather a "dollar in, dollar out" category of
revenue which encompasses funding that goes
directly to provide a specific service or to
reimburse the government for a service already
provided. Some common examples include
court and recording fees, public library charges,
parks and recreation charges (including
camping areas, swimming pools, museums and
other facilities operated by the county),
highway tolls, public hospital charges and
revenue associated with public housing
projects. These types of charges come directly
from a specific government service and support
that service directly.

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When it comes to large investments, most
counties turn to debt financing to make the
investment more quickly without having to
wait to save up cash. Whether investing in
capital infrastructure or helping the community
recover from a disaster, there are certain times
when general fund revenues cannot cover the
necessary expenditures, so debt financing
becomes an invaluable financial tool.
Typically, a local government will issue bonds
to borrow money, though some may qualify for
certain state or federal loan programs, or even
take out a short-term loan from a bank or other
financial institution.

Thirty-one (31) states allow counties to
implement some kind of local sales tax,
though states tend to restrict sales taxes more
than property taxes, sometimes only allowing
sales tax revenue to be levied for specific
purposes.

In Colorado, for example, counties may collect
a sales tax only for public safety improvements.
Depending on the state, counties may also
collect a local income tax, a tax on short-term
rentals, a fuel tax or one of a variety of other
taxes.

County revenues are important for the services
they enable counties to provide.

The top four investment categories for counties
are Health and Human Services ($163 billion
or 27 percent), Justice and Public Safety ($107
billion or 18 percent), Education ($103 billion
or 17 percent) and Transportation ($61 billion
or 10 percent).

At the state level, the top county investment
categories vary based on county priorities and
authority levels, though health and human
services, justice and public safety and
transportation appear in the top most

For counties in 40 states, Justice and Public
Safety services is one of the top two services
on which counties focus. Similarly, in 29 states,
Health and Human services is one of the top
two county investment categories. Only three
states (Hawaii and the Dakotas) have
Transportation as their top county investment
category, but 11 states have Transportation as
their second highest expenditure category and
Transportation ranks third in another 19 states.
Although Education is the third highest
investment category for counties as a whole, it
ranks as the top category in only a few states
(especially, Alaska, Maryland, North Carolina,
Tennessee, Virginia).

While K-12 education is generally a state and
local partnership, the county role in that
partnership varies, as most states designate
authority to independently elected or appointed
school boards. Almost all states mandate the
school boards to raise revenue for schools
through property and other taxes, with the state
contributing the remainder.

Public school districts are only dependent on
county governments in Alaska, Maryland,
North Carolina, Tennessee and Virginia,
meaning counties in those states have a
statutory obligation to directly fund K-12
schools.

In terms of post-secondary education, counties'
decision-making authority varies, though
counties remain critical actors in driving
integration and coordination among human
services, workforce and economic programs to
strengthen career pathways.

All of these county services and expenditures
are dependent both on the authority each
state gives to county governments in state
law, as well as the ability of each county to
raise adequate revenue.

As required by state law, county government
also serves unincorporated areas by providing
such purely local government facilities and
services as highways, police protection,
building inspection, planning and zoning.
Elected county officials oversee most of these
services. A city or village may contract with
the county to receive a service.

Hamilton County has no top executive and no
single overall governing body. Responsibility
for county government is shared by the Ohio
General Assembly that has legislative power;
the county courts that have judicial powers
and a three-person board of county
commissioners and eight other county
officials who have administrative powers.
Also participating in Hamilton County
government are a number of semi-
independent boards and commissions created
by the state, or permitted by state law and
created by the authorities specified when the
need arises.

The chart below describes how major county
functions are divided between the board of
county commissioners, other elected officials,
and various boards and commissions.

Local governments are classified into five
types: county, municipal, township, special
districts and school districts.

County,  municipal and  township
governments are general-purpose
governments. The official count for those
types of governments has not changed
significantly since 2012.

Then there are special districts.

They typically have a shorter lifespan and
higher turnover than general purpose
governments, but the difference in their
counts was also relatively slim between
2012 and 2017: The 2017 Census of
Governments added more than 1,500
special districts and removed roughly
1,260 that are no longer operating.

In some cases, states create them to
provide services to newly- developed
geographic areas.

In other cases, the special purpose activity
or services already exist, but residents
expect a higher level of quality.

For example, a state may have fire
protection  services. = However, the
established governmental structure may
not legally allow the fire district to raise
enough funds to maintain the desired level
of quality services.

That’s when a state may choose to create a
special district. Most special districts can
levy additional property or sales taxes, and
may borrow money to buy or build
facilities by issuing bonds.

Some districts are only active for a limited
time, usually as long as it takes to pay back
a debt.

e In Colorado, the 2017 Census of
Governments added close to 270
metropolitan  districts to the
master list of local governments
in the state.

Metropolitan districts can provide a wide
array of services, such as fire protection,
street improvements, recreation, mosquito
control and television relay services.

These districts can collect property taxes and
issue public debt. That’s why it’s important to
keep track of public funds controlled by these
districts.

Most of the metropolitan districts in Colorado
are development districts created to provide
funding for development projects.

e In Texas, multifunction districts,
called Municipal Utility Districts
(MUDs), also showed growth.
The 2017 Census of Governments
added nearly 200 units to the
master list of local governments
in Texas.

MUDs provide a variety of utility services in
areas not included in a municipality. These
districts can finance developing infrastructure
and housing.

MUDs can incur public debts in the form of
bonds to finance infrastructure and/or
housing, and may dissolve in 15 to 25 years
after the debt is paid in full.

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Development And Water Supply Districts

Financing capital improvement was the
leading force behind special district growth in
Florida.

The 2017 Census of Governments added
about 130 new Community Development
Districts (CDD). In Florida, CDDs may
finance a variety of community development
projects, such as new sewage facilities.

The 2017 Individual State Descriptions
publication provides a comprehensive
description of the governmental organization

for the 50 states and the District of
Columbia.

Some of these districts are similar to
Community  Improvement  Associations

(CIAs) in size and scale of operations. Both
are a result of the housing boom from 2003 to
2008.

The major difference is that CDDs are
considered public government units that enjoy
some tax exemptions, although this comes
with  other regulations and required
transparency in governing these districts.

The 2017 Census of Governments data also
reflect the creation of more water supply
districts in New Mexico. Over 150 Mutual
Domestic Water Consumers Associations
were included as special district governments
since the last census. Other states, including
California, Arkansas, Missouri and
Washington, also added between 10 to 20
water supply districts.

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Fire And Emergency Services Districts

Nationally, Emergency Services Districts
(ESD) that provide local fire protection and
ambulance services have grown this decade:
150 were created from 2012 to 2017 — 130
of them in Texas.

The increase is centered in areas experiencing
the fastest population growth in the country
since the 2010 Census.

Often, ESDs are organized as a funding tool
for existing volunteer fire departments.

These allow volunteer fire districts to collect
additional property and sales taxes to provide
service to their expanding communities.

It can be challenging to find fire-fighting
funding in areas losing population and
experiencing declining property values.

In Arizona, for example, laws passed in 2013
allow fire districts to consolidate into fire
authorities to reduce overhead costs.

The 2017 Census of Governments shows 14
new joint fire authorities in Ohio.

Some township volunteer fire departments
have recently begun to combine personnel,
equipment and property tax revenue to
become official special district governments.

Another way districts can improve emergency
response and rescue operations is by creating
Emergency Communications (911) Districts
to help coordinate resources between

DILLON RULE AND HOME RULE:
PRINCIPLES OF LOCAL
GOVERNANCE

The founding document of the United States,
the Constitution, is silent on local
governments.

Instead, the Ninth and Tenth Amendments
reserve all other powers not previously
delegated or prohibited to the states and the
people.

Therefore, each state is responsible for
granting broad or limited authority to each
local branch of government, such as counties,
municipalities, school districts, and other
political subdivisions.

There are two guiding principles of
governance for local governments: the Dillon
Rule and Home Rule. This Snapshot provides
a basic overview of these principles.

What is the Dillon Rule?

The Dillon Rule is the principal that local
government only exercises (1) powers
expressly granted by the state, (2) powers
necessarily and fairly implied from the grant
of power, and (3) powers crucial to the
existence of local government.

The Dillon Rule is named after lowa Supreme
Court Justice John F. Dillon and is based on a

In the court opinion, Justice Dillon
emphasized that local governments are
considered an extension of the state and

power is distributed to those local
governments  according to the state
constitution.

This philosophy was later reiterated by the
United States Supreme Court in 1907 and
became the guiding principles of local
governments across the country.

What is Home Rule?

Home Rule is granted by state constitution or
state statute and allocates some autonomy to a
local government, if the local government
accepts certain conditions.

Home Rule implies that each level of
government has a separate realm of authority.
Therefore, state power should not infringe on
the authority of local government in certain
areas.

Often, local governments initiate this doctrine
through an organizational plan called a Home
Rule Charter that is adopted by a popular vote
of the people.

What principle does Nebraska follow?

Nebraska is considered a Dillion Rule state,
which means that cities, villages, and other
political subdivisions only have those powers
expressly granted to them by the Legislature.

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The Nebraska Constitution prohibits the
Legislature from passing legislation dealing
with local laws and recognizes the necessary
role of local government.

However, the Nebraska  Constitution
authorizes cities with a population of more
than 5,000 inhabitants to form a government
under Home Rule.

This constitutional provision is considered
self-executing and does not require additional
action by the Legislature.

A city organizing under Home Rule adopts a
Home Rule Charter, which must be consistent
with and is subject to the Constitution and
laws of Nebraska. Lincoln and Omaha are
Nebraska’s only Home Rule cities.

What do other states do?

In other states, Dillon Rule and Home Rule
are implemented in a myriad of ways.

In a majority of states, the Dillon Rule reigns
and local governments exercise only those
expressly granted powers.

There are eight states that apply the Dillon
Rule in very limited circumstances and to
specific local entities.

For example, Indiana only applies the Dillon
Rule to townships.

In addition to Nebraska, 31 states provide for
Home Rule in their state constitutions.

Of these states, 20 recognize Home Rule as a
self-executing power and 11 require enabling
legislation.

As a city government, everything we do is
funded by you, our residents and visitors, and
when it comes to understanding how we
collect and spend that money, it can be, well,
intimidating to say the least.

But there are basic practices and principles
that we follow every year to ensure that we
are spending your money wisely and
supporting the many programs and services
the city provides.

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Let’s just start at the beginning of the process,
where the money comes from. In Roswell,
that revenue is collected in the form of taxes,
like property tax and sales taxes, and other
sources like licenses, permits, and fees for
services. So, what does that mean for you?

Well, let’s just say you just moved into a
$300,000 home here in Roswell. First off,
congratulations!

That’s a big step for you and your family, but
now it’s time to pay your property taxes and
see what exactly that money pays for.

You’ll pay approximately $654 per year in
city property tax. Now, that’s a good chunk of
change but it pays for the city services that we
use throughout the year. So let’s break that
down even further:

Each day you contribute 43 cents to the Police
Department, 23 cents to the Fire Department,
29 cents to the Recreation and Parks, 19 cents
to Transportation, 18 cents to the Capital
Projects Fund, 10 cents to the Community
Development, 25 cents to Administration, 7
cents to the Finance Department, and 4 cents
to help pay off City loans.

The City taxes you pay, in addition to other
revenue like sales tax and fees, largely make
up the funding that drives the City’s annual
budget and supports high quality programs
and services that make Roswell one of the
best cities in the country to live, work and
play, but you already knew that.

Now what you may not know is how the City
decides to spend that money, and that is
where our budget book comes into play.
Inside this BIG binder, every penny of the
budget is accounted for and categorized, and
it details the process the budget goes through.

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The first step of the budget cycle is
Development and Preparation. From January
to May, the City Administrator, the Finance
team, the Mayor’s office and all other City
departments develop the budget. This is just
where initial decisions are made.

We estimate what will be funded with the
money we project will be collected the
following year and during this time, the City
also holds more than 10 public meetings
where everyone can discuss what to spend the
budget on.

Now, talking about the budget can be, well..
like talking about the budget but we will
always encourage our residents to attend these
meetings to get their input.

Then during May and June, the budget is in
the Review and Adoption stage. The City
Council reviews and can make additional
changes to the proposed budget. Then it’s
voted on during City Council meetings.

When the budget goes through two readings
and is passed by the Mayor and City Council,
it is officially adopted. The new fiscal year
starts on July 31, and the final stage of the
cycle begins, implementation. This is your
money in action. It is when budgeted funds
are actually distributed so our staff can go out
and do the important work that needs to be
done in our community. Then the cycle
begins all over again in January.

And to ensure that the budget remains on
track, our finance department evaluates the
budget throughout the year making sure the
money is spent where it was intended. This
monitoring happens every day and is led by
the City’s dedicated team of finance
professionals. They are the guardians of your
dollar, and, well, they are simply the best.

City of Portland, OR (pop. 645,291)

Gas taxes, bonds, fees, property taxes, fines,
tax increment funding, business license
fees... Government finance in Oregon is
complicated.

Questions come up all the time like, ‘Why
can’t the money used to refurbish PGE Park
or to build the street car or the Esplanade be
used to help the schools or feed and shelter
the homeless?”

In response to questions like these, we
prepared this brief introduction to city
financing.

City of Portland Finance

The City of Portland operates on a tough set
of financial controls that go beyond the State
of Oregon’s requirement for an annual
balanced budget.

In fact, the City’s financial bond rating is the
highest allowed by law. Like any good
business, we like to plan ahead in order to
maintain a financially sound and stable city.
The City of Portland also operates from
a balanced five-year financial forecast of
revenues and expenditures that is updated
each year.

The updated financial forecast, along with
City Council approved annual goals, priority
issues and policy documents, guides the City
Council’s budget decisions.

Fluctuations in the City’s Base Revenues

In response to past ballot measures that
limited property tax growth, City operating
revenues have had to diversify to maintain the
base necessary to meet the service demands of
citizens.

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While property taxes have declined as a
percentage of operating revenues, user fees
and elastic revenues, such as business license
and franchise fees, hotel/motel taxes, and
building permit fees, have increased.

Until 2001, expenditures for services rose
faster than the rate of inflation due to the
number of service requests. Since 2001, the
City has had to reduce costs and service
levels.

This is a result of decreased revenues
compared to inflation that resulted from the
impact of the current economic recession on
city, county, state and federal budgets, as well
as escalating costs coming from the health
care industry.

HOW THE BUDGET IS STRUCTURED

The City’s budget has two main
components: General Fund and Non-General
Fund. In order to fully understand how the
City finances its projects and programs, it is
important to know the difference between
them.

General Fund

Taxpayer dollars are deposited in the General
Fund, along with utility license fees, business
license fees, transient lodging taxes, state
shared revenues (from cigarette and liquor
taxes), interest income, and miscellaneous
revenues and beginning cash balances. This
portion of the budget is comprised largely
of discretionary funds, since the Mayor and
City Council can allocate the funds to
programs and services in any area. In other
words, there are few restrictions on how these
resources may be allocated.

General fund dollars are used to support such
City services as police, fire and parks, as well

Non-General Fund

Often referred to as dedicated funds, the non-
discretionary funds include grants and
donations, contract revenues, revenues from

services, and other revenues specifically
dedicated for a particular purpose. For
example, building or inspection fees

may only be used to support the delivery of
those specific services but may not be used to
support programs or services funded from
discretionary resources.

Likewise, the fees collected from park usage
may only be used to support parks programs.
Large projects like the Eastbank Esplanade
and the Portland Streetcar are funded
primarily by dedicated revenues from a
combination of sources. The city, state and
federal transportation funds that were used on
these projects, for instance, could not have
been used on non-transportation projects or
programs.

e To understand the difference between
general and non-general funds, take a
look at the stub of your paycheck.
There you will see a total for your
gross earnings,

or your revenue.

However, your actual paycheck

amount 1s somewhat less. Taxes,
social security, workers compensation,
and possibly medical premiums are all
deducted from your total revenue and
directed elsewhere. Those deductions

gross revenue. Your net paycheck, on
the other hand, represents your own
personal general fund, which is largely

at your discretion to spend.

Going further, let’s look at an analogy

for understanding the difference
between discretionary and non-
discretionary  funds within  your

personal general fund — your own
checkbook. Some funds in your
checking account may be non-

discretionary. For instance, if you
have money automatically withdrawn
to pay your mortgage or certain other

bills, or funds
withdrawn and deposited to a savings

automatically

account, those funds could be called
non-discretionary, or dedicated funds.
They aren’t available to pay for other
expenses as you choose.

On the hand,
remaining in your checking account

other any funds
after those automatic withdrawals are
made would be similar to general fund
discretionary dollars. You can use
them, at your discretion, to pay for
expenses as you choose.

You may have obligations or plans for
the discretionary dollars in your
checking account, such as paying bills
or making a special purchase.
Similarly, the City Council may have

or special one-time purchases it

wishes to make. But, like you, the
Council can only do these things with
General Fund, discretionary dollars.

One-time v. On-going funding

Further finance restrictions may apply
depending upon whether or not a program or
funding resource is ‘one-time’ or ‘on-going’.
Under existing City financial policies, on-
going programs, such as basic police and fire
services, may not be funded using one-time
resources. One-time resources can be grants
or beginning fund balances.

These funds are only available one time, and
will not be available in the future. One-time
projects are usually completed within one
year, or may require an initial outlay of seed
money until an on-going funding source is
identified. In some cases, a one-time project
may not require additional funding.

The City Council exercised its one-time
funding authority when it supported Early
Childhood Development until the Children’s
Levy revenues begin in FY2003-04. If the
Levy had not been approved, the programs
would have been phased out.

Fungible resources

A third concept commonly used to describe
funding sources is closely related to the
concept of discretionary versus non-
discretionary funding.

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The term is ‘fungible’, or flexible, and is used
when determining if resources from one
bureau or fund may be used to fund services,
projects or activities in another bureau or
fund. For the most part, fungible resources
may be used for discretionary type purposes.
Generally, resources collected for a specific
use, such as water and sewer fees, are not
fungible and may not be used to support
general government purposes.

This becomes relevant when discussing how
specific capital projects might be funded. For
example, the sewer fees that are dedicated for
construction of the Westside Combined Sewer
Overflow (CSO) project can be used only for
sewer-related projects. On the other hand,
property taxes and the fees collected from
telecommunications franchises and business
licenses have no such restrictions. In this
example, property taxes are fungible, while
sewer fees are not.

Funding City Projects and Services

The development of city projects and the
actual delivery of services require an involved
and comprehensive approach to funding.
Funding sources and their uses may cross
multiple bureaus or funds — the ‘fungible’
approach mentioned earlier. While this
approach may be confusing to those who view
it from the outside, it is very effective and
efficient when attempting to leverage limited
city resources in support of major projects or
programs. The City Council has been very
successful in using specific funds to support
multi-bureau projects. Recent examples of
this approach will be illustrated later in this
document.

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Financing Techniques

Specific projects may be funded from a
multitude of sources, with each source of
funds having its own limitations.

The most common types are Tax Increment
Financing (TIF), Local Improvement Districts
(LID), grants (federal, state or private),
General Fund discretionary funds, payments
or contributions from other governments, and
program revenues.

LID funds are generated by an agreement
whereby property owners in an area
surrounding a project tax themselves for
improvements to the area.

The idea behind this type of financing is that
the improvements will spark growth in
property owners’ businesses and/or an
increase in property value.

The same idea is true for Tax Increment
Financing, commonly known as TIF. Under
this type of financing, the City targets an area
for development and designates it an Urban
Renewal Area.

The property taxes accruing to the City
General Fund at the time of the designation
are capped for the life of the district at the
amount being earned under the current
assessed value (AV). Any property taxes that
accrue above this level because of the AV
growth may only be spent in that Urban
Renewal Area for specified capital projects
and improvements, not programs and
services.

These types of efforts are generally called
bricks and mortar projects, and funding is
usually targeted at redeveloping and
revitalizing specific geographic areas of the
City.

The redevelopment is focused on projects and
activities that will accelerate improvement of
the areas at a rate above that which might take
place without the focused investment.

Interstate Corridor, Lents, Gateway Regional
Center, Convention Center, Central Eastside,
South Waterfront, South Parks Block,
Downtown Waterfront, Airport Way and the
River District.

Federal grants are another significant source
of funds for city projects and programs.

They are always very specific in their use.
The City may receive grants to support
transportation  efforts, police functions,
housing efforts, parks projects, or planning.
Revenues generated by City programs are
very often limited in their use as well.

For instance, according to City financial
policies and bond covenants, revenues
collected from the City’s parking garages may
only be used to support transportation
programs and projects.

The City’s partial financing for the Streetcar
came from this source.

Another significant source of funding comes
from private industry and other public
institutions. The City often partners with
members of the business community in order
to bring projects to fruition. For example, the
expansion of light rail to Portland
International Airport was made possible
through the active participation of Bechtel
Corporation. The City’s partnership with
Portland State University resulted in the
shared-use facility known as the 1900
Building.

Example Projects

Successful examples of the effective use of
leveraging resources from multiple sources
include:

Oregon Convention Center

The Convention Center’s expansion was
financed through a unique mix of funds from
three  separate  governmental entities.
Resources from Metro totaled $5.0 million,
Tax Increment Financing totaled $5.0 million,
and the remaining over $100 million was
funded through a combination of hotel/motel
taxes and car rental fees.

General taxpayer dollars were not used to
fund the project. The vast majority of the
funding comes from visitors to Portland and
from facility events. Financing the expansion
of the Convention Center focused on using
projected revenues from anticipated increases
in tourist and convention activities.

Eastbank Esplanade

The Esplanade, which gives citizens long-
denied access to the East bank of the
Willamette River, has received national
attention and many design awards since its
completion. It was financed through a
combination of $4.9 million in federal
(transportation) grants (that were dedicated
for specific uses), $24.0 million in Tax
Increment Financing and Local Improvement
District funds, and only $346,000 in City of
Portland  General = Fund  discretionary
resources. Put another way, the City, with an
investment of only $346,000, leveraged a
project worth over $29 million.

Classical Chinese Garden

The Portland Classical Chinese Garden grew
out of a friendship between Portland and its
sister city Suzhou, China, a city renowned for
its exquisite gardens. The Garden is a
wonderful showcase for Chinese culture and

destinations in Portland. It has anchored a
number of improvements to the Old
Town/Chinatown area.

A non-profit organization brought funds
together from a mix of sources for the
construction of this facility. The private sector
donated approximately $6.0 million to the
project. Another $6.6 million was financed
through the use of Tax Increment Financing,
which cannot be used to pay the on-going
costs of city programs and services.
Approximately $255,000 in one-time City
General Fund support was also used.

Portland Streetcar

The idea for the Portland Streetcar first
emerged in the Downtown Plan of the 1970s,
when creative Portlanders talked about a
"circulator" - a public transit system to carry
people through downtown neighborhoods,
quickly and reliably. The Portland Streetcar is
the first modern streetcar operating in the
United States.

The streetcar is another example of a project
that was financed through a combination of
funds from private industry and governmental
resources without affecting the general
citizenry.

Revenues from City parking garages funded
the largest portion of the investment, $30.5
million. As pointed out earlier, these revenues
may only be used for transportation-related
activities.

Another $17.1 million was realized through
Tax  Increment Financing and  the
establishment of a Local Improvement
District. $6.3 million came from federal and
state sources and only $1.8 million came from
the City’s General Fund. The City funds were
one-time and would not have been available
to fund the on-going costs of existing
programs.

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Rose Garden

The Rose Garden, a 20,000-plus seat state-of-
the-art arena, is home of Oregon’s only
professional sports franchise. It was financed
primarily by private industry. Over $200
million in funding came from Oregon Arena
Corporation (the Blazers). The remaining $5.0
million in resources was paid by the City, but
actually came from a ticket surcharge paid by
facility users.

PGE Park

Originally called Multnomah Stadium, this
facility was dedicated in 1926. Despite
several minor renovations over the years, it
had fallen into disrepair. Because of its
historic and cultural significance, the City
could not let the facility continue to
deteriorate and become a liability. Seismic
and structural upgrades were funded through
several sources, none of which were drawn
from City General Fund discretionary
resources. The major component of funding
the improvements to this facility were from a
combination of hotel/motel taxes (paid
primarily by visitors to Portland), rental car
fees (also paid primarily by visitors to
Portland), and a portion of the ticket price for
stadium events. The City’s general fund
contributed no resources to this effort. The
costs are largely passed on to visitors of
Portland.

THE CITY’S RESPONSIBILITIES

As you can see, financing City projects and
programs is complicated and the potential for
confusion is great. However, there is another
important question that residents ask.

They want to know how the City chooses its
projects and programs (for example, why the
city spends money on bicycle lanes instead of
on schools and textbooks, or why we discuss
burying the water reservoirs instead of
healthcare for seniors and the disabled.)

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The answer lies in the division of
responsibilities that has evolved between
local, regional, state and federal governments

Simply put, an  agreement known
as Resolution A states that the City of
Portland will primarily provide urban services
to its citizens, while Multnomah County will
primarily provide social services. This means
that the City is responsible for public safety
(law enforcement and fire), transportation
infrastructure and management, parks and
recreation, and water and sewer services.

The County’s responsibilities to the residents
of Portland include libraries, health and
human services, corrections, animal control
and bridge maintenance. Many of the
County’s programs rely on supplemental
funding from the State of Oregon.

Neither the City nor the County is responsible
for primary funding of local public schools.
This responsibility was given to the state
legislature in 1990, when Oregon voters
approved Measure 5. However, the level at
which the legislature funds local schools is
inadequate. Because of this, voters recently
approved a temporary income tax increase in
order to help provide additional financial
support for local schools and county jails.
Some citizens think that all tax dollars and
city revenues go into one large pot and can be
spent in any way the Council wishes.
We hope that this explanation of city finances
has made it clear that it is not so simple.
As you can see, there are different “colors of
money”’ that have specific restrictions over
the manner in which they can be spent.

What is a city budget?

Municipal budgets serve a number of
important functions. In addition to laying out
a spending plan for the city, allocating
resources to meet the diverse needs of the
community, Boulder’s budget:

tool for the city’s administration,

Prior Year Budgets

How is the city budget developed?

The city’s fiscal year runs in tandem with the
calendar year (January 1 to December 31).
The budget development timeline is
established by the City of Boulder Charter
and the process is designed to allow for early
and active City Council participation with an
emphasis on public input. Although the
budget is developed throughout the year, the
majority of the effort occurs between
February and October, with the budget for the
coming fiscal year adopted December 1 per
the City Charter.

Once the budget is adopted, departments are
given full spending authority for their budgets
within the parameters of the city’s policy
guidelines. In years where new initiatives are
launched and other unique -circumstances
become apparent after annual budget
approval, additional adjustments to the base
may be brought forward for council
consideration.

When is the Proposed Budget required to
be submitted to the City Council?

The Charter requires that the City Manager
submit an annual Proposed Budget to the City
Council no less than 60 days prior to the

What is the Approved Budget?

The annual budget (also called Approved
Budget) is a City Council approved spending
plan for use of the city’s funding sources.

The plan is a ‘living" document that guides
the allocation of funds for certain purposes
and is revised and adjusted throughout the
year through adjustments to the base
processes. The City Charter requires that the
City Council approve a balanced budget for
the following fiscal year by December 1.

What is the Capital Improvement Program
(CIP)?

Boulder’s Capital Improvement Program
(CIP) is a comprehensive plan for capital
investment in maintaining and enhancing
public infrastructure, ensuring the city
continues to provide a high level of municipal
services.

The 2020 Draft CIP calls for total spending
of $85.6 million in 2020, with approximately
$564.9 million projected from 2020 to 2025
on projects or categories of funding for
ongoing city needs

The city owns and maintains 385 buildings
and structures (including three recreation
centers, five library facilities, eight fire
stations, and five parking structures), 1,800
acres of parkland, 71.2K acres of Open Space
and Mountain Parks, 305 centerline miles of
streets, 159 centerline miles of bike facilities,
80 underpasses, two water treatment facilities,
one wastewater treatment facility, 11 dams
and over 800 miles of water and wastewater

The city funds the construction and
maintenance of these assets using a wide
range of sources, including tax revenues,
bond proceeds, and fees, and continues to
look for ways to leverage its funding, through
federal, state, and local grants and
reimbursements, to maximize funding for
capital projects

How has the budget changed over the past
several years?

Over the past ten years, the operating budget
has increased 43%. The operating budget is
roughly two-thirds of the annual budget any
given year. In that same time period, the
capital budget has increased 184%.

This is largely attributed to new revenue
sources being approved by the voters that are
dedicated to capital, namely the 2011 capital
bond, and the 2014 and 2017 Community,
Culture, and Safety Tax ballot.

What is the total city budget?

The total approved 2020 annual budget is
$369.7 million.

What are funds and why does the city have
them?

The city receives revenues from many
different sources. Most of them have
restrictions on how they can be used. For
example, monies received  through
Wastewater Fees must be used to operate and
maintain the city’s wastewater system.

The City of Boulder uses funds to budget, as
well as to report on its financial position and
the results of its operations. Fund accounting

Funds are classified into three categories:
governmental, proprietary, and fiduciary.

Why does the budget show some money as
restricted?

Some city revenue has “strings attached.”
This revenue can only be spent for specific
purposes, which were decided by either the
voters, city, state and federal law, and
sometimes by legal agreements.

The budget must show this restricted revenue
and how it will be spent. City financial
reports during the year must also show how
the restricted revenue was actually spent, to
demonstrate that the city has complied with
the law.

What is the general fun?

The largest fund in the city is the General
Fund. The General Fund accounts for
revenues and expenditures used to carry out
basic governmental activities of the city such
as public safety, human services, legal
services, administrative services, and others
not required to be accounted for in another
fund. All other funds have varying degrees of
restrictions for their use and are therefore less
flexible in their ability to shift dollars.

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What is the largest source of General Fund
revenue for the city?

The largest source of General Fund revenue
for the city is taxes, which comprise over 83%
of the total revenue in the General Fund. Tax
revenue primarily consists of Property Tax,
Sales Tax, and other taxes such as
Accommodation-Admission Taxes, Franchise
Taxes, Specific Ownership, and Tobacco Tax.

What is the General Fund portion of the
city budget?

Total General Fund expenditures for 2020 are
$161.5 million, including $3.65 million in
dedicated funds to support the creation of a
General Fund Capital Improvement Program
for General Fund-supported departments (e.g.,
Police, Fire and Innovation & Technology).

What is an Enterprise Fund?

An Enterprise Fund is a government facility
or service that is self-supporting through the
fees associated with operating that particular
service. The city currently has six Enterprise
Funds (Downtown Commercial District,
University Hill Commercial District, Boulder
Junction Access General Improvement
District, Storm/Flood Management Ultility,
Wastewater Utility, and Water Utility).

What is a Special Revenue Fund?

Special Revenue Funds are established to
account for the proceeds of specific revenue
sources (other than special assessments,
pension trusts, proprietary fund operations,
and revenues received for major capital
projects) that are legally restricted for specific
purposes.

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What is the city's sales tax rate?

The city’s sales and use tax rate is 3.86%.

What is the total number of city
employees?
The number of authorized Full-Time

Equivalent (FTE) positions for 2020 is
1,475.36. Some positions are required to work
less than the standard number of working
hours and days; therefore, the total number of
positions in the city is not a whole number.

How much of my property tax dollar goes
to city services?

The property tax assessment process is
managed by Boulder County and generates
tax revenues that pay for schools, roads,
public safety, and other public services. These
revenues are distributed to taxing entities
within the county, including the City of
Boulder. The majority of property taxes is
allocated to schools (56%) and county
services (28%) followed by the city and
special districts. About 14% of your property
tax bill is available to support services the city
offers.

For every dollar of property taxes collected in
Boulder, the city receives 14 cents. Of these
14 cents, nine cents go to general city
operations, two cents go to general public
safety, one cent goes to Parks and Recreation,
one cent goes to the Community Housing
Assistance Program, and less than one cent
goes to the Library.

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How much of my sales tax dollars go to the
city?

Sales and use taxes comprise 41% percent of
the city’s total revenues.

This category includes: retail sales taxes,
business/consumer taxes, utility revenues,
construction use taxes, and motor vehicle use
taxes.

For every retail tax dollar collected in
Boulder, the city retains 44 cents, which is
distributed across the city’s General Fund,
Open Space Fund, Transportation Fund, .25
Cent Sales Tax Fund (which supports Parks
and Recreation), and the Community, Culture,
and Safety Capital Tax.

How does the city financially plan for the
long term?

The budget cannot be solely about providing
public services to improve quality of life in
the budget year, but also planning for
improvements in the future. The budget
addresses community needs and priorities
within the context of the current and projected
economic climate.

The city’s long-term planning is most evident
in the budget through its Six-Year Capital
Improvement Plan. This plan presents the
city’s assumptions about the revenue over the
next six years and how city leaders propose to
spend it.

The highest expenditures are for large
projects, such as roads, new sewer lines, and
parks. Long-term plans to upgrade or
maintain certain city assets are included too,
such as resurfacing streets, improving traffic

compliance with legal requirements.

Some future city initiatives are not always
clear in the budget year, but money is
allocated for them in a general manner in the
plans, based on experience, with the goal of
improving the city’s economy and well-being.

The operating budget is designed to provide
funding for all ongoing city operations, as
well as one-time, non-capital projects and
work efforts, and to provide general support
of the city and council work plan.

The city prioritizes its operating budget
resource allocation both across and within
funds, providing capacity to respond to
emerging and unanticipated needs, and in
support of building resilience as an
organization.

Does the city maintain reserves for a rainy
day?

The city, like most responsible people and
organizations, has a “rainy day fund,” or
money set aside to help the city continue to
provide services and fulfill commitments
when revenue is not adequate during a short
period of time. Each fund has different
reserve requirements and can be found in the
annual budget book.

General Fund reserves are 19.5% of total
operating budget in 2020. This translates to
about 2.5 months of primary operating costs
the city is required to keep on hand to assist in
times of financial crisis. Having reserves
provides more financial stability and creates
greater confidence among the public and City
lenders.

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How does the city show financial
accountability and transparency?

State law and good business practices require
the city to balance its budget. city
expenditures should not exceed city revenue
and funds on hand.

Additionally, the City of Boulder prides itself
in only spending one-time dollars on one-time
expenditures.

Responsible financial management requires
city leaders to consider all potential risks for
two reasons: to prevent the city from
committing future funds it may not have, and
to guide them 1in adopting a fiscally
responsible budget or plan that is not based on
overly optimistic assumptions — revenue
higher or expenditures lower than expected.

Staff continually compare actual events to the
budget plan and make adjustments when
necessary. During the year, financial reports
are provided to city leaders and the public that
compare the budget to actual values and
provide information to help city leaders make
decisions about possible changes in services
and costs. Additionally, there are two forms
times a year when the City Council can make
budget adjustments.

How do I get involved in the budget
process?

The City Council holds study sessions on the
Proposed Budget in August and September
and public hearings in October. Below is a
high-level summary of different opportunities
to engage in the budget process throughout
the year.

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- So all the ideas get submitted, and who
gets to vote on these ideas?

- We recruit a group of volunteers called
budget delegates and they work really hard
every fall going through all the ideas that are
submitted, researching them.

They talk to city stuff, they talk to people in
the community, and they try to evaluate all
the ideas on need, impact and feasibility. So
they are the ones that actually come up with
a PB ballot.

And then we have a public vote in
December. It usually lasts about a week long
and as long as you are at least 12 years old
and live in Cambridge, you can vote in this
process.

So even people who are not US citizens are
included and it is a really open and fun
process.

- So what has the response been like so
far?

- It’s been really positive. Every year we
have seen an increase in the number of
people who vote. We see new groups of
volunteers and [ really can’t thank our
volunteers enough.

There are sort of the backbone of the PB
process and none of this would have been
possible without them.

Participatory budgeting can be a powerful tool
for cities to educate, engage, and empower
communities.

What is a participatory budget?

Over the years, participatory budgeting
has become a buzzword in (digital)
democracy circles. You might’ve already
heard about it.

You might’ve considered instating it in
your community. Or it might be entirely
new to you. But no matter which of these
boxes you tick, you’ve come to the right
place.

Let’s start with the basics. A participatory
budget is an innovative policy-making
tool that directly involves citizens in the
allocation of municipal funds.

In short: cities ask citizens to help them
define which social domains, problems or
opportunities should receive a share of the
city budget.

Since PB’s first appearance in Brazil in
1989, councils worldwide have
implemented over 1,500 participatory
budgets. It has become a widely used tool
to give citizens a say in the formation of
local policies. For example, Pefialolén,

commune of the Chilean capital
Santiago, engaged 24,450 citizens to
propose and prioritize local

initiatives. Participatory budgeting allows
citizens to allocate resources, prioritize
social policies, and monitor public
spending. Therefore, it is a valuable tool
for the education and empowerment of
local communities. And while it might
sound like an intricate process fit for
bigger cities, any local
government can get on board. After all,
the number of inhabitants is less important
than determination and preparation of the
process.

Implementing a PB in your city

At first, this preparation process might
seem a tad complex. But in reality, it’s all
about keeping a clear overview and
following the necessary steps. From laying
the groundwork to processing input and
implementing the results, we’ve got your
back.

So here we go: these are the eight steps to
implement a PB in your city or
municipality.

1. Lay the groundwork

No two participatory budgets are the
same! In the first phase of a participatory
budget, there are some important decisions
to be made. The type of PB you choose,
the success measures that you define and
the way you’ll engage citizens will shape
the outcome of your project.

e read and learn about participatory
budgeting through guides, case
studies and best practices

e decide which type of PB matches
your situation: will it be decisive,
or advisory? Will participants be
able to contribute ideas? Will it be
local, or regional?

e decide on the main goal of your
project: besides distributing funds,
the project can be about educating
citizens about local taxes, about
creating  interactions  between
participants, about gaining insights
about participants’ priorities...

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2. Inform participants

Providing clear information about the
project helps create trust. If everyone
knows the rules of the game, the whole
process is bound to run a lot more easily.
Here are some guidelines to keep in mind.

e Communicate the timeframe,
process, and rules. Until when can
citizens take part? How long will
you need to process their ideas, and
when can they expect to see
outcomes? The CitizenLab
platform has a built-in timeline that
helps cities clearly communicate
this with participants.

o If citizens can contribute ideas, it’s
important to share the eligibility
criteria for these ideas. Cost and
accessibility are for instance often
used.

e Educate citizens by
proactively  sharing  important
information about the project. If
citizens are distributing funds
related to mobility, you could share
traffic data, explainers about the
current rules and expert opinions
on the topic.

e Manage citizens’ expectations by
being transparent and honest about
the impact their participation can
genuinely have.

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3. Collect citizen input

Some participatory projects include an
ideation phase, where citizens can
contribute ideas they’d like to implement
in the city.

e Getting citizens to your platform is
one of the most challenging steps
of the process. Here are some tips —
for more information, check-out
our communication guide. To
obtain a maximum number of
responses, focus on the wide-
spread communication of your
campaign. Pick the channels that
work for you — the most effective
channels are often email, SEO and
social media.

e Work with intermediaries (specific
associations, religious leaders,
syndicates), or other micro-
influencers to help expand your
reach and lower the threshold for
groups that are harder to access.

e Once the project is launched, your
citizens can vote, comment, and
(depending on the project) share
ideas.

4. Process the input

If citizens are allowed to share ideas, then
that input needs to be processed. The
citizen input is analyzed by city experts
and checked according to the eligibility
criteria set earlier on in the process. The
city selects the final proposals and offers
feedback to the participants on their initial
input. Because it’s not always easy to
select ideas, most cities use clear and
measurable eligibility criteria such as cost

5. Set up a vote, depending on the PB type:

This is where your project really takes off.
In this phase, citizens distribute a set
municipal budget over several themes or
ideas. There’s a difference between both
options, so let’s break them down.

e ‘communicating vessels’: what you
add to one domain, you have to
remove from another.

e ‘shopping basket’: you add ideas
until you reach the limits of the
“budget”.

The more complex the projects, the more
time citizens should be granted to vote.
We would recommend giving citizens at
least 2 months to vote, so they have
enough time to get informed.

6. Communicate the results & the next steps

Which ideas made the cut? Which
domains were given the biggest share of
the budget? What are the next steps? It’s
important to plan in a communication
campaign at the end of the project to share
the results. Results can be shared on the
platform themselves, by email, on social
media, in a mailing campaign... for
maximum impact, we recommend getting
coverage in the local news. Being
transparent helps build long-term trust and
will inspire citizens to participate in the
next project.

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7. Implementation phase

The implementation might just be the
most crucial step of all. This is where
citizens get to see how their participation
makes a real, tangible impact.

Turn dreams into plans and plans into
action. Meanwhile, keep your citizens up-
to-date, so they can see what’s changing.
To turn a PB project into a success story,
there are a few key conditions to keep in
mind:

e There have to be enough resources
to implement the projects chosen
by citizens. Local governments
must have sufficient funding
available to be financially flexible.

e Once the budget is finalized, cities
have to make it public, offer
participants feedback about their
ideas, and notify them of the
progress.

e If you decided to implement an
ideation phase in the participatory
budgeting process, it’s vital to let
the contributed ideas inspire your
prioritization and policies.

8. Create a cycle

To gain the trust of your citizens, it’s good
to make participatory budgeting a fixed
part of your community’s budgeting cycle.
This will help you boost engagement and
strengthen your local democracy.

No one needs to tell us that it’s a smart
idea to make price and quality
comparisons between different stores and
different manufacturers in an effort to
obtain the most favorable terms for our
own money.

In our business lives we also know that we
need to seek competition, but rather than
just relying on common sense, seeking
competition is often required by State law
or by locally adopted policy.

If managed effectively, State and local
procurement requirements can increase
competition and reduce the cost of goods
and services of acceptable quality.

A fair and open competitive process will
also help discourage favoritism in public
procurements, encouraging additional
vendors to compete for your business.
Increasing your organizational knowledge
about State and local requirements will
help you create a proactive, competitive
environment in  your procurement
function.

Who is Responsible?

Whether your procurement process is
centralized through a purchasing agent, or
decentralized with many officials
conducting their own procurements, it is
the people making procurements who are
the front line in seeking competition.

It is vitally important that purchasing
agents and other procurement officials
have sufficient knowledge about the laws
and local policies that guide competitive
procurement.

It’s also important that these individuals
possess a spirit of thriftiness and cost
consciousness.

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While the primary responsibility rests
with officials who actually make the
procurements, management plays an
important role in maintaining effective
communication.

Management’s communication of the
organizational requirements and
expectations for seeking competition will
have a pervasive effect on how diligently
competition is sought throughout the
entity.

The best policies ever written are just
paper unless they are clearly conveyed to
staff, and then enforced.

Responsibility for procurement generally
starts with the governing board.

The governing board is responsible for
adopting policies that describe its goals
for procurements, including formal
procurement policies and procedures that
govern the acquisition of goods and
services not required by law to be
competitively bid. In some cases, the
initial policies and updates will be drafted
by procurement officials for the board’s
review and eventual approval.

The governing board is also responsible
for adopting a code of ethics that
supplements State law relating to conflicts
of interest on the part of officers and
employees.

A code of ethics is required to set forth
standards of conduct relating to several
specific areas and may also contain
provisions addressing ethical behavior in

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Planning and Promotion

One of the best methods for ensuring that
goods and services are acquired in a cost-
effective manner is to create as much
competition as possible.

In our personal lives, vendors compete for
our business every day in the form of
advertisements, holiday sales, and
coupons.

Competition for local government and
school district dollars is not always as
dynamic as what we experience in our
own personal lives. To create as much
market awareness as possible, local
governments and school districts should
carefully plan their solicitations for future
procurements.

Whether using formal competitive bids,
competitive  offerings, requests for
proposals (RFPs), or written and verbal
quotes, a well-planned solicitation effort is
needed to reach as many qualified vendors
as possible.

If conducted properly, the competition
generated from advance planning may
save your locality money.

Keep in mind that when soliciting
competitive bids or offers, you can utilize
more than one form of media to attract
qualified bidders or offerors.

In addition to wusing your official
newspaper, you may advertise in other
newspapers and trade journals, and notices
can be posted on your website.

You may also maintain a comprehensive
list of prospective bidders or offerors, and
provide notices directly to those on the
list.

A comprehensive solicitation effort helps
to ensure that the largest possible pool of
potential vendors is made aware of your
needs.

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You should weigh the cost of using
additional forms of media against the
potential  savings  from  increased
competition.

Seeking Competition One of the goals of
seeking competition is to foster honest
competition to enable your government to
obtain quality commodities and services at
the lowest possible cost.

Seeking competition also guards against
favoritism, extravagance and fraud, while
allowing interested vendors a fair and
equal opportunity to compete.
Organizations that embrace the goals of
seeking competition can realize both
monetary benefits and product satisfaction
from the time, effort and resources
required to conduct statutorily required

competition.
To realize these benefits fully,
procurement  officials need to be

knowledgeable about the requirements of
competitive bidding and competitive
offerings (i.e., “best value” awards).

Monetary Thresholds — Generally, local
governments and school districts are
required to advertise for competitive bids
when procurements exceed certain dollar
thresholds.

Purchase contracts involving expenditures
in excess of $20,000 and contracts for
public work involving expenditures in
excess of $35,000 are generally subject to
competitive bidding under the law.

When  using competitive  bidding,
contracts are awarded to the “lowest
responsible  bidder”  after  public
advertisement for sealed bids.

exceed the monetary threshold, on the
basis of “best value,” as an alternative to

awarding contracts to the “lowest
responsible bidder.”

There are several exceptions to the
competitive bidding and competitive

offering (“best value”) requirements, such
as purchases made through the New York
State Office of General Services,
purchases made through certain county
and federal contracts, purchases made
through the use of certain contracts let by
other states or political subdivisions,
emergency  purchases, professional
services and purchases from a legitimate
sole source. In addition, procurements of
commodities and services may be required
to be made from preferred sources

Specifications — The specification
document sets forth the standards and
requirements that competitors must
observe, and provides them with
information necessary to prepare their
bids or offers. Specifications should be
clearly written.

They should provide prospective vendors
a common standard by which to be
measured, and provide assurance that
vendors will be competing on a fair and
equal basis, which should encourage
vendors to be responsive and competitive.

e The specification should indicate
the basis on which the bids and
offers will be evaluated and the
award made. Preparing responses
can be costly to vendors, so
qualified firms may be unwilling

e Specifications should not be too
vague or indefinite, so that
competing bidders have enough
information to formulate
intelligent bids or offers.

e Specifications also should avoid
being unduly restrictive, thereby
shutting out or stifling open and
fair competition among vendors.
Through the wuse of fair
specifications, participation in the
competitive process may increase,
resulting in potential cost savings.

Awarding Contracts — When competitive
bidding is required, the award of the
contract is made to the lowest priced
responsible bidder which has complied
with the specifications. In assessing
whether a bidder is responsible, a local
government or school district should
consider factors such as a bidder’s
capacity and financial ability to complete
the  contract, accountability,  past
performance, reliability and integrity.
Also, a bidder is entitled to reasonable
notice and opportunity to be heard before
a determination of non-responsibility is
made.

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“Best value” is defined for this purpose
as a basis for awarding contracts “to the
offerer which optimizes quality, cost and
efficiency, among responsive and
responsible offerers.”

Therefore, in assessing best value, non-
price factors can be considered when
awarding the purchase contract.

Non-price factors can include, but are not
limited to, reliability of a product,
efficiency of operation, difficulty/ease of
maintenance, useful lifespan, ability to
meet needs regarding timeliness of
performance, and experience of a service
provider with similar contracts.

The basis for a best value award, however,
must reflect, whenever possible, objective
and quantifiable analysis.

For purposes of best value, a responsive
offeror is an offeror meeting the minimum
specifications.

As discussed above, in assessing whether
an offeror is responsible, a local
government or school district should
consider an offeror’s capacity and
financial ability to complete the contract,
accountability, past performance,
reliability and integrity.

Accordingly, should the local government
or school district elect to award a purchase
contract on the basis of best value, the
local government or school district must
be prepared to show that:

(1) the offeror is
responsible; and

(2) local officials applied objective and
quantifiable standards, whenever possible,
to determine that the offer optimizes
quality, cost and efficiency.

The local government or school district
should have a written justification if it
bases a best value award on criteria that
are not objective and quantifiable.

The best value specification should
describe the general manner in which the
evaluation and award of offers will be
conducted and, as appropriate, identify the
relative importance or weighting of price
and non-price factors.

As noted, the decision to award a contract
on the basis of best value must be based
on objective and quantifiable analysis,
such as a cost-benefit analysis, whenever
possible.

In evaluating and determining to accept a
higher priced offer, the local government
or school district generally should use a
cost-benefit analysis to show quantifiable
value or savings from non-price factors
that offset the price differential of the
lower price offers.

The local government or school district’s
procurement policies and procedures
should require documentation of this
analysis.

E-Procurement

Another  possibility for increasing
competition as well as convenience is to
accept bids or offers electronically.

The law authorizes local governments and
school districts to receive electronic bids
or offers in connection with purchase
contracts (including contracts for service
work, but excluding any purchase
contracts necessary for the completion of

The governing board may by resolution
authorize the receipt of bids or offers in an
electronic format.

The advertisement for bids or offers must
designate how the electronic bid or offer
will be received, such as designating the
website or email address where the bid or
offer should be sent.

With the exception of “technology
contracts,” the submission of bids or
offers in electronic format may not be
required as the sole method, and paper
bids or offers must still be accepted.

All other minimum requirements of the
competitive  bidding or competitive
offering process remain the same (e.g.,
advertising in the official newspaper,
public opening of bids or offers, etc.).

Any method used to receive electronic
bids or offers must also comply with
article three of the State Technology Law
(the “Electronic Signatures and Records
Act”) and related regulations.

Also, the method used must, at a
minimum:

* Document the time and date of receipt of
the bids or offers received electronically,

* Authenticate the identity of the sender,

* Ensure the security of the information
transmitted and

Cooperative Purchasing

In a cooperative purchasing arrangement,
two or more localities work together to
procure commodities or services jointly
rather than separately.

The benefits of cooperative purchasing are
potential cost savings attained by lower
commodity prices (achieved through
economies of scale) and lower joint
administrative costs.

The basic principle behind cooperative
purchasing is that supplies, materials and
equipment can often be purchased for
substantially less if bought in quantity.
Cities, towns, counties, villages, fire
districts, school districts, BOCES and
town or county improvement districts in
New York State are authorized to enter
into cooperative purchasing arrangements

among themselves through
intergovernmental cooperation
agreements.

Intergovernmental cooperation may be
defined as an arrangement between or
among two or more governments for
accomplishing common goals, providing a
service, or solving a mutual problem.
Basically stated, local governments and
school districts may generally perform
any function or service on a cooperative
basis that they may perform individually.

Purchasing is an example of where
intergovernmental cooperation can be
employed.

In a cooperative purchasing arrangement,
all laws relating to competitive bidding or
competitive offering must be complied
with and the cooperative agreement,
which must be approved by each board,
must be in place prior to the solicitation of

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bids or offers. Local policies, such as the
locality’s procurement policy, may also
need to be amended to ensure that they are
consistent with the cooperative purchasing
agreement.

Many local governments and school
districts purchase similar items, such as
electricity, office  supplies, vehicle
maintenance parts, cafeteria food and
beverages, sports equipment, and cleaning
supplies, which could be purchased
through a cooperative arrangement.

Typical cooperative purchasing activities
include development of a single set of
specifications  for common  items,
preparation of advertisements of bids or
offers, administration of the competitive
bidding or offering process, and
arrangement for purchase deliveries.
Cooperative purchasing can provide all
participants with the economies of large-
scale purchasing.

Pigoybacking on Certain Government
Contracts

As an alternative to soliciting competition
on your own or through cooperative
purchasing arrangements, local
governments and school districts may
“piggyback” on contracts that have been
extended to local governments and school
districts by certain other governments.
Use of these contracts constitutes an
exception to the competitive bidding and
offering requirements of the law.

County Contracts — County governing
boards in New York State may authorize
the inclusion of a provision in their
purchase contracts and contracts for
services which are awarded to the lowest

Procurements made under these contracts
by other localities must be made in
accordance with the rules adopted by the
county board. These rules prescribe the
conditions under which, and the manner in
which, the procurements may be made.

Certain counties list available contracts on
their websites, or mail listings of contracts
upon request.

State Contracts — Certain State contracts
for the procurement of commodities,
equipment, materials, supplies, services,
technology, and food products are made
available to local governments and school
districts through the New York State
Office of General Services (OGS).

Local governments and school districts
may make purchases at the same prices
and under the same terms as the State. For
example, these contracts include awards
for road salt and fuel, vehicles and heavy
equipment, school buses, computer
hardware and software, and much more.

Procurement Policies and Procedures
Every local government and school
district must adopt its own policies and
procedures for procurements of goods and
services not required by law to be
competitively bid.

Procurement policies and procedures
generally ensure that competition is
sought in a reasonable and cost-effective
manner for procurements below the
bidding thresholds and for other contracts
exempt from bidding.

The law provides that goods and services
not required to be competitively bid must
be procured in a manner to assure the
prudent and economical use of public
moneys in the best interest of the
taxpayers; to facilitate the acquisition of
goods and services of maximum quality at
the lowest possible cost; and, to guard
against favoritism, improvidence,
extravagance, fraud and corruption.

As there are vast differences in the size
and nature of local government and school
district operations, and in the dollar value
of their procurements, management
should carefully consider what procedures
are appropriate for their operations, within
the requirements of the law.

The policy and its procedures should be
well thought out and designed specifically
to benefit the locality and its taxpayers,
and not simply a copy of a sample policy.

Procedures should be created after input is
solicited and considered from all staff
involved in the procurement process.

When a procurement is not subject to
bidding requirements, the law generally
requires that the procurement policy
provide that alternative proposals or
quotations be obtained by use of written
requests for proposals (RFPs), written
quotations, verbal quotations or any other
method that furthers the purposes of the

The procurement policy may set forth
circumstances when, or types of
procurements for which, in the sole
discretion of the governing body, the
solicitation of alternative proposals or
quotations will not be in the best interest
of the local government or school district.

Professional Services One of the most
prominent exceptions to competitive
bidding is professional services.

Professional services generally include
services rendered by attorneys, engineers,
and certain other services requiring
specialized or technical skills, expertise or
knowledge, the exercise of professional
judgment or a high degree of creativity. In
addition, insurance coverage (e.g., health,
fire, liability, and workers’ compensation)
is also not subject to competitive bidding
requirements.

Professional  services can  involve
significant dollar expenditures, and
localities generally must include in their
procurement policies and procedures a
proposal or quotation process to ensure
that these procurements are made on the
most favorable terms and conditions.
Seeking competition for professional
services and insurance coverage may be
an opportunity to generate cost savings for
your locality.

Your policy should describe the methods
and procedures for promoting competition
in the procurement of professional
services.

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Preferred Sources New York State has
enacted legislation to advance “special
social and economic goals,” which
accords certain providers with “preferred
source” status.

Procurements of commodities and/or
services, when available in the “form,
function and utility” required by the
political subdivision, are required to be
made from preferred sources and are not

subject to competitive procurement
requirements.
Preferred sources include: Correctional

Industries Program of the Department of
Corrections and Community Supervisions;
approved qualified, nonprofit agencies for
the blind; approved special employment
programs for mentally ill persons;
approved qualified charitable nonprofit
agencies for other severely disabled
persons; and certain approved qualified
veterans’ workshops.

The law establishes the priority to be
accorded to the various preferred sources.
Those who are not familiar with the
commodities and services of preferred
sources are often surprised to learn of the
broad range of offerings and their quality
and competitive pricing.

Commodity offerings include office and
classroom furniture such as desks, chairs,
tables, and lockers; flags, cleaning
products, and janitorial supplies; packaged
foods and beverages; office and school
supplies; and safety supplies and
equipment such as fire extinguishers and
signage.

Services include document processing,

mail services, messenger and phone
answering  services; food  services;
maintenance and janitorial services;

Environmentally Responsible

Purchasing
Purchasing “green” is a socially
responsible initiative that has gained

momentum throughout our State and our
country.

In an effort to preserve our natural
resources, many organizations, businesses
and governments have embarked upon
programs that encourage environmentally
responsible purchasing.

When  seeking  competition,  local
governments and school districts generally
can consider whether energy-efficient
equipment will produce savings in energy
costs and, if properly justified, may
include an energy efficiency threshold in
their specifications or consider energy
efficiency as part of a “best value”
analysis.

In addition, local governments and school
districts can provide for a preference for
“recycled products.”

It’s important to realize that a decision to
purchase energy-efficient or recycled
products may not save your locality
money initially.

However, long-term benefits may be
realized through a reduction in energy
costs or a positive impact on the
environment. In at least one instance,
purchasing green is mandatory.

The law requires all “elementary or
secondary schools” to follow guidelines
established by  the OGS for
“environmentally-sensitive cleaning and
maintenance products” that are available

The term  “environmentally-sensitive
cleaning and maintenance products” is
defined as those products that minimize
adverse impacts on children’s health and
the environment. OGS has developed lists

of green cleaning products for this
purpose.
The OGS website also includes

information on purchasing recycled or
remanufactured products, and energy
efficient products.

Ethics and Conflicts of Interest

Generally, local governments and school
districts are required to have a code of
ethics that sets forth standards of conduct
reasonably expected of its officers and
employees.

Although a code of ethics is an entity-
wide document, it may be beneficial to
include standards for procurement
activities in your code since procurement
is a function where the public and private
sectors meet to conduct business.

Public procurement officials need to have
a clear understanding of what business
practices are permissible and what ones
are not.

It is also important that all local
government and school district officers
and employees maintain high ethical
standards of conduct and avoid situations
where there is even the appearance of
impropriety.

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Among the ways in which procurement
activities may be addressed in your code
of ethics are by the inclusion of
provisions:

* Purchasing activities are to be conducted
in a manner that is in accordance with
law, in the best interests of the local
government or school district, avoids
favoritism, wastefulness, extravagance,
fraud and corruption, and fosters honest
competition to obtain the greatest
economic benefit for every tax dollar
expended.

* Procurement officials should insist on
and expect honesty in sales representation
whether offered verbally or in writing,
through the medium of advertising, or in
the sample of a product submitted.

* Procurement officials must treat all
vendors and prospective vendors fairly
and equally.

* Procurement officials should discourage
the offer of gifts, and decline gifts that in
any way might influence or have the
appearance of influencing the
procurement of goods or services. Our
office has prepared model codes of ethics
which are available on our website:

Gifts - Governing boards should consider
providing guidance in their codes of ethics
on the acceptance of gifts by local
government and school district officers
and employees.

The law prohibits any officer or employee
from directly or indirectly soliciting any
gift.

It also prohibits any officer or employee
from accepting or receiving any gift

intended to influence the officer or
employee, or could reasonably be
expected to influence the officer or
employee, in the performance of his or her
official duties, or was intended as a
reward for any official action on his or her
part.

It is a common practice for vendors in the
private sector to offer tickets to sporting
and other entertainment events, lunches at
exclusive  locations, clothing  with
company logos, and a variety of other
perks. Municipal officers and employees
with purchasing or financial
responsibilities are sometimes offered
such gifts. Your locality’s code of ethics
could supplement the prohibitions
contained in the law, including addressing
gifts to close relatives of officers and
employees.

Conflicts of Interest - Besides including
guidance on the acceptance of gifts in
your code of ethics, local governments
and school districts also need to have a
system in place for ensuring that potential
conflicts of interest are identified,
prohibited interests are avoided and any
disclosure requirements are followed.

The law limits the ability of municipal
officers and employees to enter into
contracts in which their personal financial
interests and their public powers and
duties conflict

Unless a statutory exception applies,
municipal officers and employees,
including purchasing officials, are
prohibited from having an “interest” in
contracts with the local government or
school district for which they serve when

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they also have the power or duty, either
individually or as a member of the board,
to negotiate, prepare, authorize, or
approve the contract; to authorize or
approve payment under the contract; to
audit bills or claims under the contract; or
to appoint an officer or employee with any
of those powers or duties.

For this purpose, a “contract” includes any
claim, account, demand against or
agreement with a municipality, express or
implied.

Municipal officers and employees have an
interest in a contract, including purchase
contracts, when they receive a direct or
indirect monetary or material benefit as a
result of a contract.

Municipal officers and employees are also
deemed to have an interest in the contracts
of: their spouse, minor children and
dependent (except employment contracts);
any firm partnership or association of
which they are a member or employee;
and any corporation of which they are an
officer, director or employee, or directly
or indirectly own or control any stock.

As a rule, interests in actual or proposed
contracts on the part of a municipal officer
or employee, or his or her spouse, must be
publicly disclosed in writing to the
municipal  officer or  employee’s
immediate supervisor and to the
governing board of the municipality.

The written disclosure must be made part
of and be set forth in the official record of
the proceedings of the board.

Conflicts of interest can be identified by
the use of disclosure forms that identify
outside employment, business interests,
investments or other interests. Counties,
cities, towns and villages with populations
of 50,000 or more must, and other local
governments and school districts may,
promulgate annual statements of financial
disclosure for certain officers and
employees.

Careful use of financial disclosure forms
can help identify potential conflicts of
interest at an early stage.

Ensuring the highest of ethical standards
in the procurement process is an important
ingredient in creating a fair and
competitive procurement process that
makes prudent and  cost-effective
procurements in the best interest of the
locality and the taxpayer.
